The Rules Committee offers its first amendment to File No. 2013-185:
(1) On page 1, lines 10-11, strike “CHAPTER 656 (ZONING CODE)” and insert “AND SECTION 30.503 (BICYCLE/PEDESTRIAN COORDINATOR), PART 5 (DEVELOPMENT SERVICES DIVISION), CHAPTER 30 (PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT)”;

(2) On page 1, lines 31, after “COMMITTEE;” insert “AMENDING SECTION 744.114 (MAINTENANCE OF STREETS) AND ESTABLISHING A NEW SECTION 744.115 (STREET DESIGN), CHAPTER 744 (STREET CONSTRUCTION REGULATIONS), ORDINANCE CODE, REQUIRING DESIGN AND MAINTENANCE OF STREETS CONSISTENT WITH THE SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS LAND DEVELOPMENT PROCEDURES MANUAL AND THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN;”;
(3) On page 4, line 3 ½ insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:

“Section 2.
Amending Section 30.503 (Bicycle/Pedestrian Coordinator), Ordinance Code. Section 30.503 (Bicycle/Pedestrian Coordinator), Part 5 (Development Services Division), Chapter 30 (Planning and Development Department) is hereby amended to read as follows: 

CHAPTER 30.  PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT.

PART 5. DEVELOPMENT SERVICES DIVISION.

* * *

Sec. 30.503. - Bicycle/Pedestrian Coordinator. There is hereby established a full-time position of the Bicycle/Pedestrian Coordinator within the Development Services Division of the Planning and Development Department. The Bicycle/Pedestrian Coordinator shall have the authority to review all plans submitted for review pursuant to Chapter 654, to serve on the Subdivision Standards and Policy Advisory Committee, as set forth in Section 654.142 as staff to the Context Sensitive Streets Standards Committee set forth in Section 32.702, Ordinance Code, coordinate with the Right of Way and Grounds Maintenance Division of the Public Works Department with respect to issues pertaining to bicycle and pedestrian use of rights-of-way, coordinate with the Planning Services Division of the Planning and Development Department on the implementation and any updates of the Mobility Plan with respect to bicycle and pedestrian issues, and coordinate with the Office of the Sheriff, with respect to any criminal issues pertaining to bicycle and pedestrian safety, and coordinate with any other agency or department with respect to bicycle and pedestrian issues. The Bicycle/Pedestrian Coordinator shall have a college degree in urban planning, community planning, regional planning, architecture, geography or landscape architecture, public administration or related field and at least five years' experience in planning, or at least four years of experience with a master's degree in any of the above listed fields. The Bicycle/Pedestrian Coordinator shall also have at least two years’ experience in bicycle and pedestrian design standards. AICP certification is preferred.”;
(4) Renumber the remaining Sections; and 

(5) On page 4, lines 26-27, strike “Engineering and Construction Management Division”;

(6) On page 5, line 16, after “Streets” insert “Standards”;

(7) On page 9, line 11, strike “2013-___-E” and insert “2013-185-E”;

(8) On page 31, lines 8-9, strike “[more roadways shall be limited to one access point from the lower functional roadway]” and insert “[more roadways shall be limited to one access point from the lower functional roadway]more roadways shall be limited to access from the roadway with the lower functional”;

(9) On page 36, line 10, strike “(c)” and insert “(b)”;
(10) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
