AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING, AND/OR DISCLAIMING A DRAINAGE EASEMENT RUNNING THROUGH THE MIDDLE OF PARCEL R.E. # 147981-5425 (THE “PARCEL”) FOR THE DRAINAGE OF DEER LAKE DRIVE EAST, ESTABLISHED VIA OFFICIAL RECORDS 14624, PAGE 795, DATED SEPTEMBER 3, 2008, IN THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4, AT THE REQUEST OF LMI-JACKSONVILLE, LLC (THE “APPLICANT”), OWNER OF THE PARCEL, IN ORDER TO FACILITATE THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE SITE FOR APARTMENT HOMES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A drainage easement running through the middle of parcel R.E. # 147981-5425 (the “Parcel”) for the drainage of Deer Lake Drive East, established via Official Records 14624, Page 795, dated September 3, 2008, in the public records of Duval County, in Council District 4, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a drainage easement at the request of LMI-Jacksonville, LLC (the “Applicant”), owner of the Parcel.  

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the closure is to allow the Applicant to facilitate the development of the site for apartment homes (City Development Number 5941.009). Applicant will replace the closed and abandoned easement with a new easement along the northern boundary of the Parcel which will be piped for drainage of Deer Lake Drive East at no cost to the City. Applicant’s development plan was approved by the City’s Planning and Development Department in a letter dated March 2, 2012, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Applicant has paid a $500.00 application processing fee.  This request was sent to various state, municipal, and utility agencies which might have an interest in the matter, as well as to the adjacent property owner, and there were no objections.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
