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ORDINANCE 2013-194
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING A SHORT SEGMENT OF ALDERMAN ROAD WHICH EXTENDS NORTHEAST FROM ARLINGTON ROAD NORTH IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 2 TO “OWL RIDGE LANE”; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, it has come to the attention of the Addressing Section of the Planning and Development Department that a segment of Alderman Road which extends northeast from Arlington Road North should be changed to a new street name; and 

WHEREAS, a resident notified the Addressing Section Staff regarding a delay in emergency response during a traffic accident which occurred near Alderman Road and Arlington Road North; and 

WHEREAS, the caller advised that there is often confusion associated with the Alderman Road and Arlington Road North location due to  unconnected segments of Alderman Road; and

WHEREAS, although there are two unconnected segments of Alderman Road, Staff discovered that the northern segment has more frequent recognition; and

WHEREAS, in addition to the lesser known road segment, Staff also learned that address ranges on each roadway are confusing; and

WHEREAS, on April 4, 2012, the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee determined, and made a recommendation that the public street name “Alderman Road” which extends northeast from Arlington Road North should be changed in order to eliminate the potential confusion and delay in emergency response.  The Recommendation and a copy of the minutes of the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee are attached hereto as Exhibit 1; and 

WHEREAS, the street name change affects the street addresses of 8 residential properties; and 

WHEREAS, on May 2, 2012, the Planning and Development Department staff notified the property owners of the 15 abutting properties, including the property owners of the 8 affected properties, of the decision of the Committee to change the “Alderman Road” street name on the roadway in which their property is accessed. A copy of each letter is attached as Composite Exhibit 2; and

WHEREAS, on August 29, 2012 the Planning and Development Department Staff mailed letters to the property owners along the subject roadway to request their participation in the selection of a new road name for their roadway. A copy of each letter is attached as Exhibit 3; and

WHEREAS, on October 19, 2012 the Planning and Development Department Staff mailed letters to the property owners along the subject roadway to provide them with a list approved road names, and to invite each property owner to attend a public meeting to discuss and select a new road name; A copy of each letter is attached as Composite Exhibit 4; and
WHEREAS, on November 27, 2012 a public meeting was held at the University Park Branch Library to determine the new street name for this roadway, and the property owners that participated in the meeting selected the new street name “Owl Ridge Lane” ; and 
WHEREAS,  on December 12, 2012, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed the recommendation of the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee, and made a determination that there was no historical impact, and recommended approval of the street name change.  A copy of the minutes of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission is attached hereto as Exhibit 5; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Chapter 745, Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change the street name of the applicable segment of “Alderman Road” to “Owl Ridge Lane”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Segment of “Alderman Road” Renamed.  The name of that segment of “Alderman Road” which extends northeast from Arlington Road North, in Council District 2 is hereby renamed “Owl Ridge Lane”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed segment of “Alderman Road” is attached hereto as Exhibit 6.
Section 2.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Call o Order
Chairman Mark Shelton called the regular meeting of the 911 Emergency Addressing

Advisory Committee (911 Committee) to order at 10:05 a.m.

Old Business
1670 Cocoanut Road and Cypress Drive - Howard Seltzer provided a Power Point

that presented information identifying that the 911 Committee had previously made a
decision to change the address of 1670 Cocoanut Road to a new address assigned from
San Pablo Road South based on the fact that the current access to this property was from
this roadway. He explained that staff was bringing the issue back to the Committee
because development of the Seagrass Apartments in this location was underway and that
this development would cause the access location to the subject property to change

from San Pablo Road South to Cypress Drive.
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Staff also presented information that showed the construction plans for Cypress
Drive, located on the north side of the apartment complex, would connect Cypress Drive
to Cocoanut Road. Staff requested that the Committee determine if either Cypress Drive
or Cocoanut Road should be renamed so that once the two roads are realigned to
function as a single roadway the entire length of the roadway could be identified under

as single road name,

Staff requested that the Committee reconsider their original decision in light of the
new information being provided. The Committee voted unanimously to rescind their

original decision.

The Committee discussed the new access location to the subject property once
the construction of the apartment complex was completed and also asked about the
timing for the proposed construction of the access location. Staff identified that the new
location would come from Cypress Drive and that they would try to time any address
changes in this location so that the changes would coincide with the completion of the

roadway project.

