(1) On page 1, line 16, after “PUD;” insert “PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS;”; and

(2) On page 2, line 17, strike “March 20” insert “April 23”; and
(3) On page 2, line 22, before “Exhibit 2” insert “Revised”; and
(4) On page 2, line 22 ½ insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:

“Section 2.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division memorandum, dated April 4, 2013, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.
(b) Vehicular access is prohibited along the Hagan Grant Lane frontage.

(c) A 20 foot wide natural and undisturbed landscape buffer shall be maintained on the subject property adjacent and parallel to the entire length of Hagan Grant Lane, as shown on the site plan, dated April 23, 2013.
(d) A 10 foot wide natural and undisturbed landscape buffer shall be maintained along the property line of lots 4 through 21, as shown on the site plan, dated April 23, 2013.
(e) An off-white vinyl fence that is six feet in height shall be installed and maintained along the rear property line of lots 4 through 21, as shown on the site plan, dated April 23, 2013.

(f) All fencing shall be constructed prior to the issuance of a certificate of occupancy for the first single-family home.

(g) Access for any construction related activities shall be prohibited from or along Hagan Grant Lane”; and
(5) Renumber the remaining Sections; and 

(6) Strike Exhibit 2 and replace it with Revised Exhibit 2; and

(7) Amend the introduction line to reflect this Amendment.

This is a 12.32 acre parcel that fronts on Julington Creek Road, West of
Aladdin Road. Access will be off of Jilington Creek Road on City Streets. This development will be
developed in one phase and contain no more than 33 lots. All lots will have a minimum of 7,700 square
feet. No recreation is required since this is only 33 Lots. Existing City Water will be used. City Sewer will
be used by putting over 1.3 miles of city sewer lines and building a pump station to be dedicated to JEA if
zoned for 70 Lots. In this area there are a variety of zonings from RLD-60(Julington Hills Unit 2), RLD-
90 and RLD-100B, for the most part smaller lots have City water and sewer and larger lots have well and
septic tanks. We are asking for 70’lots in order to afford running sewer 1.3 miles to the site. This gives us
only four more lots than a 907 lot plan. It is a-stated City of Jacksonville policy to have City Sewer and City
Water where possible. We will have City Sewer and Water if-granted 70" lots.. -
