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ORDINANCE 2013-196
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 12.32( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 6 ON JULINGTON CREEK ROAD BETWEEN ALADDIN ROAD AND CORMORANT DRIVE (R.E. NO(s). 159091-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY JULINGTON CREEK LAND MANAGEMENT, LLC, FROM RR-ACRE (Residential Rural-Acre) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE DANESE LANDING PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Julington Creek Land Management, LLC, the owner(s) of approximately 12.32( acres located in Council District 6 on Julington Creek Road between Aladdin Road and Cormorant Drive (R.E. No(s). 159091-0000), and as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RR-Acre (Residential Rural-Acre) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RR-Acre (Residential Rural-Acre) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated March 20, 2013, and written description dated March 15, 2013, for the Danese Landing PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit single family residential uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Julington Creek Land Management, LLC, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Curtis Hart, 8051 Tara Lane, Jacksonville, FL, 32216, 904-993-5008.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

The subject property is currently zoned RR and has a Residential Land
Use Designation of “LDR” on the 2030 Comprehensive Plan Future
Land Use Element. This PUD application is consistent with the 2030

Comprehensive Plan and the land use designation.

LDR

There is a small wetland on this property as noted on the site plan.

Less than 50 acres none required
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DESCRIPTION OF PLAN

This is a 12.32 acre parcel that fronts on Julington Creek Road, West of
Aladdin Road. Access will be off of Julington Creek Road on City Streets. This development will be
developed in one phase and contain no more than 33 lots. All lots will have a minimum of 7,700 square
feet. No recreation is required since this is only 33 Lots. Existing City Water will be used. City Sewer will
be used by putting over 1.3 miles of city sewer lines and building a pump station to be dedicated to JEA if
zoned for 70" Lots. In this area there are a variety of zonings from RLD-60(Julington Hills Unit 2), RLD-
90 and RLD-100B, for the most part smaller lots have City water and sewer and larger lots have well and
septic tanks. We are asking for 70’lots in order to afford running sewer 1.3 miles to the site. This gives us
only four more lots than a 90’ lot plan. It is a stated City of Jacksonville policy to have City Sewer and City

Water where possible. We will have City Sewer and Water if granted 70’ lots.

DIFFERENCE BETWEEN PUD AND USUAL APPLICATION

This Application for a PUD allows for a maximum lot coverage of 50% which
would allow for larger homes and a maximum number of lots at 33 and a minimum lot size of 8,400 square
feet. By doing a PUD it will allow the developer to provide unique features and conditions as it goes thru

the rezoning process.

CHARACTER OF LAND These 12.32 acres currently is vacant. All utilities will be JEA if
allowed to have 70’ lots. The property is well treed with a topographical fall from east to west. Attached is

Exhibit K2 a topo showing existing site characteristics.

PERMITTED USES BY EXCEPTION: Home Occupation meeting the performance standards and
development criteria set forth in Part 4 of the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code.

Where lots are located on roadway curves or cul-de-sacs the Building Restriction
Line (BRL) will be 20 feet not withstanding the Iot width at the BRL.
On any corner lot notwithstanding the code the side yard setback shall be 5 feet

ADDITIONAL DESIGN CRITERIA
1. FENCING

Homeowners will be allowed to construct a 6-ft high fence in there rear &

side yards. For Homed with a secondary front yard, homeowners will be allowed to
constructed a 6-ft high fence no closer than 10 feet from the second front yard property

lline.
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2. PARKING REOUIREMENTS

On each lot, a driveway will be provided large enough to accommodate two
automobiles.

3. VEHICULAR ACCESS
Vehicular access to the property will be provided from a public street as
noted on the site plan. The site plan that is dated 2/13/13 and made a part of this
application clearly shows the access. :
4. LANDSCAPE .
Landscape will be designed in accordance with City of Jacksonville
Land Use Regulation 656 .1211.

DRAINAGE
The drainage will be routed through the stormwater treatment
system as per St. Johns River Water Management District criteria, treated and then
discharged. Stormwater retention systems will be constructed on site as needed.

PHASING
This project will be developed in one phase and start as soon as permits are issued,
should be by December 2013.

UTILITIES
The project will be served with public water and sewer(if 70’Lots) service by JEA.

SIGNAGE

At developer's option, either (i) one non-illuminated double faced sign not exceeding a
maximum of twenty-four (24) square feet in area, excluding border and columns, or (ii) a maximum
of two single-faced signs, non-illuminated, not exceeding a maximum of twenty-four (24) square
feet in area, per sign, excluding border and columns, may be erected along Julington Creek Road on
either side of the subdivision entrance road. Sign materials shall include brick, stone or stucco
borders and/or columns. Front entrance signage shall be landscaped and irrigated and may have
indirect lighting.
Also, there will be particular signage relative to lot and home sales i.e.: for sale signs, informative
contractor signs, model home signs, etc. Real estaté signs (in compliance with Section 656.1306,
Zoning Code) and construction signs (in compliance with Section 656.1307, Zoning Code) also will
be permitted. Temporary sign(s) of a maximum of twelve (12) feet in area and twelve (12) feet in
height for model homes also shall be permitted. All maintenance of signs shall be the responsibility of
Developer and/or owners association. '

SIDEWALKS
Sidewalks will be provided as per the requirements of the City of Jacksonville
Comprehensive Plan.

RECREATION AND OPEN SPACES
There will no recreation since this is only 33 lots.

Prior to verification of substantial compliance pursuant to Section 656.34 1(G) Zoning
Code, the vehicular access and design of said access Points and interior vehicular circulation,
connections, and termination of Roadways including design of pavement, right-of-way width, and
general design, will be submitted to Planning Department, Transportation Planning, Public Works
and Traffic Engineer. This roadway layout is a conceptual and may be adjusted for engineering,
geometry and other requirements.

13. HOMEOWNER ASSOCIATION

A Homeowner Association will be in place to provide for the continued operation and
maintenance of those areas and functions described herein and facilities which are not to be
provided, operated or maintained by the city.

SUCCESSOR IN TITLE
All successors in title to the property shall be bound to the terms and conditions of this PUD.
