WHEREAS, Sharon Welsh, the owner(s) of approximately 14.10( acres located in Council District 11 at 7759 Plummer Road (R.E. No(s). 002601-0000), and as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RR-Acre (Rural Residential-Acre) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RR-Acre (Rural Residential-Acre) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated June 22, 2013, and written description dated June 22, 2013, for the Plummer Road PUD. The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit Animal Boarding/Dog Kennel and residential uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

The Subject Property is owned by Sharon Welsh, 7759 Plummer Road, Jacksonville, FL, 32219, (904)716-6162, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.

Section 3.

(12) Animal boarding places and dog kennels located on an individual and separate lot,
provided all yards, area, frontage and other requirements of the Zoning Code are met
for each structure within the zoning district of which it is a part, and fur farms,
provided that no structures for the housing of animals shall be located within 200 feet
of a property line unless in a soundproof building.

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easements for
ingress and egress among the driveways of the various parcels of the Property, if
ownership or occupancy of the Property is subdivided among more than one person
or entity.

(3) Pedestrian Access.

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with the
2030 Comprehensive Plan.

(1) One (1) double faced sign not to exceed eight __square feet in area and four
feet in height. The sign may be free-standing or mounted on the mailbox column.

The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape Regulations of the
Zoning Code.
