Thomas (Tom} Serwatka currently serves as vice president and chief of staff at the University of North
Florida. Since joining the university as a faculty member, he has held administrative positions as
program director of Exceptional Student Education, associate dean of the College of Education and
Human Services, and dean of the Graduate School and associate vice president for Academic Affairs.
