Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to purchase a Reciprocating 2-speed Shaker along with required accessories. This equipment will be used to automate the task of shaking liquid/liquid extraction tubes used for certain drug analyses, thus insuring the uniform treatment of all calibrators, controls, and samples that is vital to forensically defensible quantitative results. This Submecipient Agreement is entared intc hetween the following Parlles: the Florida Department of Law
Enforcement (FODLE), a slate agency, and the Florida District 4 Madical Examiner (City of Jacksonville} ("the
Subrediplent” or “the Subgrantse”), a Govamer appainted public official.

WHEREAS, the U.S. Depariment of Justice (DOJ), Office of Justice Programs (QJP), National Institute of Justice
(NIJ) is providing financial assistance lo the Florida statewide criminal analysis laboratory system (Section 94332,

Flogida Statutes (2010)) through the 2012 Paul Coverdell Forensic Sciances improvement Acl Formula Grant
Program, (‘FY2012 Coverdell FS| Grant” or “the Grant™);

WHEREAS, the Coverdell program is authorized by Title | of the Omnibus Safe Strests and Crime Control Act of
1988, Part BB, codifled at 42 U.S.C. § 3797j-3797a (‘the Coverdell law™);

WHEREAS, FDLE has been awarded federal funds by DOJ/OJP under the FY2012 Coverdell FSI Grant and has
been designated by NIJ as the State Administering Agency in Florida for saki Grant; FOLE serves as a “Recipient” of
federal funds under tha Grant and as a "Pass-through entity” or “Grantor” when providing such funds ("subgrant
award") to the Subrecipient;

WHEREAS, the FY2012 Coverdell FSI Grant award lo Florida includes funding for the Subrecipient to improvs the
quality and timeliness of forensic science or medical examiner services In accordance with the Grant’s requiremants
and the terms of this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, federal and state laws and regulations impose carfain requirements upon a Recipient, a Pass-Through
Entity, and a Subrecipient of financial assistance from DOJ/OJP/MNN through the Grant.

NOW THEREFORE, the Patrlies agree to the following:

Grant Perlod. This Agreement covers funding and related activities for the term of the FY2012 Coverdell FS) Grant,
which is cumently 10/01/2012-03/31/2014, provided the term may be extended by FDLE in accord with DOJ/OJP
approval. The totai peried of an award under the Grant, including one that receives project period extensions,
ordinarily will not exceed 3 years.

Subgrant Award {Subaward). FDLE is authorized to subaward Grant funds to the Subrecipient in an amount not to

exceed $4,912 under the terms of the FY2012 Ceverdell FS| Grant Award fe FDLE fram DCJ/IQJP dated August 9,
2012, and pursuant to the ferms of this Agreement, subject to applicable fedaral, state, and local Iaws, regulations,
directives, and guidance. .

No Match Requirement. There is no State or local match required under the Grant.

Availability of Funds. Ali awards under the Grant and this Agreement are subject to the availability of appropriated
funds and any modifications or additlonal requirements that may be imposed by law.

Compllance/Sanctions. As part of the Subrecipient's acceptance and use of any federal financial assistanca from
the Grant provided through FOLE pursuant to this Agreement, the Subreciplent agrees to comply with the applicable
federal, state, and local laws, reguiations, directives and guidance, and the terms of this Agreement, Further, the
Subracipient agreas o ensure complianca with such requirements by Subreciplent's contractors or other entities to
which Subrecipient provides Grant funds including, but not fimited to, use of competitive procurement or a detailed
cost analysis for services, if applicable. The Subrecipient agrees dispose of non-sxpendable property acquired with
fedsral financial assistance under this Agreement, if any, in accordance with applicable statute, rules and reguiations.

