Bill Summary: The bill amends the 2012-17 Capital Improvement Program and appropriates $4,645,278 from the Countywide General Facilities Maintenance account to create 20 specific facilities maintenance accounts for use of the funds.  The bill finds that deferring the CIP amendments to the next budget cycle will be detrimental to the public interest because the listed facilities will continue to deteriorate until repairs begin.
Background Information: The Council has traditionally appropriated $3-4 million into the fund per year for the purpose of funding substantial public facility repairs as needs are identified during the fiscal year.  The fund had accrued to over $11 million dollars until the passage of several recent bills to appropriate approximately $5.2 million for a variety of projects.  This bill creates individual CIP projects and funding accounts for the following:
