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ORDINANCE 2013-215-
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING EVERGREEN DRIVE WHICH EXTENDS 520 FEET EAST FROM SAN PABLO ROAD SOUTH TO A DEAD END IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 3 TO “BEAVER DAM DRIVE”; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, it has come to the attention of the Addressing Section of the Planning and Development Department that Evergreen Drive which extends 520 feet east from San Pablo Road South to a dead end should be changed to a new street name; and 

WHEREAS, there is no physical connection between that portion of Evergreen Drive accessed from Riverview Drive and the portion accessed from San Pablo Road South; and 

WHEREAS, any attempt to access a property from an incorrect road segment may create a delay in emergency response; and

WHEREAS, the existing road configuration and name for that segment of Evergreen Drive is confusing and inconsistent; and

WHEREAS, the re-naming of Evergreen Drive eliminates confusion, and allows for precise location of properties having access from the portion of Evergreen Drive that extends east from San Pablo Road South; and

WHEREAS, the undeveloped segment of Evergreen Drive was closed by Ordinance 2012-374-E, and the street closure allows for the remaining segment of Evergreen Drive to be renamed; and

WHEREAS, on November 30, 2011, the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee determined, and made a recommendation that the public street name “Evergreen Drive” which extends east from San Pablo Road South should be changed in order to eliminate the potential confusion and delay in emergency response.  The Recommendation and a copy of the minutes of the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee are attached hereto as Composite Exhibit 1; and

WHEREAS, the street name change affects the street addresses of two (2) residential properties; and

WHEREAS, on August 13, 2012, the Planning and Development Department staff notified the property owners of the four (4) abutting properties, including the property owners of the two (2) affected properties, and requested the property owners’ participation to rename the roadway.  A copy of each letter is attached as Composite Exhibit 2; and 

WHEREAS, on October 23, 2012, a second letter was mailed to the property owners of the four (4) abutting properties, including the two (2) affected property owners to request participation in selecting a road name from a list of names created by Planning and Development Department staff. A copy of each letter is attached as Composite Exhibit 3; and

WHEREAS, after receiving no responses from abutting property owners concerning the selection of a street name, on December 3, 2012, a letter was mailed to the two (2) affected property owners to notify them that the Planning and Development Department staff had selected a street name for their roadway and to notify them of the proposed new address assignment. A copy of each letter is attached as Composite Exhibit 4; and  

WHEREAS, on December 11, 2012, the property owners submitted a written request to Planning and Development Department to name their road “Beaver Dam Drive”. A copy of the written request is attached as Exhibit 5; and
WHEREAS, on December 12, 2012, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed the recommendation of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee, and made a determination that there was no historical impact.  A copy of the minutes and the approval of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission is attached hereto as Exhibit 6; and 
WHEREAS, a copy of the map of “Evergreen Drive” is attached hereto as Exhibit 7; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Chapter 745 Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change the street name of the applicable segment of “Evergreen Drive” to “Beaver Dam Drive”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Segment of “Evergreen Drive” Renamed.  The name of that segment of “Evergreen Drive” which extends 520 feet east from San Pablo Road South to a dead end, in Council District 3 is hereby renamed “Beaver Dam Drive”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed segment of “Evergreen Drive” is attached hereto as Exhibit 7.
Section 2.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Present Street Name: Evergreen Drive

Proposed Street Name: Beaver Dam Drive

Initiated by: 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee
Reason for Change: This road is being renamed to resolve a potentially

dangerous addressing issue for two parcels that are accessed from the segment
of Evergreen Drive that extends easterly from San Pablo Road South.

Background
An issue concerning the address of 1747 Cocoanut Road (RE 167305 0000)

was brought to the attention of the Planning and Development Department
Addressing Section by CARE issue 2010-111434 and JaxStar Parcel Issue 1012.
These reporting systems identified that this address could not be mapped or
located by databases used by the CARE system and/or by other mapping
systems within the City. Research performed by the Addressing Section revealed
that the portion of Cocoanut Road in which the subject property had originally
been addressed had been closed and this property can now only be accessed
from a segment of Evergreen Drive that extends easterly from San Pablo Road
South.

