AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE MODIFIED FISCAL YEAR 2012-2013 SCHEDULE A-2 SUBMITTED BY THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION (“JCC”); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Modified Schedule A-2 approved.
There is hereby approved the modified fiscal year 2012-2013 Schedule A-2 submitted by the Jacksonville Children’s Commission (“JCC”), attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference. The original Schedule A-2 was prepared listing Estimated Agency Funding at the time of budget preparation. As part of ongoing redesign efforts for JCC’s afterschool programs, the JCC worked with the City’s Procurement Division to competitively bid the community based afterschool programs for the 2013-2014 school year. The amounts due to a number of agency partners changed as a result of the bidding process.  There is no change in the amount of the original appropriation under Ordinance 2012-433-E but only a change in the distribution of the afterschool dollars.

Section 2.
