Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates $75,000 from the Parks/Rec Capital Projects – Buck Park account for the installation of a dog park at Ed Austin Regional Park, located at 11751 McCormick Road, in Council District 2; provides for City oversight by the Department of Public Works; the ordinance amends the 2012-2017 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program, approved by Ordinance 2012-434-E, to increase funding for the project entitled “Ed Austin Regional Park – Dog Park” and to reduce funding for the project titled “Buck Park”; provides for a carryover of funds into subsequent fiscal years.
Background Information: Plans for the dog park include fencing, two water fountains, and a concrete walkway for ADA access and entry gates. Since October 2012, the Friends of Ed Austin Dog Park have gathered on the first and third Saturdays of the month; the Friends of Ed Austin Dog Park have raised over $1,500 in contributions towards the efforts of improving the 3.5 acre area for future use as a dog park.  As a public-private partnership, the Friends of Ed Austin Dog Park have logged more than 1000 hours clearing trees, brush, palmetto palms, vines and weeds.
