A RESOLUTION MOURNING THE LOSS AND CELEBRATING THE LIFE OF ATTORNEY HARREL TYRONE BUGGS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
loved ones, friends, neighbors and colleagues were saddened by the untimely passing of Attorney Harrel Tyrone Buggs on March 21, 2013; and

WHEREAS,
born in Jacksonville on February 10, 1949, Mr. Buggs was baptized in Central Baptist Institutional Church; and

WHEREAS,
a 1966 graduate of New Stanton High School, Attorney Buggs graduated from Florida A & M University in 1970 with a degree in Political Science and subsequently was  awarded  a Doctor of Laws degree by the University of Illinois College of Law in 1973; and
WHEREAS,
in launching his impressive career in the law, Attorney Buggs served as a Judge Advocate General Officer (J.A.G.) in the military from 1973 to 1977; and
WHEREAS,
after serving his country, Mr. Buggs  returned to his hometown of Jacksonville  and became a Duval County  Public Defender in 1979 and soon thereafter began his private law practice; and
WHEREAS,
Attorney Harrel Tyrone Buggs was a devoted husband and father; he lived by his faith and service to others; family, friends, country, justice and community were the hallmarks in his life; he touched the lives of others and will be sorely missed by all who knew, loved and admired him; now therefore
