ORDINANCE 2013-244-E
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING WAIVER OF CHAPTER 368 (Noise Control) AND ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD RULE 4, Noise Pollution CONTROL, FOR TICKETED EVENTS DURING DESIGNATED HOURS ON PERMITTED DAYS IN METROPOLITAN PARK; WAIVING THE PENALTIES FOR ANY NOISE VIOLATIONS EMANATING FROM SOUND PRODUCED IN METROPOLITAN PARK DURING SUCH PERIODS; DIRECTING THE PERFORMANCE OF SOUND MONITORING DURING SUCH WAIVER; ESTABLISHING AN ACTIVITY PERIOD; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Period of Applicability.  This ordinance shall apply to outdoor musical entertainment within Metropolitan Park for: 1. The Jacksonville Boat Show from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. Saturday, April 13, 2013 and 9:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. Sunday, April 14, 2013; and 2. The Welcome to Rockville from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. Saturday, April 27, 2013 and 9:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. Sunday, April 28, 2013 ; and 3. The Funk Fest from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. Friday, May 10, 2013 and 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. Saturday, May 11, 2013”. The permitted days and time, noted herein for the ticketed events in Metropolitan Park shall be known as the “Ticketed Events.”  The time periods so described are designated as the Activity Period.  Upon expiration of the Activity Period, this ordinance and the waiver herein shall cease and be null and void.

Section 2.

Waiver of Noise Ordinance in Metropolitan Park. During the Activity Period only, within the boundaries of Metropolitan Park, the provisions of Chapter 368, Noise Control, and Environmental Protection Board Rule 4, Noise Pollution Control, shall not apply to any outdoor musical entertainment as part of the Ticketed Events. 


Section 3.
Waiver of Penalties for violation of Noise Ordinance. During the Activity Period only, all civil and criminal penalties associated with violation of the provisions of Chapter 368, Noise Control, and Environmental Protection Board Rule 4, Noise Pollution Control, are hereby waived for noise emanating from Metropolitan Park for the Ticketed Events.

Section 4. 
Sound Monitoring. During the Activity Period, the City of Jacksonville Environmental Quality Division shall measure and record sound levels at the sound board (mixer), as well as at downstream and upstream locations both across the River and in nearby neighborhoods east and north of the Park, as well as other environmental factors at various but simultaneous times throughout the events. Sound levels shall be measured by the Environmental Quality Division Noise Pollution staff persons of the City of Jacksonville, or other individuals designated by the City of Jacksonville to monitor sound, during the Activity Period. 
Section 5.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this legislation is requested.  The nature of the emergency is that the Ticketed Events are scheduled to commence on April 13, 2013.

Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
