Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to transfer the Court Administration’s portion of the Arrest Grant directly into its own grant and grant detail. The Arrest Grant was previously appropriated by Ordinance 2012-433-E and is utilized by the Behavioral and Human Services Division, the State Attorney’s Office, Court Administration, and Hubbard House. This transfer will place the Count Administration's portion of the grant
directly into own grant and grant detail. The previous TD reauthorized two FTEs and 3,900 part time hours. No RC is needed.
