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FIRST AMENDMENT TO CONSTRUCTION AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND CSX TRANSPORTATION, INC.
FOR
GRADE CROSSING AND INTERSECTION IMPROVEMENTS FOR MAX LEGGETT PKWY

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT to Construction Agreement by and between the CITY OF
JACKSONVILLE, a body corporate and political subdivision of the State of Florida (*Agency”), and CSX
TRANSPORTATION, INC., a Virginia corporation with its principal place of business in Jacksonville,

Florida (“CSXT") is entered into this day of , 2013.
WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, on » the parties made and entered into a Construction Agreement

(the “Agreement”) for Grade Crossing and Intersection Improvements for Max Leggett Parkway at US-17, at
CSXT, Crossing DOT #620 828 N; RRMP S$-622.12 (the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, said Agreement has not been amended previously; and

WHEREAS, the parties wish to amend said Agreement by revising the insurance requirements so as to
require that Agency be named as an additional named insured in the Commercial General Liability coverage
and the Commercial Automobile Liability coverage, that all insurance policies provide a Waiver of
Subrogation in favor of Agency, and that the Commercial General Liability policy be amended to include
Contractual Liability ~ Railroads CG2417 (10/01), all by deleting Exhibit F and adding a new Revised
Exhibit F, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, and by making a conforming amendment
to this Agreement, with all other provisions, terms, and conditions of said Agreement remaining unchanged;

NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, including, but not limited to, the
covenants, conditions, and terms hereof, the sufficiency and receipt of said good and valuable consideration
being herewith acknowledged by the respective parties, Agency and CSXT stipulate and agree as follows:

1. Recitals. The recitals set forth herein are accurate, correct, and true and incorporated herein by
this reference.

2. Section 9.1 of said Agreement is amended, in part, by including a conforming reference to
Revised Exhibit F and, as amended, shall read as follows:

“9.1 By Agency. In addition to the insurance that Agency requires of its Contractor, Agency
shall require its Contractor to purchase and maintain insurance in compliance with the insurance requirements
attached to this Agreement as Revised Exhibit B. Neither Agency nor Contractor shall commence work on the
Project until such policies have been submitted to and approved by Agency's Division of Risk Management
and CSXT'’s Risk Management Department.

3. Remove Exhibit F and replace it with Revised Exhibit F.

SAVE AND EXCEPT as expressly amended by this instrument, the provisions, terms and conditions
of said Agreement of , shall remain in full force and effect.

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REVISED EXHIBIT F

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

I. Insurance Policies:

Contractor performing work on or about CSXT's property shall procure and maintain the
following insurance policies:

1. Commercial General Liability coverage at its sole cost and expense with limits of not
less than $5,000,000 in combined single limits for bodily injury and/or property
damage per occurrence, and such policies shall name both CSXT and City of
Jacksonville as an additional named insured. As respects the Rail Road, City of
Jacksonville requires the policy to be amended to include Contractual Liability -
Railroads CG2417 (10/01).

2. Statutory Worker’s Compensation and Employers Liability Insurance with limits of
not less than $1,000,000, which insurance must contain a waiver of subrogation
against CSXT and its affiliates and City of Jacksonville,.

3. Commercial automobile liability insurance with limits of not less than $500,000
combined single limit for bodily injury and/or property damage per occurrence, and
such policies shall name both CSXT and City of Jacksonville as an additional named
insured.

4. Railroad protective liability insurance with limits of not less than $5,000,000
combined single limit for bodily injury and/or property damage per occurrence and an
aggregate annual limit of $10,000,000, which insurance shall satisfy the following
additional requirements:

a. The insurer must be financially stable and rated A— VII or better in Best’s
Insurance Reports.

b. The Railroad Protective Insurance Policy must be on the ISO/RIMA Form of
Railroad Protective Insurance — Insurance Services Office (ISO) Form CG 00
3s.

c. CSX Transportation must be named as the named insured on the Railroad
Protective Insurance Policy
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d. Name and Address of Contractor must be shown on the Declarations page.

e. Description of operations must appear on the Declarations page and must
match the Project description, including project or contract identification
numbers.

f. Authorized endorsements must include the Pollution Exclusion Amendment —

CG 28 31, unless using form CG 00 35 version 96 and later.
8. Authorized endorsements may include:

(i). Broad Form Nuclear Exclusion — [L 00 21

(ii). 30 day Advance Notice of Non-renewal or cancellation

(i).  Required State Cancellation Endorsement

(iv).  Quick Reference or Index — CL/IL 240

(v) All policies shall provide a Waiver of Subrogaticn in favor of the City
of Jacksonville.

h. Authorized endorsements may not include:
1). A Pollution Exclusion Endorsement except CG 28 31
(11). A Punitive or Exemplary Damages Exclusion
(ii1). A Common Policy Conditions” Endorsement
(iv).  Any endorsement that is not named in Subsection 4 (f) or (g) above.
(v).  Policies that contain any type of deductible.

5. Such additional or different insurance as CSXT may require.
