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ORDINANCE 2013-257-E

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING RESOLUTION 90-109-35, CONCERNING A DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT (DRI) FOR THE JACKSONVILLE INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT DRI, AS SUBMITTED BY THE JACKSONVILLE AVIATION AUTHORITY, AS AMENDED BY RESOLUTION 91-1213-543, RESOLUTION 97-990-A AND RESOLUTION 2000-286-A, TO APPROVE AND AMEND AND RESTATE THE DRI DEVELOPMENT ORDER AS SET FORTH IN THE NOTIFICATION OF A PROPOSED CHANGE FILED BY JACKSONVILLE AVIATION AUTHORITY ON MARCH, 27, 2013, as amended; FINDING THAT THESE CHANGES AND MODIFICATIONS DO NOT CONSTITUTE A SUBSTANTIAL DEVIATION FROM THE ORIGINALLY APPROVED DRI; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Council by Resolution 90-109-35 approved a Development of Regional Impact for the development known as the Jacksonville International Airport DRI, which was subsequently modified by Resolution 91-1213-543, Resolution 97-990-A and Resolution 2000-286-A, and


WHEREAS, Jacksonville Aviation Authority, as owner and developer of such development, has submitted an Application for a Notification of a Proposed Change (NOPC) to a Development of Regional Impact to the City to request certain modifications to the Jacksonville International Airport DRI; and, 


WHEREAS, said NOPC has been submitted to the appropriate state and local land planning agencies and has been reviewed by the City’s Planning and Development Department; and, 


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has submitted recommendations concerning the proposed changes and modification to the Jacksonville International Airport DRI; and


WHEREAS, a public hearing was properly noticed and held by the Council pursuant to Section 380.06, Florida Statutes, and


WHEREAS, after such public hearing and in consideration of the recommendations made and submitted to the Council, the Council has made certain findings and determinations, now, therefore,


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The development order for the Development of Regional Impact for the development known as Jacksonville International Airport (“Airport DRI”), previously approved by Resolution 90-109-35, which was subsequently modified by Resolution 91-1213-543, Resolution 97-990-A and Resolution 2000-286-A, is amended and restated and the lands described in Revised Exhibit 1, attached hereto, shall be developed subject to the conditions and pursuant to the development plan contained in that certain NOPC dated March 27, 2013 on file in the office of the Planning and Development Department, as amended by the conditions and requirements contained in this development order, including the specific conditions in Revised Exhibit 2, attached hereto, and by this reference made a part hereof.


Section 2.

This amended and restated development order is approved subject to the amended and restated development  general conditions set forth herein and in the specific conditions in Revised Exhibit 2, attached hereto, to this Ordinance and made a part hereof.


Section 3.

The Council has reviewed the changes made by this Ordinance to the development of regional impact approved by Resolution 90-109-35, which was subsequently modified by Resolution 91-1213-543, Resolution 97-990-A and Resolution 2000-286-A, and determines that the changes and modifications requested by the Jacksonville Aviation Authority (“Applicant”) as described in the NOPC, dated March 27, 2013, as amended, do not constitute a substantial deviation as such term is defined and described in Section 380.06(19), Florida Statutes.


Section 4.

The Council finds that the development will be consistent with the City of Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan, local land development regulations, and the State Comprehensive Plan.  


Section 5.

The Council has found that the development will be consistent with the report of the regional planning agency submitted pursuant to Subsection 380.06(12), Florida Statutes, except that:

(a)
The Council did not and does not adopt the regional planning agency’s Wetlands and Water Quality, Issue #4, Specific Condition B.1, but rather retains the original development order condition related to wetlands protection.  As to Wetlands and Water Quality, Specific Condition B.1, the Council found that:



(1)
the original development order for the Airport DRI deferred wetlands regulation to the appropriate regional, state and federal permitting agencies;



(2)
a portion of the Pickett Branch is located in the 159 acres acquired from the Tradeport DRI; the development order for the adjacent Tradeport DRI defers wetlands regulation to the appropriate permitting agencies; and, requiring a 50' buffer on lands acquired by the Applicant from the Tradeport DRI would result in unequal treatment of the Applicant.



(3)
The NEFRC acknowledges in its report that the "primary use of the buildings in the light industrial segment will not involve the generation, handling, or storage of any hazardous materials in excess of the respective Threshold Planning Quantity."  Further, the City of Jacksonville's Light Industrial zoning category does not generally permit uses which have significant objectional or adverse environmental impacts (such as acid, chemical, fertilizer or insecticide manufacture or storage).  The applicable environmental permitting agencies are duly qualified and authorized to determine appropriate buffer requirements to protect public health and welfare.


(b)
The Council did not and does not adopt the regional planning agency’s Transportation, Specific Condition I.5 and I.6 (Issue #16), which provides that the Applicant may not commence any non-publicly funded development after the Annual Monitoring Report indicates an LOS deficiency has been realized on substantially impacted roadway segments.  As to Specific Condition I.5 and I.6, the Council finds that Applicant’s activities could be materially and adversely affected if privately funded development is not afforded the  same benefits as publicly funded development, as both are an important revenue source of the Applicant.


Section 6.

General Conditions.  The following General Conditions shall apply to this development:


(a)
The Jacksonville International Airport DRI Application for Development Approval (the “ADA”), submitted August 10, 1999, including Flood Zone Map C-2 and Existing and Approved Land Uses Map D, both dated March 27, 2013, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 5, the commitments made therein, as well as the Jacksonville International Airport Sufficiency Response Documents and addendum submitted November 5, 1999, December 6, 1999, and December 23, 1999, and  the revised transportation analysis dated January 14, 2000, and NOPC, dated March 27, 2013, as amended, are made a part of this amended and restated development order.


(b)
This development order amends and restates all of the development order conditions applicable to the Jacksonville International Airport DRI (“Airport DRI”).   If there is a conflict between any provision of the ADA and the development order, or between any provision of the other documents described in Section 7, General Condition A and this development order, the provisions of this development order shall prevail.


(c)
Any subsequent owner/developer or assignee of the Applicant shall be subject to the provisions contained in this development order.  Any contract or agreement for sale by the Applicant of all or any part of the Airport DRI shall contain a legend substantially in the following form clearly printed or stamped thereon:

THE PROPERTY DESCRIBED HEREIN IS PART OF THE JACKSONVILLE INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT AND IS SUBJECT TO A DEVELOPMENT ORDER, NOTICE OF WHICH IS RECORDED IN THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA, WHICH IMPOSES CONDITIONS, RESTRICTIONS, AND LIMITATIONS UPON THE USE AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE SUBJECT PROPERTY WHICH ARE BINDING UPON EACH SUCCESSOR AND ASSIGN OF THE JACKSONVILLE AVIATION AUTHORITY.  THE DEVELOPMENT ORDER DOES NOT CONSTITUTE A LIEN, CLOUD OR ENCUMBRANCE UPON REAL PROPERTY OR CONSTITUTE ACTUAL OR CONSTRUCTIVE NOTICE OF THE SAME.  A COPY OF THE DEVELOPMENT ORDER MAY BE REVIEWED AT THE COUNCIL SECRETARY’S OFFICE, CITY OF JACKSONVILLE OR AT THE OFFICES OF THE DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY,  STATE OF FLORIDA, TALLAHASSEE, FLORIDA.


