ORDINANCE 2013-260
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKER; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION ON A SEGMENT OF WILSON BOULEVARD EXTENDING FROM KOHN ROAD TO LANE AVENUE SOUTH IN JACKSONVILLE FOR MADLEANE JOHNSON-SCOTT; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF ONE HONORARY ROADWAY MARKER TO BE LOCATED IN AN APPROPRIATE LOCATION ON THE DESIGNATED ROADWAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10; HONORING THE LIFE AND LEGACY OF MADLEANE JOHNSON-SCOTT, AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF MADLEANE JOHNSON-SCOTT; PROVIDING FOR CONFORMANCE WITH PART I (GENERAL PROVISIONS) OF CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS), ORDINANCE CODE; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Madleane Johnson-Scott, a legendary matriarch in Jacksonville, more closely tied to the residents living in the Sweetwater Community located on the west side of Jacksonville;
WHEREAS, in the late 1800s, Madleane Johnson-Scott’s family settled the closed-knit Sweetwater Community owning approximately 45 acres; and 

WHEREAS, in the early 1950s, Scott’s family owned property which produced the Cedar Hills Armory and later named the Mary Lena Gibbs Community Center; and
WHEREAS, Madleane Johnson-Scott’s father, George Johnson, founded the original Bethel Baptist Church where she attended school; and 

WHEREAS, after marrying Henry Scott, together they raised six children of their own, and they help raise her six nieces and nephews after the passing of her sister; and
WHEREAS, Madleane Johnson-Scott and her husband, Henry, owned a successful family business where they operated a Confectionary Store; and
WHEREAS, Madleane Johnson-Scott was an active member of the Bethel Baptist Church of Sweetwater where she participated in the Deaconess ministry, and diligently taught Sunday school; and

WHEREAS, friends and family affectionately appointed Scott’s home as the meeting place where she provided transportation for friends and neighbors to the grocery store or the doctor; and

WHEREAS, Madleane Johnson-Scott, a centarian, celebrated her 100th birthday on February 3, 2007, with her children, 23 grandchildren, 43 great grandchildren and 16 great great grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, the Florida Times-Union featured an article about Scott’s 100th birthday calling her the “Community Matriarch”; and
WHEREAS, in January, 2007, the Jacksonville City Council adopted a Resolution honoring and congratulating Madleane Johnson-Scott on her 100th birthday; and
WHEREAS, a private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the roadway markers approved herein; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of Madleane Johnson-Scott are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and Madleane Johnson-Scott’s family, friends and colleagues can share and celebrate in; to wit: the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of two appropriate honorary roadway markers on the segment of Wilson Boulevard extending from Kohn Road to Lane Avenue South in Council District 10; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Segment of Wilson Boulevard to receive an honorary street designation for Madleane Johnson-Scott.  The segment of Wilson Boulevard extending from Kohn Road to Lane Avenue South in Council District 10 shall hereby be honorarily designated as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, for Madleane Johnson-Scott.

Section 2.

Honorary Roadside Marker for Madleane Johnson-Scott to be installed.  One honorary roadway memorial marker, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Madleane Johnson-Scott, shall be placed in an appropriate location on a segment of Wilson Boulevard extending from Kohn Road to Lane Avenue South.

Section 3.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 4.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
