ORDINANCE 2013-261-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKERS; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION ON A SEGMENT OF SOUTEL DRIVE EXTENDING FROM THE 4700 BLOCK TO THE 4800 BLOCK OF SOUTEL DRIVE IN JACKSONVILLE FOR COACH BILLY COBB, SR.; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF TWO HONORARY ROADWAY MARKERS TO BE LOCATED IN APPROPRIATE LOCATIONS ON THE DESIGNATED ROADWAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10; HONORING THE LIFE AND LEGACY OF COACH BILLY COBB, SR., AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF COACH BILLY COBB, SR.; PROVIDING FOR CONFORMANCE WITH PART I (GENERAL PROVISIONS) OF CHAPTER 745.105(h), ORDINANCE CODE (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS); WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS WHO HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION MAY BE NAMED AFTER; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Coach Billy Cobb, Sr., has been a champion, mentor and role model to numerous students in Jacksonville;and
WHEREAS, in the early 1960s, Coach Billy Cobb, Sr., served with distinction, while stationed in Korea in the United States Army; and 

WHEREAS, after serving four honorable years in the United States Army, and receiving a Track & Field scholarship, Coach Billy Cobb, Sr., moved to Jacksonville to attend Edward Waters College in 1967; and
WHEREAS, as an exemplary college athlete, Coach Billy Cobb, Sr., competed as a sprinter on the Track Team, and as a wide receiver on the Edward Waters Football Team; and 

WHEREAS, in 1971, Coach Billy Cobb, Sr., proudly earned the degree in Physical Education; and
WHEREAS, after college, Coach Billy Cobb, Sr. started a long and rewarding career in the Duval County School System where he would serve as a remarkable educator and coach to many students for more than 25 years; and
WHEREAS, he served, commendably, as the Dean of Students at Wolfson High School for 17 years; and

WHEREAS, having interacted with hundreds of students in the school system, Coach Billy Cobb, Sr., developed as a role model in the neighborhood communities; and

WHEREAS, in particular, Coach Billy Cobb, Sr. also served in the capacity of Recreation Leader for the City of Jacksonville Beverly Hills Community Center working there for more than 25 years; and

WHEREAS, at the Community Center, he chartered the Sherwood Forest Community Patrol, served on the Board of Directors, started athletic programs, provided tutoring and computer classes always making the Community Center available to the area students; and
WHEREAS, his main goal with the Community Center was to provide a safe, learning environment for the students in the community; and

WHEREAS, even in the face of enduring weekly chemotherapy treatments, Coach Billy Cobb, Sr., continued to make the Community Center and himself available to the students; and 

WHEREAS, Coach Billy Cobb, Sr., for 40 years, was an active member of the First Baptist Church of Oakland where he consistently paid his tithes, and also served as a Deacon under the leadership of the late Pastor Charles B. Dailey, and, now present, Pastor Torin Dailey; and
WHEREAS, a private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the roadway markers approved herein; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of Billy Cobb, Sr., are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and Coach Billy Cobb, Sr.’s family, friends and colleagues can share and celebrate in; to wit: the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of two appropriate honorary roadway markers on the segment of Soutel Drive extending from the 4700 Block to the 4800 Block of Soutel Drive in Council District 10; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Segment of Soutel Drive to receive an honorary street designation for Coach Billy Cobb, Sr.  The segment of Soutel Drive extending from the 4700 Block to the 4800 Block of Soutel Drive in Council District 10 shall hereby be honorarily designated as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, for Coach Billy Cobb, Sr.

Section 2.

Honorary Roadside Markers for Coach Billy Cobb, Sr. to be installed.  Two honorary roadway memorial markers, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Coach Billy Cobb, Sr., shall be placed in appropriate locations on a segment of Soutel Drive extending from the 4700 Block to the 4800 Block of Soutel Drive.
Section 3. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (e) (2). Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the approval of honorary designations only for persons who have been deceased for five years, is hereby waived to allow for the honorary street designation and honorary marker as set forth in Sections 1 and 2 hereof.

Section 4.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 5.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
