Bill Summary: This bill confirms the Mayor’s appointment of Autumn L. Tomas to the Public Service Grant Council, as a member with grant experience, replacing Constance Hall, for an unexpired term ending December 31, 2013, followed by a first full three-year term ending December 31, 2016.
Background Information: The Public Service Grant Council is established pursuant to Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, and charged with the review and evaluation of all Public Service Grant applications and responsibility for making funding recommendations to the Mayor and City Council for Public Service Grants.  Ordinance 2013-116-E, enacted March 12th, added the requirement that two of the mayoral appointees be persons with prior experience with grant processes, whether as grant writers, applicants, administrators, or recipients.
Ms. Tomas received a master’s degree in public administration from Walden University and is a Florida licensed Real Estate Sales Associate.  She is the CEO for A. Tomas Consulting, LLC, a grant reviewer for federal grant applications.  Ms. Tomas resides in the Golden Glades/The Woods area within Council District #3.
