RESOLUTION 2013-277-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND THANKING CALIFORNIA PIZZA KITCHEN FOR ITS GENEROUS CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE SAFE HARBOR BOYS HOME; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, from its founding in Beverly Hills, California in 1985, California Pizza Kitchen has grown to more than 250 restaurants in 30 states and 11 countries, and also sells its high quality pizzas in supermarkets and in airports, stadiums and college campuses around the country; and


WHEREAS, California Pizza Kitchen is well known for its corporate philanthropy, especially its involvement in causes benefitting children, both through its CPK Foundation at the national level and through the many fundraisers and donations sponsored by local restaurants for local charities; and


WHEREAS, recently California Pizza Kitchen made several substantial donations in Northeast Florida, including a $250,000 gift to the Safe Harbor Boys Home in Jacksonville to fund a complete renovation of the kitchen at the Boys Home, a therapeutic residential boarding school for young men that provides a safe, stable, structured home environment and also teaches seamanship and maritime skills to the participants as they study for their high school diplomas; and 


WHEREAS, the restaurant’s generosity to this worthy institution is a tremendous validation of the good work done by Safe Harbor Boys Home and is greatly appreciated by the Jacksonville community; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and thanks California Pizza Kitchen for its extremely generous donation to the Safe Harbor Boys Home and extends the community’s gratitude for all the great philanthropic work the company does around the nation and around the world, particularly on behalf of young people.
