A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMENDING JESSICA BRINSON UPON THE OCCASION OF HER BEING CROWNED MISS JACKSONVILLE TEEN USA 2014; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, on February 23, 2013, Jessica Brinson was crowned Miss Jacksonville Teen USA 2014 and will represent Jacksonville in the Miss Florida Teen USA 2014 Pageant in October 2013; and 

WHEREAS, Miss Brinson is a sophomore and full-time student at Terry Parker High School, where she is a star student, being in the National Jr. Honor Society, the "A" Honor Roll, and was ranked second in her class of 464 students with a 4.75 GPA, and plans to attend the University of Florida upon graduation from high school; and


WHEREAS, Jessica Brinson is a prominent member of her track and cross country team at Terry Parker High School, having been named her high school MVP in track and cross country, being a National Jr. Olympic Medalist, and being a Gateway Conference Winner in Cross Country, and this involvement has inspired her to become a future Olympic Medalist and Motivational Speaker; and


WHEREAS, Miss Brinson plans during her reign as Miss Jacksonville Teen USA to be an advocate for her platform regarding anti-bullying entitled "Bullying Is Not Kool", in an effort to bring awareness to this national problem; and
