RESOLUTION 2013-283-A
A RESOLUTION FIXING JUNE 3, 2013 AS THE DATE BY WHICH THE TENTATIVE ANNUAL BUDGET PROPOSAL FOR THE 2013-2014 FISCAL YEAR SHALL BE SUBMITTED TO THE CITY COUNCIL, AS AUTHORIZED BY SECTION 106.200(A), ORDINANCE CODE; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, in 2009, the City Council passed Ordinance 2009-701-E, which for the first time established a requirement, pursuant to Section 106.200(a), Ordinance Code, that a “Tentative General Government Budget” be submitted annually by May 1, unless the City Council by resolution, fixes another date for such submission; and 


WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Mayor and the Administration to present a tentative budget that provides the most accurate snapshot of possible of revenues and expenses for the Fiscal Year 2013-2014; and   


WHEREAS, by affording this preliminary additional time, the City will receive updated and more precise estimates on ad valorem, departmental, and state-shared revenues, departmental controllable expenses, and pension and health care costs, after May 1, 2013; and 


WHEREAS, in order to ensure that the City Council and the consolidated government have sufficient information as to the revenues and expenses anticipated to be included in the final annual budget, the City Council desires to extend the date for submittal of such tentative annual budget proposal for Fiscal Year 2013-2014 to achieve updated and more precise information so that the Council can more adequately review and analyze the City’s millage rates, revenues, and expenditures; now therefore 

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Fixing June 3, 2013 as the Date for Submission to City Council of the Tentative Annual Budget Proposal for 2013-2014 Fiscal Year. Pursuant to Section 106.200(a), Ordinance Code, June 3, 2013 is hereby fixed as the date by which the Mayor shall submit the tentative annual budget proposal for the general government to the City Council by filing a copy of same with Legislative Services. 

Section 2.

Requesting Emergency Passage Upon Introduction, Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this resolution is requested because the preliminary submittal date of May 1 for the tentative annual budget proposal is fast approaching and additional time to provide the proposal will afford the opportunity to achieve updated and more precise budgetary information for the City Council’s review.

   Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
