An ordinance appropriating $1,826,684.91 in COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM INCOME TO 1) NORTHWEST JACKSONVILLE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION (NORTH POINT PROJECT) ($400,000), 2) LIMITED REPAIR PROGRAM ($225,684.91), 3) UTILITY TAP-IN PROGRAM ($110,000), 4) EMERGENCY SERVICES HOMELESS COALITION (JACKSONVILLE DAY RESOURCE CENTER PROJECT) ($120,000), AND 5) CLARA WHITE MISSION, INC. (BEAVER STREET VILLAS PHASE II) ($971,000) AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 13-069; PROVIDING FOR THE APPROPRIATION OF PROGRAM INCOME IN ACCORDANCE WITH 24 CFR 570.504; PROVIDING FOR PURPOSE; providing a carryover of funds FROM YEAR TO YEAR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED OR LAPSE ACCORDING TO THE ORIGINATING STATE OR FEDERAL PROGRAM GRANT; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS AND TO TAKE FURTHER ACTION TO EFFECTUATE THE PURPOSES OF THIS ORDINANCE; Amending Section 111.620 (Community Development Special Revenue Funds), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts), Ordinance Code; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2012-2013 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account listed in subsection (a) to the account listed in subsection (b):

Section 2. 
Carryover of Funds.  The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the originating state or federal program grant, as applicable.

Section 3.

Program Income.  In compliance with the requirements of 24 CFR 570.504, program income and principal or interest received from the repayments of loans under the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program are hereby appropriated to fund any unpaid contract amounts of CDBG and housing projects approved by prior City Council ordinances and shall be used to fund any unpaid amounts under said contracts prior to the use of CDBG Program entitlement proceeds appropriated by Council; provided, however, the above provision shall not be construed to grant any authority to increase said contract amounts or the City’s financial obligations under said contracts previously approved by City Council without further approval by the Council.  Other than as provided in this Section 3, program income and principal or interest received from repayments of loans under the CDBG Program shall not be used for any other expenditure or use without further approval and appropriation by the Council.


Section 4.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation’s North Point project, the City’s Limited Repair Program, the City’s Utility Tap-In program, the Emergency Services Homeless Coalition’s Jacksonville Day Resource Center project and Clara White Mission, Inc.’s Beaver Street Villas project (Phase II).

Section 5.

Authorization.
The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver for and on behalf of the City all agreements and other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purposes of this ordinance and (2) take or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purposes of this ordinance.

Section 6.

Amending Section 111.620 (Community Development Special Revenue Funds), Chapter 11 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts), Ordinance Code. Section 111.620 (Community Development Special Revenue Funds), Chapter 11 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows: 

CHAPTER 111.
Special Revenue and Trust Accounts.

PART 6. 
Economic and Community Development.

Sec. 111.620. 
Community Development Special Revenue Funds. There are hereby established Revenue Fund accounts into which all proceeds and program income including rental payments, pursuant to programs funded from revenues made available by the United States or the State of Florida, shall be made, and accrued interest earned, shall be deposited, and from which funds shall only be disbursed for uses in accordance with federal program guidelines of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development and any applicable program guidelines of the State of Florida. The programs will be administered in compliance with applicable federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations using forms and procedures developed by the Housing and Community Development Division of the Neighborhoods Department within approved budget limits. The Mayor, or his or her designee, shall have the authority to make loans and grants in amounts up to, but not in excess of, $100,000, and take all actions necessary or appropriate in connection therewith (including, but not limited to, executing and delivering loan and grant agreements), without approval by Council. Loans and grants in excess of $100,000 shall require the approval of Council and the execution by the Mayor and Corporation Secretary.


For program income and principal or interest received from the repayments of loans under the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program, in compliance with the requirements of 24 CFR 570.504, the Mayor, or his or her designee,  shall have the authority to transfer funds to  any unpaid contract amounts of CDBG and housing projects approved by prior City Council ordinances and shall be used to fund any unpaid amounts under said contracts prior to the use of CDBG Program entitlement proceeds appropriated by Council; provided, however, the above provision shall not be construed to grant any authority to increase said contract amounts or the City’s financial obligations under said contracts previously approved by City Council without further approval by the Council.  Other than as provided herein, program income and principal or interest received from repayments of loans under the CDBG Program shall not be used for any other expenditure or use without further approval and appropriation by the Council.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
