A RESOLUTION APPOINTING STEPHEN C. SWANN, AS A MEMBER OF THE JACKSONVILLE INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY BOARD, REPLACING PAUL C. SCHMIDT AS THE SCHOOL BOARD DISTRICT 2 REPRESENTATIVE, PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE 90-409-293, FOR AN UNEXPIRED TERM ENDING JUNE 30, 2014; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
