AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $36,000.00 FROM THE METROPOLITAN PARK MAINTENANCE AND IMPROVEMENTS TRUST FUND TO THE neighborhoods department, ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY DIVISION, LABORATORY SERVICES-SPECIALIZED EQUIPMENT FOR PURCHASE OF SIX (6) SOUND PRESSURE METERS; WAIVING SECTION 111.120 (Metropolitan Park Maintenance and improvements fund), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING USE OF METROPOLITAN PARK MAINTENANCE & IMPROVEMENTS TRUST FUND DOLLARS; Requesting one cycle emergency passage; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Section 2. 
Purpose.  The purpose of this appropriation is to allow the Environmental Quality Division to purchase six (6) sound pressure meters for monitoring sound levels at upcoming events at Metropolitan Park, as requested by the Metropolitan and Urban Parks Ad Hoc Subcommittee. The data gathered from use of the sound pressure meters during certain special events in the park will be considered by the Metropolitan and Urban Parks Ad Hoc Subcommittee, along with other information, to make recommendations to the Council which will ultimately affect the operation and production costs associated with special events in the park.

Section 3. 
Waiving Section 111.120 (Metropolitan Park Maintenance and Improvements Fund), Ordinance Code.  Section 111.120 of the Ordinance Code is hereby waived to the extent that it restricts expenditures made from the Metropolitan Park Maintenance and Improvements Trust Fund for uses limited to maintenance and improvements to Metropolitan Park and its facilities and to help support the operational and production costs associated with City cosponsored special events in the park.


Section 4.

Rule 4.901 Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage.  A one cycle emergency passage is requested because existing sound monitoring equipment is not functioning and the Environmental Quality Division may need to monitor upcoming special events in the park at the request of the Metropolitan and Urban Parks Ad Hoc Committee. 


Section 5.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
