As
residential units are permitted within Parcels 49 and 50, through deed restrictions to be placed
upon all lots Developer will collect $7,500 per residential unit for no fewer than 578 single
family residential units or, alternatively, $7,500 per-single family unit for 468 single family units
on Parcel 49 and $3,100 per multifamily/townhome unit for 275 multifamily/townhome units on
Parcel 50. (The above referenced mix of units results in a decrease of 145 units in City of
Jacksonville, accompanied by an increase of 249 units in St. Johns County.) The Racetrack
Construction Contribution shall be paid by Developer to St. Johns County in quarterly payments
as residential units. are permitted within Parcels 49 and 50.

The transportation mitigation payment of 33,866,710 (which can increase to a maximum
of $4 million) and the Racetrack Construction Contribution (§4,335,000) shall be held in escrow
and used by St. Johns County for the sole purpose of constructing the above-described West -
Section of Racetrack Road.
