AN ORDINANCE AMENDING Board membership to allow participation by all county residents; Amending SECTION 90.101 (Board of Library Trustees), Chapter 90 (Board of Library Trustees), Ordinance code, to state that membership is restricted in part to County residents; Amending SECTION 57.102 (Membership; terms), Chapter 57 (Taxation, Revenue and Utilization of Expenditures Commission), Ordinance Code, to state that membership is restricted to county residents; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, the Board of Library Trustees voted at its meeting on June 13, 2013, to approve an amendment to Section 90.101, Ordinance Code, to state that membership is restricted in part to County residents, a copy of the Board of Library Trustees’ Resolution is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised BLT Resolution, June 17, 2013 – Rules”; and

WHEREAS, the Taxation, Revenue and Utilization of Expenditures Commission voted at its meeting on June 13, 2013, to approve an amendment to Section 57.102, Ordinance Code, to state that membership is restricted to County residents, a copy of the Taxation, Revenue and Utilization of Expenditures Commission’s Resolution is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Revised TRUE Resolution, June 17, 2013 – Rules”; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. 
Amending Section 90.101 (Board of Library Trustees), Chapter 90 (Board of Library Trustees), Ordinance Code.  Section 90.101 (Board of Library Trustees), Chapter 90 (Board of Library Trustees), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows: 

CHAPTER 90. Board of Library Trustees

Sec. 90.101. – Board of Library Trustees

There shall be a Board of Library Trustees (hereinafter referred to as the "Board") to provide free library service for the use and enjoyment of the citizens of the Consolidated Government. The Board shall be composed of at least fourteen members, twelve of whom shall be appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council, and they shall be the voting members of the Board. Of the twelve voting members, two members shall be appointed from (reside in) each of the five City Council At Large Groups, and two members shall be appointed at-large. At least eleven of the twelve voting members shall be citizens and residents of the City County, and one at-large voting member may be a non-resident provided that said member works in the City and is a patron of the Library. The remaining members shall be non-voting members. The non-voting members shall be as follows: 


(a)
The President of the City Council or his/her designee, who shall be a member of the City Council.


(b)
The Superintendent of Schools or his/her designee.


(c)
At the discretion of the President of the City Council, a second member of the City Council may serve as a third non-voting member. 


Voting members shall each serve terms of four years but may hold over until their respective successors are appointed and confirmed. The terms of the twelve voting members shall be staggered so that three members shall be appointed to terms of four years every year. All terms shall be for four years expiring July 15 of the last year of the term. No voting member appointed to the Board for two consecutive full terms shall be eligible for appointment to the next succeeding term.

Section 2. 
Amending Section 57.102 (Membership; terms), Chapter 57 (Taxation, Revenue and Utilization of Expenditures Commission) Ordinance Code. Section 57.102 (Membership; terms), Chapter 57 (Taxation, Revenue and Utilization of Expenditures Commission), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows: 

CHAPTER 57.  Taxation, Revenue and Utilization of Expenditures Commission

Sec. 57.102. – Membership; terms.

(a)
The Commission shall consist of 18 members to be appointed as follows:

(1)
Twelve members shall be residents of the City County with an interest in city financial planning and budgeting and knowledge or expertise in financial management or accounting. Six of these members shall be appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council, and the remaining six shall be appointed by the President of the Council and confirmed by the Council. 

(2)
Six members shall be residents of the City County interested in public finance issues and actively involved in the community. Each of these six members shall be appointed, one by each of the Citizens Planning Advisory Committees in the six Planning Districts established pursuant to Executive Order 93-170, and shall be confirmed by the Council.

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF LIBRARY TRUSTEES
URGING THE CITY COUNCIL TO AMEND SECTION 90.101
(BOARD OF LIBRARY TRUSTEES), CHAPTER 90 (BOARD
OF LIBRARY TRUSTEES), ORDINANCE CODE, TO CHANGE
BOARD RESIDENCY REQUIREMENT FROM CITY TO
COUNTY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Mayor’s office recently nominated a resident of one of the beaches
cities to serve on the Board of Library Trustees, but the nominee is unable to serve as she is not a
resident of the City of Jacksonville as currently required by Section 90.101 of the City’s
ordinance Code, which excludes residents of the beaches and the Town of Baldwin; and

WHEREAS, residents of the beaches and Baldwin are, in fact, residents of the City of
Jacksonville for purposes of paying county property taxes and receiving county services, and of
electing the Mayor of the City of Jacksonville and six of the nineteen Jacksonville City Council
members, and residents of the beaches and Baldwin utilize county services and have a vested
interest in the City of Jacksonville Public Library system; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Library Trustees believes that it is in the public interest for
residents of the beaches and Baldwin to be eligible to serve on the Board of Library Trustees;
and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2013-350 pending before the City Council would amend
Chapter 90 to change eligibility for service on the Board of Library Trustees from City of
Jacksonville residents to county residents, which would include residents of the beaches and
Baldwin; now

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Library Trustees:

Section 1. County Residency. That the Board of Library Trustees hereby urges the City
Council to approve pending Ordinance 2013-350 and thereby extend eligibility for membership
on the Board of Library Trustees to residents of the beaches cities within Duval County and the
Town of Baldwin.

Effective Date. This resolution was unanimously approved by the Board of Library
Trustees on June 13, 2013, and is effective as of that date.

RESOLUTION 2013-1

A RESOLUTION URGING THE CITY COUNCILTO AMEND ORDINANCE
CODE CHAPTER 57 — TRUE COMMISSION - TO WIDEN MEMBERSHIP
ELIGIBILITY TO ALL COUNTY RESIDENTS.

WHEREAS, the TRUE Commission has the authority and responsibility to gather information
on the soundness of the City’s current and long-term financial status, operations and practices; and

WHEREAS, it is the responsibility of the Commission to provide important information on and
to raise public awareness of public finance issues by researching issues and reporting its findings to the
Mayor and City Council, encouraging in-depth media coverage of these issues, and by meeting with
community, neighborhood, and civic organizations; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor’s Office recently nominated a resident of one of the Beaches cities to
serve on the Commission, then subsequently requested withdrawal of the nomination after the Council
Auditor’s Office and Office of General Counsel pointed out that Ordinance Code Chapter 57 requires
commission members to be residents of the “city”, which the Code defines to mean City of Jacksonville.
excluding the Beaches and Baldwin unless otherwise specified; and

WHEREAS, residents of the Beaches and Baldwin are, in fact, residents of the City of
Jacksonville for purposes of paying county property taxes and receiving county services, and of electing
the Mayor of the City of Jacksonville and six of the 19 Jacksonville City Council members, and residents
of the Beaches and Baldwin utilize county services and have a vested interest in the City of Jacksonville
operating in a fiscally responsible manner with their tax dollars; and

WHEREAS, the TRUE Commission believes that it is in the public interest for residents of the
Beaches and Baldwin to be eligible to serve on the TRUE Commission; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2013-350 pending before the City Council would amend Chapter 37 to
change eligibility for service on the TRUE Commission from City of Jacksonville residents to county
residents, which would include residents of the Beaches and Baldwin; now therefore
