ORDINANCE 2013-358
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKERS; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION ON A SEGMENT OF 5TH STREET EAST EXTENDING FROM THE INTERSECTION OF LIBERTY STREET TO THE INTERSECTION OF WALNUT STREET IN JACKSONVILLE FOR CARLON FREELOVE ROBINSON PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF TWO HONORARY ROADWAY MARKERS TO BE LOCATED IN APPROPRIATE LOCATIONS ON THE DESIGNATED ROADWAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7; HONORING THE LIFE AND LEGACY OF CARLON FREELOVE ROBINSON, AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF CARLON FREELOVE ROBINSON; PROVIDING FOR CONFORMANCE WITH PART I (GENERAL PROVISIONS) OF CHAPTER 745, ORDINANCE CODE (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS); WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS WHO HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION MAY BE NAMED AFTER; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, in the early 1980s, Carlon Freelove Robinson and her husband purchased a home, and moved to the Historic Springfield District; and 

WHEREAS, Carlon Freelove Robinson, was a caring neighbor and genuine friend to residents living in Historic Springfield for 20 years; and
WHEREAS, in an effort to meet and talk with her neighbors, Carlon Freelove Robinson engaged her neighbors by discussing such topics as flowers, trees and gardening; and
WHEREAS, the discussion of such topics eventually transitioned into discussions about family and food recipes; and 

WHEREAS, in 1996, Carlon Freelove Robinson was voted as the President of the Springfield Woman’s Club serving with grace and distinction for a number of years; and
WHEREAS, Carlon Freelove Robinson also participated in Greenscape, the Urban Core CPAC and JaxPride; and
WHEREAS, a private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the roadway markers approved herein; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of Carlon Freelove Robinson are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and Carlon Freelove Robinson’s family, friends and colleagues can share and celebrate in; to wit: the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of two appropriate honorary roadway markers on a segment of 5th Street East extending from the intersection of Liberty Street to the intersection of Walnut Street in Council District 7; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

A Segment of 5th Street East extending from the intersection of Liberty Street to the intersection of Walnut Street to receive an honorary street designation for Carlon Freelove Robinson.  The segment of 5th Street East extending from the intersection of Liberty Street to the intersection of Walnut Street in Council District 7 shall hereby be honorarily designated as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, for Carlon Freelove Robinson.

Section 2.

Honorary Roadside Markers for Carlon Freelove Robinson to be installed.  Two honorary roadway memorial markers, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Carlon Freelove Robinson, shall be placed in appropriate locations on a segment of 5th Street East extending from the intersection of Liberty Street to the intersection of Walnut Street.
Section 3. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (e) (2). Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the approval of honorary designations only for persons who have been deceased for five years, is hereby waived to allow for the honorary street designation and honorary marker as set forth in Sections 1 and 2 hereof.

Section 4.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 5.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
