AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $75,000 from Council Special operating reserve for Legislative counsel for the city council; Waiving Section 108.505 (Special Counsels), ORdinance Code, to aLlow for the Council Executive committee to make selection; City council shall confirm any selection and engagement letter for legislative counsel; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Whereas, §7.201 of the Charter provides for hiring of legislative counsel within the legislative branch whose purpose shall be to advise and assist the Council in the achievement of legislative policies and to perform such other related duties as Council may by Ordinance direct; and


Whereas, the City Council under the Charter authority, desires to invoke the provision for legislative counsel to advise on an immediate and deliberate evaluation on current matters, which are before the Council or immediately pending; now therefore
 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1.

Section 2.  
Purpose. The purpose of this appropriation is to provide $75,000 of funding for the purpose of hiring legislative counsel in advising City Council on legislative matters as the Council directs and to supplement not to replace services provided by the Office of General Counsel.

Section 3. 
Waiving Sec. 108.505 (Special counsels) Ordinance Code.  Sec. 108.505 (Special counsels) Ordinance Code is hereby waived to allow for the Council Executive Committee to select the Council Legislative Counsel. 

Section 4.

Council Confirmed. An engagement letter shall reflect the selection of Legislative Counsel, qualifications, scope of service, and terms, and be confirmed by City Council.

Section 5.

Requesting Emergency Passage Upon Introduction, Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this ordinance is requested because the parties to the litigation are requesting determination on the settlement legislation.  Furthermore, the counsel will need sufficient time to review and advise on the selected legislation.  

Section 6.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
