“Section 5. 
Requesting one cycle emergency passage, pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
 
One Cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is Section 106.200(c), Ordinance Code, requires City Council to act no later than June 30 on the tentative annual budget Resolution.”; 
(6) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly;

(7) Remove Exhibit 1 and replace with Revised Exhibit 1 attached hereto, which attaches the Revised Tentative Proposed Budget;

(8) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
