ORDINANCE 2013-372-W
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 51 (Jacksonville Children’s Commission), Part 1 (General), SECTION 51.107 (Executive Director; employees), ORDINANCE CODE, to Require the executive DIRECTOR be appointed by the mayor and confirmed by council, and allowing the executive Director to manage the affairs of the commission; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amending Chapter 51 (Jacksonville Children’s Commission), Part 1 (General), Ordinance Code. Chapter 51 (Jacksonville Children’s Commission), Part 1 (General), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows: 

CHAPTER 51.
Jacksonville Children’s Commission. 
PART 1. General

Sec. 51.107. 
Executive director; employees.
The Commission shall select an executive director, and upon its recommendation, the executive director shall be appointed by the Mayor, subject to confirmation by the Council. The executive director shall serve at the pleasure of the Mayor.  The executive director’s compensation shall be fixed by the Mayor. The Executive Director shall manage the affairs of the Commission.  The Commission shall employ and fix the compensation of an executive director who shall manage the affairs of the Commission subject to its supervision. The Commission may also employ such other persons as may be necessary to effectively conduct and accomplish the affairs and duties of the Commission. All employees of the Commission shall be employees of the city, shall be subject to Articles 16 and 17 of the Charter of the city, except as otherwise provided by Council, and except that the executive director, any professional employees and the heads of such activities as the Commission may establish shall not be within the civil service system of the city and shall serve at the pleasure of the Commission.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