Staff presented options for renaming the roadway to show the impacts of renaming
Cypress Drive to Cocoanut Road and the impacts of renaming Cocoanut Road to
Cypress Drive. A property owner along Cocoanut Road, Gerri Gurbuz, told the Committee
that she did not think that it made sense to change the Cocoanut Road segment
ecause it would create a greater impact to do so. She identified that Cypress Drive does
not really exist at this time and that it seemed to her that there was an open opportunity to
keep Cocoanut Road continuing all the way through.

Leslie Rosenfeld made a motion to name the entire length of the roadway
Cocoanut Road and Pat Welte seconded the motion. The Chairman identified that this
motion would be a motion to approve alternative 2 which changes Cypress Drive to
Cocoanut Road and reassigns four addresses in this location (including 1670 Cocoanut
Road). The Committee voted unanimously to approve alternative number 2.

New Business
Alderman Road - Staff presented a PowerPoint that identified that the issue

concerning Alderman Road came to light as a result of phone call from a resident living
on Alderman Road. The resident noftified the Addressing section staff of a delay in the
provision of emergency response during a traffic accident that occurred in the vicinity of
Alderman Road and Arlington Road North. The caller identified that there is often
confusion associated with this location due to the fact that there are two unconnected
segments of Alderman Road and the other segment of Alderman Road is the more
recognized section of the roadway.

During the presentation staff showed the location of the two separate road
segments and identfified that the northern segment of Alderman Road, accessing from
Arlington Expressway, is the more commonly known of the two. Staff also pointed out an
additional source of confusion between the two roadways relates to the address ranges
on each roadway. Although there is not an overlap of address ranges between line
segment in the street centerline, the address range of subject segment falls within the
overall range of the northern most segment.
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Staff also identified an addressing issue on a property that is located on the southern most
segment of Alderman Road. The property is addressed as 652 Arlington Road North
however the property does not front on Arlington Road North.

The Commiftee discussed the issue concerning the address ranges along the road and
discussed options concerning the new rcad name. They determined that a completely
different name for the road would need to be provided.

David Quintanilla made a motion to renarne the southern segment of Alderman Road to
a new name to eliminate confusion. Leslle Rosenfeld seconded the motion. The
Committee voted unanimously to change the road name as identified in solution number

2.

A question was asked concerning the address of 652 Arlington Road and whether or not a
vote was needed to change this address. It was determined that this address change
was included as part of solution 2 and therefore no additional vote was needed.

Lannie Road - Staff presented a Power Point presentation describing the various
addressing issues along Lannie Road and identified the criteria that is followed for the
assignment of new addresses along the roadway. The presentation showed how growth
could occur along the road and emphasized the importance of assigning new addresses
in a manner that would allow for this future growth.

The presentation included several options for correcting the addressing and under
each option additional variations were provided to handle some unique situations, The
options presented included an option to change all the addresses, an option to begin
readdressing on the east end the rcad and changing only the addresses necessary to
bring all addresses in sequence, and an option to begin at the center of the road and
reassign addresses moving in either direction. The impacts of each scenario were
identified as these options were presented.

Staff presented variations in fhese options that would allow naming of some of the
dirt accessways, allowing unit numbers to be used on properties with multiple residential
units, and allowing a variation in address ranges between the north and south sides of the
road. Stoff presented a final option of doing nothing that would allow the addresses to
rernain as they currently exist. They did, however, mentioned that as long as the addresses
remain out of sequence any new address assignments to this location would also be out
of sequence and as the area grows the situation will most likely become worse.

Staff was asked about using unit numbers for the purpose of reassigning address in
order to limit the number of address changes that would be needed. Staff identified that
under Chapter 745 concerning the criteria for changing address that overapping
addresses or the same address number being used on separate parcels is required to be
cofrrected.

Susan Lively identitied that her residence is on Lannie and her property is affected
she would be abstaining from the discussion and the voting and Elizabeth Henderson, the
Fire Communications Manager would vote in her piace.

The Committee discussed the final option presented by staff and agreed that
leaving the addresses as they currently exist is not a good option. They agreed that
something needs to be done. Exhibit 1
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The Committee also discussed the naming of the different access ways and then
began to focus on the large property currently addressed at 3301 Lannie Road. The
Committee asked if one of the variations would allow reassigning a primary address to the
large property but still allowing enough room in numbering to allow the property to be spilit
6 times.

Staff identified that this variation in the scheme is included in variation number 3.
This variation allows the property addressed at 3301 to be readdressed with a new primary
address but dllow the unit number to be maintained as it currently exists.

The Committee asked if staff had a preferred solution and staff identified that their
preferred solution would be to change all of the addresses because that would eliminate
any possibility of error. However, they know that it is the desire of City officials