Cettifications. Pursuant to the Grant scficitation, the Subrecipient has mads the required ceriifications and will
comply with all related requirements. (Exhiblt A)

Use of Funds. Funds provided under this award shall be used for the purposas and types of expenses sei forth in

the FY12 Sdlicitation: Paut Coverdel]l Forensic Science lmprovement Gran{ Program, (i.e.. the program

announcemant), abave-referenced federal, state, local requirements, and pursuant to the approved application,
budget, etc., submitted by the Subrecipient and FOLE, and any related amendmants. The current approved budget
for the subgrant award lo the Subrecipient referenced in this Agreement is attached as Exhibils B.

Funds shall not be used for general law enforcement functions ar non-forensic investigatory functions, and shall not
be used for research or statistical projects or activities.

The Subreciplent shali not use any federal funds, either directly or indirectly, In support of the enactment, repeal,
madification or adoption of any law, regulation or policy, at any level of government, without the express prior written
approval of OJP, and anly if permitted by all applicable laws.

Copyrights. DOJ/CJP/NIJ reserve a royalty-free, nonexclusive, and irevocable license fo repraduce, publish, or

otherwise use, and authorize others to use, for federal Government purpases: 1) The copyright in any work
developad under a subaward; and 2) Any rights of copyright to which a subrecipient purchases ownership with

subaward funds.
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Patents, Patent Rights, and Inventlons. If any program produces patentable items, patent rights, processes, or
Inventions, in the course of work spansored by the subaward funds, such facts must be promptly and fully reported to
FDLE and DOJOJPMNIJ. Unless there is a prior agreement between FDLE and DOJ/OJPINIJ on disposition of such
items, DOJ/OJPINLI shall determine whethar protection on the invention or discovery shafl be sought. DQJ/QJP/NIJS
will also determine how rights in the invention or discovery {including rights under any patants issued therson) shalt

FDLE, DOJ, OJP, NIJ, DOJ-Office of tha Inspector General, tha Comptroller General of the United Statcs,
the Audilor General of the State of Florida - or any of the suthorized representatives of such entities shall have the
wright of access to any perlinent books, documents, papers, or other recards of the Subrecipient, its implementing
entity, and its contractor(s), In order {0 make audits, examinations, excerpts, and transcripts. The right of access
shall not be limited to the required retention period but shall last as long as the records are retained.

FDLE reserves the right to unilaterally terminate this Agreement if the Subreciplent, its implementing agency, or its

Loss, Damage, or Theft of Equipment. The Subreclpient is responsible for reglacing or repairing property which is
willfully or negligently lost, stolen, damaged, or destroyed. Any loss, damage, or thef of the property must be
investigated and fulty documented and made part of the officlal Grant project recorda.

Reimbursements and Related Defiverables/Scope of Work.

Relmbursements. The Subrecipient may invoice FDLE for reimbursement under the Grant on elther a monthly or
quarterly basis. The maximu le reimbursable amount shall be $1,912. Reimbursements to the Subrecipient
will be limited to actual, allowable expenses documented and submitted to FDLE.

Final repost. The Subreciplent shall submit a final report to FOLE that (1) includes a summary and assessment of the
program carried out with the Grant funds, (2) identifies the number and type of cases accepted during the Grant
award period by the forensic laboratory or laboratories that received the Grant funds, and (3) cites the specific
improvements In the quality andfor timeilness of forensic science and medical examiner services (including any
reductlon in forensic analysls backlog) that cccunred as a direct result of the Grant funds.

The Subrediplent’s final report is due no later than 30 days following the close of the award petiod or the expiration of
any extenision perods.

Penalties for untimely submisslons or fajlure to provid uired risfinformation. Payments to the Subreciplent
{including payments under future awards) may be withheld, or other related requirements may be imposad, if required
informalion and reports ara not submitted within the specified time periods.

Audit and Monitoring. As noted above, the Subreciplent agrees to comply with relevant provisions of the
organizafionat audit requirements of the current version of OMB Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Govemments,
and Non-Profit Organizations, and understands and agrees that funds may be withheld, or other related requirements
may be imposed, if any outstanding audit issues frorm OMB Circular A-133 audits (and any other audits of OJP grant
funds) are not satisfactorily and promptly addressed.