The 1747 Cocoanut Road issue was originally heard during the April 6, 2011 911
Committee meeting and a decision was made to reassign the address of this
property to an Evergreen Drive address. The property owners at this location
objected to the Committee’s decision to reassign their new address from
Evergreen Drive because of an incident that had occurred several years ago at a
nearby property addressed at 13599 Evergreen Drive. The owners identified that
emergency services experienced difficulty in locating the neighboring property
due to the fact that the responder had first attempted to reach the property from a
segment of Evergreen Drive that is accessed from Riverview Drive.

Since there is no physical connection between the portion of Evergreen Drive
that is accessed from Riverview Drive and the portion of the roadway that is
accessed from San Pablo Road South, any attempt to access a property from the
wrong road segment would result in a delayed response. Due to the possibility
for confusion occur between these two road segments, the property owners at
1747 Cocoanut Road requested that the 911 Committee reconsider the decision
to change their address to an Evergreen Drive address.

The map below identifies the location of Evergreen Drive. The portion of the
roadway shown as a dashed line was never constructed, leaving the {wo
remaining segments of the roadway isolated from one another.
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The portion of Evergreen Drive that extends from Riverview Drive is the portion
of the road that is the most commonly recognized as Evergreen Drive. The lesser
known portion of the roadway is the short segment that extends east from San

Pablo Road South. As a result, a property addressed and accessed from the
lesser known portion of this roadway may be more difficult to find.
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911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee

The 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee (“the Committee”) is
comprised of representatives from the Planning and Development Department,
the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office, the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department,
JEA, Building Inspection Division Office, Municipal Code and Compliance,
Property Appraiser's Office, Information Technologies Division and United States
Postal Service. The focus of the Committee is to remedy existing addressing
deficiencies in an effort to promote better emergency response, to coordinate
with one another to promote consistency between all entities that utilize
addresses and to maximize the resources available to promote these goals.

911 Committee Decision

The 911 Committee made a decision during their November 30, 2011 meeting to
close the central portion of Evergreen Drive in order to allow the western most
segment of this roadway, accessing from San Pablo Road South, to be renamed.
The renaming of this portion of Evergreen Drive eliminates confusion between
the two unconnected road segments that share the same name and allows the
properties that access from this portion of roadway to be addressed in a manner
that will precisely identify their location.

The undeveloped portion of the Evergreen Drive was recently closed and
abandoned by Ordinance 2012-0274-E. The completion of this street closure
aliows for the western most portion of Evergreen Drive to be renamed. A new
name of (new name entered here) has been selected for this roadway.

The map on the following page identifies the location and extent of the proposed
street name change.
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1747 and 1670 Cocoanut Road

Ellen Fales - The issue concerning the address of 1747 Cocoanut Road came to
our attention from CARE Issue 2010 - 111434 and JaxStar parcel lssue 1012. The
CARE Issue identified the property could not be found in the CARE data System
and the JaxStar identified that the address is listed as 1747 Cocoanut Road but
the house faces on to Evergreen Drive.

In doing the research on this, the addressing issue of 1670 Cocoanut Road was
also discovered. (Pointing to a map) This is what originally created these roads,
the plat for the Atlantic Highlands. In 2006 an ordinance was passed, Ordinance
2006-109, that closed the road. (Pointing to the map) You can see these roads in
gray were all identified as roads that would be closed under that ordinance.
Once this ordinance went through, what we ended up with today is something
that looks like this.

Cocoanut road, comes off of Atflantic Boulevard and stops right here. This
property (1670 Cocoanut Road) is in the middle of a property that is owned by a
company that will ultimately develop an apartment complex, and this property
(1747 Cocoanut Road) can only be accessed from a dirt road that is located on
a Right of Way for Evergreen Drive.