(d)
Development of the Airport DRI has commenced and is continuing in good faith.  The Airport DRI buildout date is established as December 31, 2037 and the Airport DRI development order expiration date is established as December 31, 2038.  Extensions of the buildout or expiration dates shall be governed by the provisions of Section 380.06(19)(c), Florida Statutes.


(e)
Development of the Airport DRI shall proceed in accordance with the time periods and provisions listed below.  Development of the Airport DRI shall also proceed in accordance with the Conceptual Master Plan (Map H dated May 28, 2013) in Revised Exhibit 5, attached hereto.



1.
The initial development order, Resolution 90-109-35, provided for two (2) cumulative phases of development for the Airport DRI: Initial Phase I (through year 1996) and Initial Phase II (through year 2010).   Pursuant to Resolution 97-990-A, the Airport DRI was amended and additional lands and development rights were transferred to Applicant from the Tradeport DRI (the “Amended Development Order”).   In the Amended Development Order, Initial Phase I was divided into three cumulative subphases (Phase Ia (1987-1996), Ib (1997-2000) and Ic (2001-2005) and cumulative Initial Phase II was revised to cover the period 1997-2010.   Phase Ia, Ib, and Phase Ic, as described in the Amended Development Order, are referred to herein collectively as “Prior Phase I."   Phase II as described in the Amended Development Order is referred to herein as “Prior Phase  II.”    The development rights acquired from Tradeport DRI were incorporated into Prior Phases Ib and Ic of Prior Phase I.



2.
The development rights for the Airport DRI approved prior to the date of this development order for Prior Phase I (including Prior Phases Ia, Ib, and Ic) and Prior Phase II (other than the Tradeport DRI lands) are evidenced by a Vested Property Affirmation Statement (VPAC), Number 2453, issued by the City of Jacksonville (“City”) pursuant to Section 655.110(c), Ordinance Code.  The development rights approved for the Tradeport DRI which were transferred to the Airport DRI are presently evidenced by VPAC # 1690.  Copies of VPAC #2453 and VPAC #1690 are attached hereto as Exhibit 4.



3.
References in this Development Order to Initial Phase I, Initial Phase II, Prior Phase I, Prior Phase Ia, Prior Phase Ib, Prior Phase Ic, and Prior Phase II shall mean and refer to those land uses, square footage, and development rights described above and listed in Revised Exhibit 5, attached hereto.  References in this document to Phase 2, Phase 3, and Phase 4 shall mean and refer to those land uses and development rights as they will exist on and after the adoption of this development order.



4.
This development order re-configures the Airport DRI into four (4) cumulative phases: Phase 1 (includes all actual development as of 1998), Phase 2 (1999-2017), Phase 3 (2018-2027), and Phase 4 (2027-2037).   The permitted land uses and square footage of land uses for the four Phases is shown on Revised Exhibit 5, attached hereto.



5.
The permitted land uses and arrangement of permitted land uses shall be as shown on Revised Exhibit 5, attached hereto, and the Conceptual Master Plan Map H dated May 28, 2013, attached hereto as part of Revised Exhibit 5.



6.
The development of each land use within the Airport DRI shall not exceed the following densities as defined in Chapter 28-24, Florida Administrative Code, for the entire project, or for its individual phases, except as provided for in this Development Order in Exhibit 3, attached hereto, and made a part hereof by reference.



7.
Applicant may proceed with any proposed development of any proposed land use in Phase 3 and Phase 4 prior to the commencement dates specified in General Condition E.4 above,  subject to:




(a)
the commitment for construction of all necessary transportation improvements, or transportation mitigation, or a traffic study, consistent with the provisions set forth in the transportation section (Specific Condition I), which indicates the amount of development which can proceed prior to the necessary roadway improvement.




(b) 
compliance with any provision of this Development Order regarding the specific land use, including the provision of any required transportation improvements to accommodate such use, 




(c) 
administrative approval by the Director of the City of Jacksonville, Planning and Development Department (“JPDD”) or any subsequent designee of the City; and 




(d) 
giving not less than 30 days notice to JPDD, DEO, and NEFRC  prior to exercising any Phase 3 or Phase 4 development rights.  If allocation agreements or building permits for all development within a phase have not been issued within the time period specified for that phase, any unused development rights may be carried forward to the next phase, as provided in General Condition E.6 above.


(f)
A biennial monitoring report for the Airport DRI shall be prepared by Applicant in accordance with Section 380.06, Florida Statutes, and shall be submitted to the Northeast Florida Regional Council (“NEFRC”), Department of Economic Opportunity (“DEO”), and JPDD, no later than February 1 of every other year until buildout, commencing February 1 of every other year until build out, commencing February 1, 2015 (the “Biennial Monitoring Report”).  The Biennial Monitoring Report shall include:



1.
A description of any changes made in the plan of development, phasing, or in  representations contained in the ADA since the date of adoption of this Development Order, and any actions taken by the local government to address these changes.  Copies of any approvals taken to address changes including copies of any revised master plans not previously submitted will be attached to the Biennial Monitoring Report.



2.
A summary comparison of development activity proposed or conducted during the preceding calendar year and activity projected for the ensuing calendar year.  The summary will  include: a description of site improvements, gross floor area constructed by land use type, location, and phase, with appropriate maps.  A tabulation of the amount of acreage developed during the preceding year shall be provided by land use categories listed in Chapter 28-24, F.A.C. 



3.
An identification of the name of the purchaser of any undeveloped tracts of land in the Airport DRI, including the location and size of the tracts purchased, and the amount of development rights allocated to the purchaser, with map(s) which show the parcel(s) or sub-parcel(s) acquired.



4.
A cumulative summary of all development that has taken place within the Airport DRI by the land use categories listed in Chapter 28-24, F.A.C. including gross floor areas constructed by land use type and location, together with a cumulative summary of location, size (acreage), development rights purchased (land use type and square footage), and the name of the purchaser of all parcels purchased within the Airport DRI.



5.
To the extent known to Applicant, a description of any lands purchased or optioned within one mile of the boundaries of the  Airport DRI  by a person who has acquired a fee simple or lesser interest in the Airport DRI subsequent to issuance of the Development Order (but excluding persons who have only acquired a leasehold interest in lands or improvements within the Airport DRI), identifying such land, its size, and its intended use on a site plan and map.



6.
A listing of any substantial local, state, and federal permits, which were obtained, applied for, or denied, during this reporting period, specifying  the agency, type of permit, parcel, location(s), and activity for each permit.



7.
A description of  any moratorium imposed by a regulatory agency on development within the Airport DRI, specifying the type of moratorium, duration, cause, and remedy.



8.
Provide an analysis demonstrating there will be sufficient capacity of potable water, wastewater, and solid waste facilities serving the Airport DRI for the  anticipated development for the ensuing year.



9.
Provide an assessment of Applicant’s, Applicant’s successor, if any, and local government’s compliance with conditions and commitments contained in the development order.



10.
A description of any change to the previously reported stormwater plans, design criteria, or planting and maintenance programs.



11.
A description of any known incremental DRI applications for development approval or requests for a substantial deviation that were filed in the reporting year and to be filed during the next reporting year. 