(Referring to a site plan for the proposed apartment complex). Ultimately, this is
what it would look like. We have Cypress Drive up here an uitimately this
property at 1670 (Cocoanut Road) will access from the Cypress Drive. This
property (1747 Cocoanut Road) will continue to maintain its access from the
Right of Way that is identified as Evergreen Drive.

(Pointing to an Aerial) Currently there is no access from Cypress Drive to this
location (1670 Cocoanut Drive), that is just a future plan one day. that is where it
will access from. But today. they access from San Pablo Road South, clearly the
driveway extends back from that location.

The 1747 (Cocoanut Road), once again, their access is coming from San Pablo
Road South on this dirt road that was platted as Evergreen Drive. |In addition to
the 1747 accessing from this location there is another property addressed at
13599 Evergreen Drive.

Because both of these properties are coming off of Evergreen Drive and
because this property (13599 Evergreen Drive) was already addressed off of
Evergreen Drive, the original decision of the Committee was to change the
Cocoanut Road address in this location to an Evergreen Drive address.

However, we sent the letters out and the property owners contacted us,
identified that there had been delays at this property using an Evergreen Drive
address and identified that they did not believe an Evergreen Drive address

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would be an improvement on what they currently have. The reasoning is that,
although this is all platted as Evergreen Drive, there Is no connection, there is
nothing here that is built as a road that would connect this portion of Evergreen
Drive to a constructed portion of Evergreen Drive, which is accessing from this
Riverview Drive in the Aflantic Highlands subdivision.

(Pointing to the constructed portion of the roadway) This Evergreen Drive is the
one that is known to most people as Evergreen Drive, {(pointing to the dirt road)
this is not known as Evergreen Drive to anybody.

So the fear is, giving these individuals an Evergreen Drive address, anybody
hearing an Evergreen Drive address in this location is going to make the
assumption that it is in this location, and because there is no way to get from
here to here, an Evergreen Drive address would be detrimental.

Jeff Smith - | remember when a developer came out and started buying all of
this up and they were going to build condos or something.

Ellen Fales - Right. this location here is Seagrass Apartments.

Jeff Smith - When they do that are they planning on eventually opening that
back up through there?.

Ellen Fales - No, there is no access from the apartment complex from this
location.

Joeft Smith - | know there is not now, but | was wondering when and if the
economy ever improves do they ever have intentions of coming back through
with the Evergreen?.

Ellen Fales - We could not find anything in the PUD that identified that they
would be constructing that road and there is no access to the aparfment
complex from that road. What you see here is the 1747 and this is the 13599,
they are kind of cutouts from the apartment complex, but there’s no activity
coming between Evergreen Drive and this location.

Joff Smith - Okay

Mark Shelton - Do you want to handle these one at a time as they are
numbered?.

Ellen Fales - We can do that. | don't know if you want me to make
recommendations?.

Mark Shelton - Well, before that, we have a speaker on the issue. Officer Miller
wants to speak on this one.

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Officer Miller - | can address them one at a time or | can give you everything
that we found out at the same time.

Matk Shelton - All at the same time.

Officer Miller - If we could go back to the map. Just to be clear you are saying
this is not a City Street, this is a private driveway. Is that right?.

Ellen Fales - It is a privately constructed road or drive that s sitting on a public
right of way. So the City does not maintain the road, but it is on public Right of
Way.

Officer Miller - This house right here, the 1747 Cocoanut, has a for sale sign in the
front of it. So that is in the process of being sold. | would agree with the original
intention of the Board that if this is going to be shut off at some point in the future
because of the apartment complex then if it that is treated like a kind of
driveway, then just give it South San Pablo address or an Evergreen Road
address, whichever you go with, but definitely not a Cocoanut Road address
because that is nowhere near this house.

Leslie Rosenfeld - But Evergreen is not there.