12.
A description of any change in local government jurisdiction for any portion of the development since the development order was issued.



13.
Copies of monitoring reports completed during the previous year on the created wetlands and stormwater/wetland systems as required by permitting agencies.



14.
Traffic reports, which shall be submitted to FDOT, District Urban Office in Jacksonville, as well as to the JPDD, First Coast Planning Organization (“TPO”), NEFRC, and DEO.  The first traffic report shall be included with the Biennial Monitoring Report until project buildout, unless otherwise specified by the NEFRC.  The following information shall be included:




(a)
A description of current development by land use, type, location, and amount of square footage, along with the proposed construction schedule for the ensuing 36 month period, and appropriate maps.




(b)
Traffic counts, turning movements, and levels of service actual for the past 12 months and projected for the ensuing 12 months and 36 months, including traffic estimates for the following roads and intersections.  Applicant shall distinguish between all Jacksonville Airport related traffic and total traffic volumes:

 
Prior to the construction and opening of International Airport Boulevard:


Airport Road from I-95 to the Airport including its intersections with I-95 and Duval Road.  


After construction and opening of International Airport Boulevard:  

Airport Road from I-95 to the Airport including its intersections with I-95 and International Airport Boulevard 

International Airport Boulevard from I-295 to Airport Road including its intersection with Biscayne Blvd. and Vantage Way.

On the following segments of I-295:




Lem Turner Road to Duval Road 




Duval Road to I-95




I-95 to U.S. 17



On the following segments of I-95:




Dunn Avenue to I-295




I-295 to Airport Road




On the I-295/Duval Road interchange and the following facilities:




I-295 interchange with Duval Road,




Duval Road between I-295 and Pecan Park Road, and

Pecan Park Road (or its relocation) between Duval Road and Airport Road.

Note:  Actual FDOT or JPDD traffic counts shall be used where possible.  If actual FDOT or City counts are not available for a particular road or intersection, Applicant shall retain, at his expense, a traffic engineering firm to collect the necessary counts.  FDOT seasonal adjustment factors shall be used when adjusting traffic counts.




(c)
A description of any new and/or improved roadways, traffic control devices or other transportation facility improvements to be constructed or provided by Applicant or governmental entity to accommodate the total existing and anticipated traffic demands.



15.
A statement certifying that the NEFRPC, DEO, JPDD, and all affected agencies have been sent copies of the Biennial Monitoring Report in conformance with Subsections 380.06(15) and (18), Florida Statutes.  Applicant shall ensure that all appropriate agencies receive a copy of the Biennial Monitoring Reports.



16.
The Director of JPDD shall be the local official responsible for monitoring the development for compliance by the Applicant with this development order.



17.
The Airport DRI as approved in this development order shall not be subject to down zoning or reduction of approved land uses before December 31, 2037 unless the Applicant consents to such change, or the City demonstrates that the substantial changes in the conditions underlying the approval of this Development Order have occurred or that this Development Order was based on substantially inaccurate information provided by the Applicant or that the changes clearly established by the City are essential to public health, safety and welfare.



18.
Pursuant to Section 380.06(5)(c), Florida Statues, Applicant has elected to be bound by the rules adopted pursuant to Chapter 373 and 403 in effect as of the date of this development order, including but not limited to the provision of Section 373.414(13), Florida Statues.  Such rules shall be applicable to all applications for permits pursuant to those chapters which are necessary for and consistent with the development authorized in this development order, except that a later adopted rule shall be applicable to an application if:




(a)
the later adopted rule is determined by the adopting agency to be essential to the public health, safety and welfare, or




(b)
the later adopted rule adopted pursuant to Section 403.061(27), Florida Statutes; or




(c)
the later adopted rule is being adopted pursuant to a subsequently enacted statutorily mandated program; or




(d)
the later adopted rule is mandated in order for the state to maintain delegation of a federal program; or




(e)
the later adopted rule is required by state or federal law.

Further, to qualify for the benefits of this provision, the application must be filed within five (5) years from the issuance of this development order and the permit shall not be effective for more than eight (8) years from the issuance of this development order.  Nothing in this Section shall be construed to alter or change any permitting agency’s authority to approve permits or to determine applicable criteria for longer periods of time.



19.
Applicant shall receive impact fee credits towards any present or future impact fees that may be generally adopted by the City for any contribution of land, money, or improvements made by Applicant or on its behalf for public facilities pursuant to guidelines stipulated in Section 380.06(16), Florida Statutes, and any applicable impact fee ordinance.

Section 7.

Section 8.

The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

SPECIFIC CONDITIONS
A Vegetation and Wildlife Resources

1. Prior to any construction within the Gopher Tortoise Habitat Area of Parcel 2 shown on Map
G-l attached as Exhibit C, Applicant shall mitigate for the impacts to this gopher tortoise
habitat by purchasing 7.5 acres of gopher tortoise habitat within the regional wildlife mitigation
park through a contribution of $32,500.00. [Note: JAA paid $32,500 to the Florida Fish and
Wildlife Conservation Commission in September 2000 as required and Specific Condition A.1
has been satisfied.}

2. Applicant will construct two (2) nesting boxes for the Southeastern American Kestrsl at a
specific off-site location acceptable to Applicant and the Flaorida Fish and Wildlife
Conservation Commission (“FFWCC”). Applicant will construct the nest boxes, assure their
annual maintenance and perform such other kestrel management prescribed by FFWCC.
Installation of kestrel nest boxes or implementation of alternative compensatory actions shall
be accomplished no greater than 12 months from the effective date of this Development
Order. Annual maintenance of installed boxes shall occur during January and include removal
of any nesting materials, and rehabilitation or replacement of each nest box, as necessary.
[Note: JAA constructed kestrel boxes in 2001 as required. Due to the potential for the
creation of a wildlife hazard for aircraft if installed at the Airport DRI, boxes were donated to
FFWCC for use at another location and Specific Condition A.2 has been satisfied.)

3. Prior to commencement of any clearing or development activities on lands added to the DRI
since the 2000 Substantial Deviation, wildlife surveys will be conducted and the results will be
provided to the FFWCC. All such wildlife surveys should follow survey protocols established
by the US. Fish and Wildlife Service and the FFWCC. Surveys should be conducted by
qualified individuals with recent documented experience for each potential species.

B. Wetlands and Water Quality

1. A minimum 50-foot upland butfer which begins at the wetland (or waters edge if the wetland is
absent) and proceeds landward shall be established for Cedar Creek (excluding Pickett
Branch and Little Cedar Creek). Notwithstanding the foregoing, a minimum 50-foot upland
buffer shall not be required where such buffer would impact lands which are dedicated to
runway use, the taxiways serving such runway, apron and aviation facilities such as ramps or
hangers on the taxiways. Any proposal to develop Future Runway 7R/25L and Future Runway
7L/25R must comply with Federal EIS rules and regulations and SIRWMD requirements.

The permitting criteria of the applicable permitting agencies, including the St. Johns River
Water Management District (“SURWMD") and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (“COE")
shall be applicable to any proposed development within wetlands or upland buffers, including
applicable mitigation requirements for filled wetlands, and adverse impacts within wetlands
will be avoided as contemplated by Specific Condition B.3 below. An average 25-foot upland
buffer will be maintained from the wetland (or waters edge if the wetland is absent) for Pickett
Branch and Little Cedar Creek.