Ofticer Miller - Then | would say go with the San Pablo? He has got his address
you have got a picture of his mailbox that shows how to get there. Referring to
the picture of the mailbox that has both 1747 and 13599 on it. This is very
confusing. If | was driving down San Pablo Read looking for something | would
be thrown off by that. | would say if you are going to correct this one, then you
can’t correct that one without also addressing this one.

David Quintanilla - Also at that location where those two are, | remember last
meeting you mentioning that there was a fatality because they couldn’t find the
people there. | don’t know which one it was, but to try to prevent that from ever
happening again this is @ good time to fix that once and for all.

Officer Miller - (Referring to a map showing the property at address of 1670
Cocoanut) This one is not at Cocoanut and | was unclear how they are
accessing it now. So they are actually accessing It from this. Is this a city street or
is this a private driveway?.

Ellen Fales - It is a private driveway. They have permission from the apartment
complex, or the ocpartment complex recognizes their access through the private

property.

Officer Miller - So there Is no access to this property from this road Cypress Drive
or any of these other roads back up in here.

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Ellen Fales - Not at this time. There are plans for it though.

Officer Miller - Well again, then the logic follows if there is no way to access it
from Cocoanut or Cypress or any other road then | would say it is a private
driveway, and just like the other people, this should be a South San Pablo
address with a mail box or something indicating that that is how you get to that
house.

Howard Seltzer - But if the apartments are ever constructed ...

Officer Miller - Then you are saying once the apartment complex is built they will
access it from Cypress. Then if that were the case then forward thinking would
dictate that that should be a Cypress Road address. If the apartment complex is
a sure deal and you are sure that that is going to be built.

Jeff Smith - It will be if the economy ever tumns around.

Officer Miller -~ But see the issue with changing it right now to a Cypress is that
presently it is not Cypress. You are probably looking at a future meeting where
you are having to change it again if you make it a San Pablo right now, which is
what it actually is, then when the complex is finally built, all this construction
occurs, that driveway is eliminated, then you are probably going to have to
readdress it.

Pat Welte - Since we have had the conversation about these private driveways,
is there anything stopping them from creating an easement to Cypress right
now?. | meanis there a ditch there is there any reason they ...

Jeff Smith - They may not be able to afford to clear through the trees, and not
only that, to clear through there what you would run into is your looking at tree
tops up here if any of those are sitting on commercial/multi family property falls
under the City's tree ordinance, determined as a protected tree, then he has
got to do free mitigation to cut them down.

Ellen Fales - One thing that | did want to mention is that | did speak with Ms.
Putnam yesterday and she identified that this particular location is rental
property and she did not feel that anyone was permanently there, it changes
fairly often. So it may not be as big of a deal to come in and change the address
twice if thatis the case.

Jeft Smith - Well another thing is if you go back to the planned development, in
their plans they say, we are going to make the access there, they also may, at
the time of development decide it costs to much to cut through that and we've
got this right here so we are just going to let them come through our driveway.
So it seems like the logical thing right now would be to address these off of San
Pablo and then if this ever gets done, address that then.

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Mark Shelton - Which is alternative number one.

Susan Lively - | spoke with District Chief David Rounds, who works at Station 58 in
that area and asked him to take a look at it all, and his opinion was that the 1747
and the 13599 need to be addressed off of the Evergreen, and in our CAD
system we have high/low intersections. That would mean that one intersection
would be San Pablo Road South and the other would be dead end
differentiating this from the Riverview, there would be no issue. He also
mentioned that the 1670 currently should be addressed from the San Pablo Road
South.

Lori Hines - Even though Evergreen Road goes all the way through to Atlantic on
one end but stops in the middle of it, it is all just basically woods, and starts again
here and comes out on San Pablo that doesn’t mean that that would not be

confusing?.

Susan Lively - That does not affect us when they get the address, if they have
got 13599 Evergreen as the address, they look at the cross streets and if one cross
street is San Pablo Road South and the other is a dead end, they know that
access is obviously San Pablo Road South and that is how they will go.

Ellen Fales - How does the responder see that?.