2. A Construction Best Management Practices Plan should be developed for the Airport DRI.
This plan should include strategies for sedimentation control, such as a double row of silt
screening on lands adjacent to surface waters or wetlands, multiple fines of silt barriers in the
surface waters: daily monitoring, recording and repairing of control devices; along with
standard strategies that are included in Chapter 6 of the Florida Development Manual: A
Guide to Sound Land and Water Management. This plan should be approved by the City and
the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (“DEP"). [Note: Construction best
management practices for sediment control were developed to comply with the NPDES
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Construction General Permit and include federal, state, and local sediment control guidance,
including Chapter 6 of the Florida Development Manual. Specific Condition B.2 has been
satisfied.

3. Development will be evaluated for wetlands impacts on a site by site basis. Prior to any
development within a specific site, natural areas within the proposed development site will be
evaluated and particular attention will be given to wetlands so that adverse impacts will be
avoided and minimized to the greatest extent possible in accordance with the permitting
criteria of the SJRWMD. [Note: A Conceptual Environmental Resource Permit approved by
the SUIRWMD eliminates the need for avoidance and minimization because of regionally
significant mitigation created at the Airport DRI, therefore Specific Condition B.3 has been
satisfied.]

4. As development proceeds, a conservation easement will be placed on mitigation areas
determined in connection with the permitting process. [Note: JAA has established a procedure
for plan review that incorporates the requirements of this Specific Condition. The Federal
Aviation Administration will not allow the JAA to place conservation easements on the agreed
mitigation areas. However, JAA has agreed to report mitigation areas on the approved airport
layout plan and in the mitigation area report that is prepared annually. Specific Condition B.4
has been satisfied.]

C. Water

1. In addition to preparation of a water quality monitoring plan and an integrated pest
management plan; Applicant will submit a detailed golf course site plan to ensure that runoff
from the golf course will not degrade surface water quality. The plan will be submitted to
NEFRC, DEP, SJRWMD, City Environmental Quality Division (*EQD™ and JPDD for
comments. The programs shall be implemented upon receipt of written approval from the
Northeast District of the DEP, SURWMD, and EQD. The plan shall at a minimum include:

(a) Sampling locations, parameters for analysis, and project quality assurance;

(b) A groundwater and stormwater monitoring program that established re- and post-
development levels for applied fertilizers and pesticides;

(c) A commitment to limit turf areas to fewer than 90 acres per 18 holes;

(d) A commitment to use only slow-release or organic fertilizers;

() Identification of exact golf course location and proximity to wetlands; and
(f) The establishment of appropriate wetland buffers.

Quarterly reports shall be submitted to the reviewing agencies within 30 days of receipt by
Applicant of the monitoring data from the analytical laboratory. DEP, NEFRC, and EQD shall
evaluate the reports and have the right to recommend changes in sampling locations,
parameters and frequency, if warranted based on the monitoring data. If post development
monitoring indicates an increase in constituents, Applicant commits to re-evaluate and reduce
fertilization and pesticide applications to match pre-development conditions.

The size of upland buffers between the golf course and preserved wetland areas will be
determined during the design phase and permitting by SJRWMD, however a minimum
average 25-foot upland buffer will be provided.

2. Within ninety (80) days after the beginning of Applicant's fiscal year, Applicant shail submit an
updated proposal for a semi-annual surface water quality monitoring program to ensure that
runoff from the Airport DRI will not degrade surface water quality. This program shall be a
long term evaluation to be continued through the Airport DRI Expiration Date and shall include
monitoring of surface water bodies and the stormwater management system. The proposal
shall be updated to include any new monitoring locations and conditions for additional (non-
vested) development proposed in the ADA and shall be submitted to the NEFRC, DEP,
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SJRWMD, EQD and JPDD for comments. The proposal shall include sampling locations,
parameters for analysis and project quality assurance. The program shall be implemented
upon receipt of written approval from DEP and EQD. Semiannual reports shall be submitted
to the reviewing agencies within 30 days of receipt by Applicant of the monitoring data from
the analytical laboratory. Reviewing agencies shall evaluate reports and recommend changes
in sampling locations, parameters and frequency is warranted by the test results. Should
sampling reveal violations of State water quality standards as a result of on-site sources,
Applicant shall take actions to reduce pollutants to meet State standards.

3. A conservation zone has been designated for Pickett Branch as indicated by the conservation
easement shown on Conceptual Master Plan Map H attached hereto as Exhibit A. [Note: The
annual report identifies the conservation zone, therefore Specific Condition C.3 has been
satisfied.]

4. Water conservation measures planned for implementation as part of the Airport DRI include:

(a) As to future development, water from stormwater management ponds and when
available, treated wastewater effluent or reuse water, will be used as a primary sources of
irrigation, with backup irrigation supplies provided by shallow wells. Shallow welis will be a
secondary source of irrigation to be used only when needed. Potable water may be used
as a third source of irrigation water for the Airport DRI when other sources are unavailable
or exhausted;

(b) Irrigation systems installed in common areas will be used during the earty morning or late
afternoon and evening hours;

(c) The irrigation system will be operated in a manner which will minimize impacts on water
resources.

D. Floodplains

1. To the extent possible, Applicant should locate all buildings in the mixed use category, as
described on Map H, outside of the 100-year floodplain.

2. Future Runway 7R-25L will be designed to minimize flooding impacts and will provide the
necessary compansatory storage for displacement within the flood prone areas in accordance
with applicable federal, state and local regulations.

3. Crossings of new roads open to the public and finished floor elevations of buildings will be
constructed above the base flood elevation in accordance with Chapter 252, Floodplain
Regulations, City Ordinance Code. Adequate cross drains will be provided to handle pre-
development flows from on and off-site tributary. Building pads within the 100 year floodplain,
it any, will be filled and stabilized in accordance with the City's Floodplain Regulations. There
will be no significant impacts to the 100-year floodplain storage volume due to the size of the
drainage basin in which a project is located.

E. Water Supply

1. As to future development, water from stormwater management ponds and, when available,
treated wastewater effluent or reuse water, will be used as primary sources of irrigation, with
backup irrigation supplies provided by shallow wells. Shallow wells will be a secondary source
of irrigation to be used only when needed. Potable water may be used as a third source of
irrigation water for the Airport DRI when other sources are unavailable or exhausted.

As to future development, water from the Floridan aquifer will not be used for irrigation, once-
through cooling purposes for building air conditioning, to maintain water levels in surface
water bodies, or for decorative uses (fountains) within the Airport DRI. Incidental uses of
existing wells will be acceptable.

2. Within 12 months of issuance of this Development Order, Applicant shall review SIRWMD
and EQOD records for all recorded water wells on the Airport DRI property and shali survey the
Airport DRI property for existing water wells. Applicant shall immediately report the location,
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depth, and diameter for each of the existing ground water wells on the Airport DRI to
SJRWMD and EQD for their records. All other existing ground water wells and all wells
discovered during the development process shall be reported immediately to the SURWMD
and EQD. No new Floridan aquifer wells shall be constructed within the Airport DRI.