Susan Lively - It is on a print out, They get the print out at the station or it comes
across a mobile dispatch terminal. Every call has a high/low with a numerical
address, so they look at their cross streets on how to access.

Pat Welte - Will police and fire see the same thing?.

Officer Miller - Police don’t have the map that is available to Fire. Is there a
street sign on San Pablo Road telling people that this is Evergreen Drive and that
you can access it?.

Ellen Fales - When the Committee originally made the decision, w= asked that
the street sign be posted. One of the outcomes of that, so far, has been however
that a lot of people are trying to get from this location on Evergreen Drive over to
the other location. The resident’s in this location identify that a lot of people
come in here thinking that they can get from this Evergreen Drive to the other
one and they get down to the end and have to turn around in thelr yards.

Jeft Smith - It should say dead end on it

Officer Miller - It is just one of those broken up road situations like | talked about
at the interstate. The only people who are going to know it are the people that
live there or that are very familiar with that neighborhood. A stranger coming in
from out of town or responding to an emergency that is not familiar with it, they

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are going to turn down there and come tc the dead end and then have to go
back. Like Alden Road was for many years until they finally opened all of the
road.

Jeff Smith - Can | ask a question just for clarification purposes?. Isn't one of the
things on the Committee to do away with duplicate street names and if that
doesn’t go all the way through, if it stops there in a large section, wouldn’t that
make this a duplicate Evergreen Avenue?.

Elten Fales - | think, one of the recommendations that we have is, because there
is this wetland here and it would require some mitigation to build a road through
there, one of our recommendations is to close that piece of Evergreen Drive and
then come in and ask the property owners to rename this portion so that they
have a unigue name, something different. It wouldn’t be confused with this
Evergreen but would clearly identify exactly what road they are coming off of,
Because there is a right of way there that could potentially be an option.

One of the questions that | have, we have an ordinance right now that says
when two or more properties are coming off of a roadway the roadway must be
named and the properties addressed off of the roadway. Does the Committee
have the authority to say, well, in this particular case it really seems like the San
Pablo Road address is the way to go?. Can the Committee say, based off of
evidence that we readlly feel that San Pablo Road is the better address for this
location?, Can the Committee supersede what is stated in the Ordinance?.

Cherry Shaw - The ordinance needs to be followed.
Jeff Smith - Does the Crdinance say two or more or does it say more than two?.

Cherry Shaw - Two or more. You definitely have to follow the ordinance, City
Council can wave portions of the ordinance but this body cannot do that.

Ellen Fales - One thing that | wanted to point out is that, the apartment complex
owns this portion of the property where that segment is not constructed. To the
south the City of Jacksonville owns this property. This residential neighborhood
owns this portion of the property and this is owned by the state of Florida. | don’t
know fthat there would be a big opposition to coming in and closing this. It might
be worth at least a try.

Cherry Shaw - That would take City Council to be able to close it, but we have
done it before.

Pat Welte - Is there a street there now or would the closing of it just be
paperwork.,

RE: Reassignment of Addresses along Evergreen Drive

Dear Property Owner:

The City of Jacksonville 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee
(the "Committee”) has determined that the existing addressing along
Evergreen Drive does not follow a logical pattern or sequence and
therefore has the potential to create delays within the emergency
response system. To correct this problem the Committee voted to
change the addresses along this roadway to bring the numbers into
sequence in accordance with Section 745,223 Ordinance Code
(Ordinance 2009-202-E).

The Committee shall identify an out of seqguence
address number as any primary address number that
has been assigned in a manner that would hinder the
apility to promptly locate a property or structure
based on the assigned address. Any address
assignment that would cause a 211 call taker,
dispatcher, or emergency responder to search for the
property at a location other than where it is actually
located may be considered an out of sequence
address.

The Committee voted to close the undeveloped middle section of
Evergreen Drive and change the name of the western segment of
Evergreen Drive to distinguish it from the eastern portion of Evergreen
Drive. The ordinance, 2012-374-E, is enclosed.