Prior to any construction activities on a development site within the Airport DR!, all existing
water wells on the site shall be adequately identified and protected from construction activities
by such means as notifying the construction contractor of the well locations, identifying the
well locations on construction plans, and fencing the wells, as Applicant has committed. Any
abandoned wells discovered during development shall be properly plugged and abandoned by
a SJRWMD licensed water well contractor and registered driller prior to any construction
activity in the site unless otherwise stipulated by the SURWMD or EQD. Applicant shall be
responsible for all Floridan aquifer wells which are discovered before and during development
of the Airport DRI. [Note: A well survey was completed by ERM in 2001 as required and
Specitic Condition E.2 has been satisfied.]

3. To the extent the following information is available to Applicant, the inventory of existing water
wells within the Airport DRI shall contain the following information for each well:
(a) The owner or tenant using the well;

(b) The location of the well;

(c) The name of the well contractor who constructed the well;

(d) The date the well was constructed;

(e) The purpose/use of the well;

(fy Status of the well (whether in current use or not);

(g) Well casing diameter(s), depths, total depth of well; and

(h) Whether the well is free flowing or using a pump to remove water from the ground.

[Note: A well survey was completed by ERM in 2001 as required and this Specific Condition
E.3 has been satisfied.]

4. Applicant shall ensure compatible land uses in the vicinity of all Floridan aquifer wells by
providing a protection zone of a minimum 200-foot radius around each well within which all
sanitary hazard sources (including but not limited to all sewage disposal, stormwater retention
ponds, drain lines, storm sewers) and all discharges of hazardous substances shall be
prohibited, unless otherwise stipulated by SURWMD. All Floridan aquifer wells shall be clearly
identified and protected during all phases of construction to avoid any damage to the wells.

5. Water conservation measures shall be incorporated in all development within the Airport DRI
as Applicant has committed. These measures may include the use of water-saving plumbing
devices, drought resistant and native vegetation for landscaping, limited irrigation during
drought conditions, and all requirements of Chapter 553.14, F.S.

6. Applicant shall use only slow release/organic fertilizers within areas under the Applicant's
maintenance control. Irrigation systems installed in common areas will be used during early
morning or late afternoon and evening hours, and shall be operated in a manner, which will
minimize impacts on water resources. Other measures may include the use of water-saving
plumbing devices, limited irrigation during drought conditions, and compliance with
requirements of Chapter 553.14. Florida Statutes, 1999.

7. The availability of potable water will be assessed in the Biennial Monitoring Report.
F. Wastewater Management

1. Development shall occur concurrent with the provision of adequate central wastewater
treatment service by a permitted wastewater treatment facility. [Note: This Specific Condition
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has been addressed in the Wastewater Master Plan submitted to the City of Jacksonville.
The replacement of the wastewater treatment plant with a lift station to JEA's wastewater
treatment plant was completed in 2001. Specific Condition F.1 has been satisfied.]

2. Wastewater pretreatment requirements shall be determined on a case by case basis at the
time of the issuance of a building permit for each development on an industrial tract within the
Airport DRI. Prior to commencing construction (as defined in Section 380.04, Florida
Statutes), industrial tenants within the Airport DRI shall be required to coordinate with JEA, the
City's Public Utilities Department, or subsequent wastewater service provider, in order to
determine wastewater pretreatment requirements.

The generation of hazardous effluent shall be prohibited unless adequate facilities are
constructed and used for hazardous effluent storage (temporary and permanent), treatment
and/or removal, and appropriate sludge disposal methods which may include holding tanks
pumped and removed by a licensed commercial company approved by appropriate state and
local agencies. Hazardous effluent shall be separated from the remainder of the
development's wastewater and handled by the approved facilities, in accordance with the DEP
and U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA") criteria.

3. Applicant will comply with all provisions of the City's Water and Sewer Code, including Section
750.303A.

G. Stormwater Management

1. Applicant shall design and construct the Airport DRI in a manner which maintains the natural
hydroperiod, natural functions, and values of all wetlands on site unless otherwise stipulated
through U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, SURWMD, and/or City permit(s). {Note: This Specific
Condition has been addressed in Conceptual Environmental Resource Permit No. 4-031-
17756-3 was approved by the St. Johns River Water Management District on April 10, 2001,
Specific Condition G.1 has been satisfied.]

2. As Applicant has committed, the stormwater management system shall be designed,
constructed and maintained to meet the intent of the technical and performance criteria of the
Federal Aviation Administration (“FAA”), SIRWMD, the City, and other agencies having
permitting jurisdiction, with consideration to the requirements of FAA Circular AC 150/5200-
33. [Note: This Specific Condition has been addressed in Conceptual Environmental
Resource Permit No. 4-031-17756-3 was approved by the St. Johns River Water
Management District on April 10, 2001. Specific Condition G.2 has been satisfied.]

3. Post development peak hour discharge rates will not exceed pre development discharge rates
for a 25-year, 24-hour storm. [Note: This Specific Condition has been addressed in
Conceptual Environmental Resource Permit No. 4-031-17756-3 was approved by the St.
Johns River Water Management District on April 10, 2001. Specific Condition G.3 has bee
satisfied.] :

4. Within twelve months of issuance of this Development Order, Applicant shall prepare a
conceptual master stormwater management plan (“Conceptual Plan"} which shall be reviewed
and approved by FAA and SJRWMD. Prior to approval of the Conceptual Plan, development
will be permitted to proceed on a project-by-project basis. [Note: A Conceptual Master
Stormwater Management Plan has been completed. Specific Condition G.4 has been
satisfied.]

H. Solid Waste/Hazardous Waste/Medical Waste

1. Within thirty days of any public notification that landtill capacity is not available for the City, if
there is an interim period of time in which this occurs, Applicant shall submit to DEP,
SJRWMD, DEO, NEFRC, EQD, and JPDD specific details on one of the following and/or
additional alternative methods of solid waste disposal:

(a) Commercial waste disposal services with access to other available landfills or other
disposal methods.
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(b} Contracted or self-supplied transport of wastes to other available landfills or other
disposal methods.

(c) Waste volume reduction through recycling, reuse, conservation, or other methods.

The alternative method shall meet the required policies and regulations of DEP and EQD and
shall be approved by the reviewing agencies prior to implementation. The altemative method
shall be implemented immediately upon approval by the reviewing agencies.

2. Applicant is encouraged to develop and implement a solid waste volume reduction program
for the Airport DRI, which is compatible with any existing and approved future City volume
reduction program. Applicant shall be responsible for participating in any future City volume
reduction program.

3. Applicant shall maintain an inventory of all facilities, which use, generate, or store hazardous
materials (this list may exclude petroleum products, which are inventoried separately). The
inventory shall include facility locations, materials, storage procedures, and disposal
procedures, and shall be accompanied by a site map, which clearly identifies all facilities.
Applicant shall correct, or cause to be corrected; any deficiencies in compliance with current
regulations and guidelines which are determined to exist within time frames designated by
DEP or the appropriate reviewing agency.

4. Tenants within the Airport DRI that generate or store hazardous materials in an amount that
exceeds the Threshold Planning Quantity of an Extremely Hazardous Substance listed in the
federal SARA Title 1ll Consolidated Chemical List, has present at the facility at any one time
10,000 pounds of a toxic chemical listed on the Consolidated Chemical List, or engages in the
manufacturing, importing or processing of 25,000 pounds or more of a toxic chemical, shall
meet the following requirements:

(a) Buildings shall be constructed with impervious floors to insure contaminant and
facilitate Ongoing compliance monitoring is cleanup of any spill or leakage. The
temporary or permanent storage of hazardous materials shall be in a facility with
impervious floor and side walls adequate to contain the hazardous materials.

(b) Outside storage of hazardous materials or hazardous waste shall be in accordance
with all applicable federal, state, and local rules and shall be contained within a
storage facility with impervious floor and side walls to contain the hazardous
materials

{c) All hazardous waste generators shall contract with a licensed public or private
hazardous waste disposal service or processing facility and EQD shall be provided
copies of the following forms of documentation of proper hazardous waste
management practices:

- a hazardous waste manifest.
- ashipment to a permitted hazardous waste management facility, or

- a confirmation of receipt of materials from a recycling or a waste exchange
operation.

(d) The generation of hazardous effluent shall be prohibited unless adequate facilities
approved by the City and DEP are constructed and used by tenants generating such
effluent.

(e) Hazardous sludge materials generated by effluent pretreatment shall be disposed of
in a manner approved by USEPA and DEP.
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(f) Proper an-site handling and temporary storage procedures for all hazardous waste
that may be generated on site shall be identified in accordance with local, state and
federal hazardous waste programs

(9) Reasonable access to facilities shall be provided for monitoring by the City and all
applicable regulatory agencies.

(h) Hazardous spill contingency plans shall be developed and submitted to the DEP and
EQD for review and approval prior to occupancy of any such use. The approved plan
will be submitted to NEFRC, DEO, and JPDD. This plan shall be implemented
immediately in the event of any future spills.

5. Applicant shall be responsible for compliance with Florida Administrative Code Chapter 62-
770, applicable guidelines, and any other applicable regulations in the event that petroleum
product contamination is discovered during construction activities. Within seven (7) days of
discovery of petroleum product contamination, Applicant shall submit a written report to the
NEFRC, DEP, EQD, and JPDD, which includes a detailed description of the location,
contaminant, approximate dimension of the contamination, immediate remedial activities
which were undertaken, and future remedial actions. Applicant shall comply with all
requirements and time frames established by DEP or other appropriate reviewing agency(ies).

L. Transportation

The Airport DRI was authorized pursuant to Chapter 380, Florida Statutes prior to the adoption of
the City of Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan. The development rights enumerated in this
Development Order are exempt from transportation concurrency requirements as well as the
City's mobility fee system. The Airport DRI's Vested Property Affirmation Certificates (VPAC) shall
be recognized and accepted until expiration, unless the Applicant chooses to pursue the mobility
fee system or other alternative.

1. Applicant may elect to initiate additional review of the transportation commitments in the event
that the Jacksonville Outer Beltway is constructed within the planning time frame of the Airport
DRI. The results of the study shall be reviewed and approved by FDOT, the JPDD, TPO,
NEFRC and DEO prior to amending the Development Order to incorporate any alternative
traffic mitigation measures.

2. The subject of this Development Order is a transportation resource of regional significance as
described in the Northeast Florida Strategic Regional Policy Plan. The transporation
provisions of this Development Order only apply to a project which offers a regional
transportation resource subject to Chapter 380.06. For purposes of this Development Order,
the transportation impacts of the Airport DRI will be measured and determined based on the
traffic reports contained in the Biennial Monitoring Report. The traffic reports shall contain a
projection of traffic conditions for the ensuing 36 month period, as defined in General
Condition F.14. As used herein "Level of Service" means either the Level of Service standard
established by the City's Comprehensive Plan existing on the date of the adoption of this
Development Order, or such lesser Level of Service hereafter adopted, for the applicable
roadway segments.

As used in this Development Order, the phrase “committed for construction® means the
necessary transportation mitigation improvement is complete and operational, under
construction, or the construction phase is included in the first three (3) years of the FOOT Five
Year Work Program, or as applicable, in the first three (3) years of the City's Capital
Improvements Program (“CIP") provided there is a dedicated source of funding for the CIP.,

Once the transportation mitigation improvement is committed for construction, no further
transportation mitigation shall be required as to the impacted link unless additional
transportation improvements are required as part of a subsequent phase.

3. Applicant completed all of the transportation improvements which were required to mitigate
the transportation impacts of the approved Prior Phase | development which is described in
Resolution 97-990-A, VPAC #2453, and VPAC #1690. Applicant shall be permitted to
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complete all of the Prior Phase | development described in Resolution 97-990-A, VPAC #2453
and VPAC #1690 without any additional transportation mitigation. In addition to the
International Aviation Complex (Airport) improvements, these vested improvements include:
437 hotel rooms, 1,633,718 sf of light industrial development (which includes 800,000 sf
formerly identified as "Free Trade Zone"), and 431,500 sf of office development. These Prior
Phase | improvements shall remain vested under VPAC #2453 issued by the City after the
adoption of this Development Order and shall not require any additional transportation
mitigation under this Development Order. The Prior Phase | vested development rights other
than Aviation Complex (Airport) improvements are described in Exhibit B-2.

4. Applicant has completed all of the transportation improvements which were required to
mitigate the impacts of the approved Prior Phase Il development described in Resolution 97-
990-A, VPAC #2453 and VPAC #1690, being the Prior Phase Il International Aviation
Complex (Airport) improvements, an additional 238 hotel rooms, 1,924,205 sf of additional
light industrial development (which includes 800,000 sf formerly identified as *Free Trade
Zone"), except for the construction of the following transportation facilities:

(@) I-95 (currently a 4 lane freeway) - one additional lane in each direction from Dunn
Avenue to Airport Road (1-295) (convert to a 6 lane freeway); Currently adopted Level
of Service - D;

(b) 1-295 (currently a 4 lane freeway) - one additional lane in each direction from Dunn
Avenue to Lem Turner Road {convert to a 6 lane freeway), one additional lane from 1-
95 to U.S. 17 (convert to a 6 lane freeway), and two additional lanes each direction
from Lem Turner Road to 1-95 (convert to an 8 lane freeway); Currently adopted
Level of Service - D.

(c) Airport Road (currehtly a 4 lane arterial) - one additional lane in each direction from |-
95 to Airport entrance (convert from a 4 lane freeway to a 6 lane freeway); Currently
adopted Level of Service - E.

The Prior Phase Il vested development rights (excluding the Prior Phase | development
rights) other than Aviation Complex (Airport) Improvements are described in Exhibit B-2.

S. Applicant shall be permitted to complete all of the Prior Phase || development subject to the
conditions set forth in 5a and 5b below. Subject to satistaction of these conditions, all of the
Prior Phase Il development rights shall remain vested under VPAC #2453. The conditions
applicable to the completion of the Prior Phase I development are as follows:

(a) It any Biennial Monitoring Report projects that the Level of Service on any of the
roadway segments described in Specific Condition 1.4 above will drop below the Level
of Service approved for the indicated roadway segment, Applicant shall begin its
efforts to ensure that the transportation mitigation improvement for that roadway
segment will be committed for construction within the ensuing three (3) years.

Applicant shall not commence any further development following the first anniversary
of an Biennial Monitoring Report which shows that one of the roadway segments
described in Specific Condition 1.4 above is a “failing roadway segment” (defined

below):
(i) until the transportation mitigation improvement for that roadway segment
is committed for construction; or
(i) unless the development has recsived final engineering approval pursuant
to Chapter 654, Ordinance Code, final site plan approval, or issuance of a
building permit.

A "failing roadway segment" is a roadway that based on existing traffic counts fails to
meet the applicable Level of Service for the roadway segment.
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(b) If a required transportation mitigation improvement is not satisfied by criteria set forth
in subsection (a) above, Applicant may continue with construction of the Prior Phase
Il development it:

(i) a traffic study is submitted by Applicant and upon final review and
approval by FOOT, TPO, NEFRC, JPDD an DEOQ indicates that the road
segments and intersections will operate acceptably through completion of the
proposed construction of Prior Phase Il development or if project impact does
not have a significant impact (defined as 5% of the adopted LOS service
volume); or

(i) For any significantly impacted roadways around the Airport DRI set forth
in Specific Condition 1.6 that are not specifically covered by the City's
Concurrency Management System (at the determined radius from the site),
Applicant enters into an agreement with FDOT or the City pursuant to all of
the provisions of Rule 9J-2.045, F.A.C. (Proportionate Share Payments)
which ensures that a proportionate share payment is made to the City or the
FDOT, as applicable for each failing roadway segment not otherwise
mitigated as set forth in 1.5(a) above and the Development Order is amended
to incorporate the agreement as an exhibit to the Development Order. Any
agreement for proportionate share payments to FDOT shall be conditioned
on the failing roadway segment being included in the FDOT Five Year Work
Program. The receiving agency must agree that the payment shall only be
applied to the expedient improvement of one or more of the significantly
impacted improvements under their jurisdiction, or some reasonable
alternative, which if constructed, will reduce traffic volumes on one or more of
the roadway segments listed in Specific Condition I. No building permits shall
be issued for additional construction in the Airport DRI until the proportionate
share contribution is received by the applicable agency and the Development
Order is amended to incorporate the exhibit to the Development Order as well
as specifically addressing the Development Order requirements specified in
Rule 9J-2.045(7)(3)(c), F.A.C,; or,

(iii) Applicant proposes other methods of mitigating transportation impacts
which DEO, NEFRC, FDOT and City agree comply with the purpose and
intent of Rule 9J-2.045(3)(c), F.A.C., including taking into account promotion
of the general welfare, the encouragement of economic developmaent,
promotion of stale planning goals, innovative solutions which provide equal or
better protection, and the degree of harm created by non-compliance with
mitigation criteria and standards in Rule 9J-2.045: or,

(iv) As to any significantly impacted roadways around the Airport DRI set forth in
Specific Condition 1.6 that are specifically covered by the City's Concurrency and
Mobility Management System (at the determined radius from the site), Applicant
complies with any program adopted by the City pursuant to and consistent with the
provisions of Florida Statutes

The Prior Phase Il improvements which are vested (subject to the above conditions) are
the Prior Phase |l Intemational Aviation Complex (Airport) improvements, an additional
238 hotel rooms and 1,924,205 sf of additional light industrial development.

6. As to those development rights approved as part of Phase 3 and Phase 4 (excluding any
development rights which are vested as provided above in Specific Condition 1.2, 1.3 and 1.4
above which are carried forward to Phase 3 or Phase 4 as provided in General Condition E.7
above), regardiess of when actuaily constructed. Applicant shall not commence any further
development following the first anniversary of an Biennial Monitoring Report which shows that
one of the below described roadway segments is a “failing roadway segment”:

(a) unless the development has received final engineering approval pursuant to Chapter
654, Ordinance Code, final site plan approval, or issuance of a building permit; or
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(b) untit the above described transportation mitigation for the failing roadway segment is
committed for construction; or

(c} for any significantly impacted roadways around the Airport DRI set forth in Specific
Condition 1.6 that are not specifically covered by the City's Concurrency Management
System (at the determined radius from the site), unless Applicant enters into an
agreement with FDOT or the City pursuant to all of the provisions of Rule 9J-2.045,
F.A.C. (Proportionate Share Payments) which ensures that a proportionate share
payment is made to the City or the FDOT, as applicable for each failing roadway
segment not otherwise mitigated as set forth in 1.5(a) above and the Development
Order is amended to incorporate the agreement as an exhibit to the Development
Order. Any agreement for proportionate share payments to FDOT shall be
conditioned on the failing roadway segment being included in the FDOT Five Year
Work Program,

The receiving agency must agree that the payment shall only be applied to the
immediate improvement upon one or more of the significantly impacted
improvements under their jurisdiction, or some reasonable alternative, which if
constructed, will reduce traffic volumes on one or more of the roadway segments
listed in Specific Condition I. No building permits shall be issued for additional
construction in the Airport DRI until the proportionate share contribution is recsived by
the applicable agency and the Development Order is amended to incorporate the
exhibit to the Development Order as well as specifically addressing the Development
Order requirements specified in Rule 9J-2.045(7)(a)(3)(c), F.A.C.;

(d) Unless Applicant proposes other mitigation of transportation impacts which DEOQ,
NEFRC, FDOT and City agree comply with the purpose and intent of Rule 9J-
2.045(3)(c), F.A.C. including taking into account promotion of the general welfare, the
encouragement of economic development, promotion of state planning goals,
innovative solutions which provide equal or better protection, and the degree of harm
created by non-compliance with mitigation criteria an standards in Rule §J4-2.045; or

(e) As to any significantly impacted roadways around the Airport DRI set forth in Specitic
Condition 1.6 that are specifically covered by the City's Concurrency Management
System (at the determined radius from the site), Applicant complies with any program
adopted by the City pursuant to and consistent with the provisions of Florida Statutes.

The current LOS standards for the applicable Phase 3 and 4 roadway segments and the
transportation mitigation improvement for each roadway segment are set forth below:

7. Within twelve (12) months after notice from FDOT to Applicant of the establishment of the
ROW center line for the “Proposed South Access Road" and the surface water detention and
retention area for such right-of-way, convey to FDOT or its designee approximately seven (7)
acres of land reasonably required for surface water detention and retention in connection
therewith, to be located west of the Proposed South Access Road. [Note: Construction of the
South Collector Road began in 2002 and was completed in 2004. All surface water detention
was included in the design. JAA donated 20.2 acres for road right-of-way. Specific Condition
1.7 has been satisfied.]

8. Construction of new Runway 7R/25L may not commence until the impacted parts of Pecan
Park Road, Lem Turner Road, and Terrell Road, as necessary, have been relocated and are
operational. Final alignment of this runway may not require realignment of Lem Turner Road.
The alignment of these roadways to be selected will be those which minimally impact
wetlands and be designed to the standards of the maintaining agency.

9. Construction of the Runway 13/31 extension may not commence until the impacted parts of
Pecan Park Road and Terrell Road, as necessary, have been relocated and are operational.
The alignment of these roadways to be selected will be those which minimally impact
wetlands and be designed to the standards of the maintaining agency.

10. Applicant will coordinate with the Jacksonville Transportation Authority to consider extending
public bus service or other mass transit options to the airport, particularly for airport
employees. [Note: On June 20, 2006 the Jacksonville Transportation Authority launched a
brand new transit service called the AirJTA Special Service for transport to and from the
Airport DRI. There are two stops, one at the intersection of Airport Road and Ranch Road and
the other at 1372 South Service Road Specific Condition .10 has been satisfied.]

11. Applicant may increase certain land uses and simultaneously decrease other land uses
consistent with the land use exchange table attached as Exhibit D without filing a NOPC,
subject to approval by the Director of JPDD, or its successor designee and provision of 30
days notice of any exchange to DEQ and NEFRC on the condition that:

(a) exchanges must be consistent with the Future Land Use Maps in the Citys
Comprehensive Plan and applicable land use regulations and

(b) document within Annual Monitoring Report.

(c) exchanges shall be consistent with the land uses set forth in the Conceptual Master
Plan set forth in Exhibit A.

12. As pant of the 2010 Biennial Monitoring Report, Applicant shall provide the NEFRC, DEO,
FDOT, JPDD, and TPO with a trip generation analysis of the existing occupied development
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at the Airport DRI. If the NEFRC, DEQ, FDOT, JPDD and TPQ determine that the trip
generation rate used in this analysis should be modified to better represent project traffic
impacts, Applicant shall prepare a traffic study, to be reviewed and approved by NEFRC,
DEO, FDOT, JPDD and TPQ which indicates whether there are any additional substantial
impacts from the Airport DRI which should be mitigated. The Development Order will be
amended to include any conditions which are necessary to address substantial unmitigated
impacts in Phases 3 and 4 of the Airport DRI. [Note: The 2010 Monitoring Report contained a
trip generation analysis of existing Airport DRI development. The analysis revealed that no
change in the trip generation rate is necessary, therefore Specific Condition 1.12 has been
satisfied.]

J. Air Quality

1. The number of vehicles entering and exiting each of the parking facilities shall be monitored
for comparison with projections in the ADA and DEP thresholds for indirect source with
significant parking facility traffic impact. The number of vehicles entering and exiting each of
the parking facilities during the peak hour, peak season will be submitted in the Annual
Monitoring Report for that year.

It the parking facility traffic monitoring program indicates that the peak hour flow inside any
surface parking lot is greater than 1,500 vehicles per hour, or the peak hour flow inside any
multilevel parking garage is equal to or greater than 750 vehicles per hour; an air quality
modeling of the parking facility will be required to be submitted in the Annual Monitoring
Report for that year. All modeling assumptions, inputs and results will be approved by DEP,
EQD and NEFRC.

A projected exceedence of the State and Federal Air Quality Standards by the modeling of the
parking facility traffic will require mitigation. Applicant will develop a corrective action plan to
address the projected exceedence. At a minimum, the corrective action plan will identify the
specific mitigative measures to be undertaken, the timing of implementation, and funding of
mitigative measures. The corrective action plan must be agreed upon by EQD, DEP and
NEFRC and it shall be submitted to JPDD for (its) formation. Failure to agres upon a
corrective action plan, within one year from the Annual Monitoring Report, which indicated the
need for air quality modeling, shall be deemed to constitute a substantial deviation for the
project. The substantial deviation review of the parking facility area shall be limited to the
issues raised by the projected exceedence and shall be for the purpose of determining the
appropriate action to be undertaken to mitigate the projected exceedence. No further
construction activities which would contribute vehicles to the parking facility traffic area can be
initiated during the substantial deviation review. Failure of Applicant to, in good faith, follow
through with implementation of the corrective action plan would constitute a substantial
deviation.

2. Any further transportation analysis undertaken by Applicant of the Outer Beitway as
addressed in Specific Condition 1.1 shall also include a re-analysis of air quality impacts
associated with the project. All assumptions, inputs and results will be reviewed and approved
by DEP, NEFRC, and EQD, prior to undertaking modeling.

Any projected exceedence of the Federal and State Ambient Air Quality standard for CO by
buildout of any phase at an intersection at which airport traffic contributes 5 percent of the
Level of Service D service volume (peak hour) must be addressed. Applicant is required to
identify measures that would mitigate the projected air quality exceedence. This will include
modeling which shows that the proposed improvement would address the projected
exceedence. Applicant will submit the identified mitigative measures to the TPO, EQD, DEP,
NEFRC and JPDD. The TPO will utilize these recommendations in scheduling improvements
to address the air quality exceedence.

3. The following construction standards will be required for fugitive dust suppression:

(a) Contractors will moisten soil or use resinous adhesives or other acceptable
techniques on barren areas, which areas shall include, at a minimum, all roads
parking lots and material stockpiles.
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(b) Contractors will use mulch, liquid resinous adhesive with hydroseeding, hay bales, or
sod on all landscape areas.

(c) Contractors will promptly remove soil and other dust-generating materials deposited
on paved streets by vehicular traffic, earth moving equipment or soil erosion.

(d) Contractors will use the best operating practices in conjunction with any burning
resulting from land clearing, which may include the use of air curtain incinerators. All
open burning resulting from land clearing shall be in compliance with City regulations.
[Note: This Specitic Condition has been addressed by incorporating the standards
into standard contract provisions and Development Standards. Specific Condition J.3
has been satisfied.]

K. Affordable Housing

1. Prior to January |, 2011, Applicant shall provide DEQ, NEFRC, and City with a determination
of adequate housing demand following the requirements of Rule 9J-2.0248(4), F.A.C., 1999
and a determination of adequate housing supply within a reasonable proximity using current
mutually agreed upon methodology pursuant to Rule 9J-2.0248, F.A.C., 1999. The analysis
must be approved by DEO, NEFRC, and City. It the reviewing agencies determine from the
study that there is a deficiency of readily accessible affordable housing, Applicant shall, by
December 31, 2011, propose and adopt mitigation measures consistent with those listed in
Rule 9J-2.048 (F.A.C., 1999), Adequate Housing Uniform Standard Rule or other mitigation
measures acceptable to the reviewing agencies. [Note: The 2010 Monitoring Report
contained an adequate housing analysis that concluded that there is an adequate supply of
affordable housing to meet the projected demand from the Airport DRI, Specific Condition K
has been satisfied.]

L. Historical and Archaeological Sites

1. All project construction personnel shall be notified, through posted advisories or other
methods, of the potential for archaeological and/or historical resources on the project site, and
shall immediately report suspected findings to the project manager. As Applicant has
committed, if any historical and/or archaeological resources are discovered on the Airport DRI
during the development process, Applicant shall immediately notify the Florida Division of
Historical Resources (“DHR"), NEFRC, and JPDD. No disruption of the findings shall be
permitted and no development as defined under Section 380.04, Florida Statutes shall occur
within a minimum 100 foot radius of the site(s) of discovery until such time as DHR has
surveyed the findings and determined significance and appropriate protection measures.
Applicant and any subsequent owner/developer or assignee shall be subject to all conditions
determined by DHR and NEFRC. [Note: Specific Condition L has been incorporated into the
standard contract provision and Development Standards utilized by the Airport DRI, therefore
Specitic Condition L has been satisfied.]
