AND AN IN-KIND CONTRIBUTION OF $50,000 FROM THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE IN PERSONNEL) TO PROVIDE FUNDS FOR ADVOCACY EFFORTS FOR THE FUNDING OF A MARITIME RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT CENTER NEAR NAVAL STATION MAYPORT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 13-068; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO FISCAL YEAR 2013-2014; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND ENTERPRISE FLORIDA, INC. FOR THE FLORIDA DEFENSE SUPPORT TASK FORCE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Carryover.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funds for advocacy efforts for the funding of a maritime research and development center near Naval Station Mayport. The term of the Agreement between the City and Enterprise Florida, Inc. for the Florida Defense Support Task Force (the “Agreement”) is from the date of the execution of the Agreement until the final audit report is accepted by Enterprise Florida, Inc.

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AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into this day of 2013, by and between
ENTERPRISE FLORIDA, INC., a Florida not-for-profit corporation (hereinafter referred to as “EF!") for the
FLORIDA DEFENSE SUPPORT TASK FORCE, an entity defined in Florida Statutes sec. 288.987 (hereinafter
referred to as “FDSTF") and City of Jacksonville (hereinafter referred to as “Grantee”).

WHEREAS, EFI, the economic development organization for the State of Florida uses public and
private expertise to: increase private investment in Florida; advance international and domestic trade
opportunities; market the state both for new investment and as a tourist destination; revitalize Florida’'s space
and aerospace industries, and promote emerging complementary industries; promote opportunities of minority-
owned businesses: assist and market professional and amateur sport teams and sporting events in Florida;
and, enhance economic opportunities in this state's rural and urban communities, and -

WHEREAS, the State of Florida recognizes the value of federal bases and the military community in
Florida and wishes to maintain their presence in Florida, and

WHEREAS, the Department of Economic Opportunity through the Division of Strategic Business
Development has assigned the funds and responsibility of managing the FDSTF to EF! in conjunction with its

other Military and Defense programs, and

WHEREAS, the FDSTF has determined that it is in Florida's best interest to support retention of
Department of Defense investments through unique Defense related initiatives by community and business
organization, and

WHEREAS, the FDSTF has reviewed the application and selected the Grantee for this initiative as
shown in the Award Announcement (Exhibit E), and

WHEREAS., the Grantee acknowledges that this is a performance based contract and represents that it
possesses the requisite skills, knowledge, qualifications and other specific skills that will be helpful to meet the
purposes of this program, and

WHEREAS, the parties desire to enter into a Grantee Agreement setting forth the terms and conditions
in which the services are to be provided.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein and other good
and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as
follows:

1. AWARD ANNOUNCEMENT
The City of Jacksonville is awarded Two-Hundred Thousand dollars ($200,000.00) to establish a maritime
research and development capability at Naval Station Mayponrt.

3. AGREEMENT MANAGERS

The parties each hereby appoint an Agreement Manager to facilitate the terms of this Agreement. All written
approvals referenced in this Agreement must be obtained from the Parties’ Agreement Managers or their
designees. The FDSTF Agreement Manager is: Bruce Grant, Executive Director FDSTF who may be reached
at (850) 878-0826. The Grantee Agreement Manager is: Harrison Conyers who may be reached at (904) 630-
3621.

4. TERM
The term of this Agreement shall commence on ., 2013 and shall remain in effect for 12
months until , 2014 or unless earlier terminated as provided herein. Any extensions shall be at the

sole discretion of FDSTF. Any extension shall be in writing and autharized by amendment to this Agreement.

5. GRANT FUNDS

Pursuant to the terms of this Agreement, EFI shall pay from the Grant Program an amount equal to Two-
Hundred Thousand doliars ($200,000.00) or the amount actually expended by the on the Project (in total or any
part thereof, the “Funds”). In consideration of such grant, Grantee agrees as follows:

a) The Funds shall be expended solely for the purpose of the Project and the accomplishment of
the Activities, as provided by Paragraph 6, or for the reimbursement of the Grantee's own funds
theretofore expended for the same purpose. Unless specifically authorized in the Schedule of
Activities, the Funds shall not be used for any of the following expenses:

(1) salaries of Grantee's employees;

(2) travel or incidental costs;

(3) lobbying the Legislature, the Courts, or any state agency of the State of Florida;

(4) administration of the Project; or,

(5) any activity inconsistent with Section 216 Florida Statutes, relating to fixed capital
outlay; or,

(6) contract audit costs

b) Any Funds not expended on the Project will be forfeited to the Florida Defense Support Task
Force.

c) Any expenditure in connection with the Project that exceeds the total amount of the Funds shall
be the sole responsibility of the Grantee. Unless EF| otherwise agrees in its discretion, Grantee
shall be required to complete the Project even if it must expend its own funds to do so.

6. SCOPE OF SERVICES:
Grantee shall develop, implement and/or administer programs and strategies, as described in Exhibit B, Scope
of Work and Exhibit C Budget.

7. PAYMENTS

Payments may be made to Grantee upon receipt and approval by EFI of: (1) an original invoice; (2) a report on
the scope of work as described in Exhibit B; (3) an updated budget of expenditures with receipts, as described
in Exhibit C; (4) any additional documents required by this Agreement.

8 REPORTS.
Reports must be reviewed and approved by the EF| Contract Manager before payments are made. Until

completion of the Scope of Work,

a) Grantee will report at least quarterly on the progress and budget expenditures. [f no progress
was made within the quarter, the quarterly report will state that.
b) Reports may be made more frequently than once a quarter upon completion of milestones or
other contracted deliverables
c) A report on the use of Women and Minority Vendors as described in Section 10.
e
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9. AMENDMENT AND MODIFICATION

This Agreement may not be altered, modified, amended, or changed in any manner, except pursuant to a
written agreement executed and delivered by each of the Parties. Additionally, any such modification,
amendment or change shall be effective on the date of delivery or such later date as the Parties may agree
therein.

Modification of this Agreement or any notices permitied or required under this Agreement may be made by
" facsimile or electronic transmission. Receipt of the facsimile transmission shall for the purposes of this
Agreement be deemed to be an original, including signatures.

10. WOMEN AND MINORITY VENDORS.

The Grantee is encouraged to use small businesses, including minority and women-owned businesses as sub-
Grantees or sub-vendors under this Agreement. The directory of certified minority and women-owned
businesses can be accessed from the website of the Department of Management Services, Office of Supplier
Diversity. The Grantee shall report on a quarterly basis its expenditures with minority and women-owned
businesses. The report shall contain the names and addresses of the minority and women-owned businesses;
the aggregate dollar figure disbursed that quarter for each business; the time period, type of goods or services;
and the applicable code. If no expenditures were made to minority or women-owned businesses, the

Grantee shall submit a statement to this effect.

11. FINAL PROJECT REPQRT

Grantee shall submit a Final Project Report within forty-five (45) days following Grantee's completion of the
Activities or termination of the grant agreement. Approval of the final disbursement shall be made only after EF|
has approved the Final Project Report, which shall include the following information:

a) a description of the final result based on the Scope of Work, including any changes to the
Scope of Work and/or budget,

b) the total amount of Funds received from EFI pursuant to this Agreement.

12, EINAL DISBURSEMENT

Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, EF| shall hold for release a final payment of Two Thousand
dollars ($2,000) or Ten percent (10%) whichever is less upon FDSTF’s receipt and acceptance of the Final
Project Report required by Paragraph 10. The acceptance of final payment, under this Agreement, or the
acceptance of final payment upon early termination hereof, shall constitute full and complete release of FDSTF
and EFi by the Grantee from any and all claims, demands, and courses of action whatsoever.

13. SUBGRANTEES.

Any and all contracts that Grantee executes with a person or organization under which such person or
organization agrees to perform business assistance services on behalf of Grantee, shall include provisions
requiring that such person or organization report on perfoarmance, account for proper use of funds provided
under the contract (including the provision of audit rights pursuant to Section 17, 18 and Exhibit D when
applicable), report on the use of minority businesses, as described in Section 10, coordinate with other
components of state and local economic development systems and avoid duplication of existing state and local
services and activities.

Any and all contracts that Grantee executes with a person or organization shall include provisions whereby .
Grantee and the sub-Grantees agree to abide by all local, state and federal laws.

Grantee shall responsibly and prudently manage all funds received and ensure that the use of such funds is in
accordance with all applicable laws, bylaws or contractual requirements.

14. INDEPENDENT GRANTEE.
a) The Grantee is acting as an independent Grantee and not as EFI's or FDSTF's employee
in the performance of this Agreement. The Grantee acknowledges that neither EFI nor
FDSTF is responsible for withholding and filing national or state taxes or other payroll
withholdings on behalf of the Grantee. The Grantee further acknowledges that neither the

W
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Grantee nor the employees of the Grantee will participate in or receive any employee
benefits, including health insurance, retirement benefits, 401(k) plan, or worker's
compensation benefits provided through EFI.

b) The Grantee has no authority to, and shall not, pledge the credit of EFI, FDSTF, the DEQ,
or the State of Fiorida, or purport to make EFI, FDSTF, the DEQ, or the State of Florida a
guarantor of payment or surety for any Agreement, debt, obligation, judgment, lien or any
form of indebtedness.

15. LIABILITY

EFI and the FDSTF shall not assume any liability for the acts, omissions to act, or negligence of Grantee, its
agents, servants or employees. In all instances, Grantee shall be responsible for any injury or property damage
resulting from any activities conducted by Grantee.

16. INDEMNIFICATION,

The Grantee shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless EFI, FDSTF, the DEO, and the State of Florida from
and against suits, actions, damages and costs of every name and description, including attorney fee's arising
from or relating to personal injury and damage to real or personal tangible property alleged to be caused in
whole or in part by Grantee, their agents, employees, partners or sub-Grantees within the context of this
Agreement, provided, however, that Grantee shall not indemnify for that portion of any loss of damages
proximately caused by the negligent act or omission of Grantee.

17. AUDITING RECORDS.

The Grantee shall retain and maintain all records and make such records available for an audit as may be
requested. Records shall include independent auditor working papers, books, documents, and other evidence,
including, but not limited to, vouchers, bills, invoices, requests for payment, and other supporting
documentation, which, according to generally accepted accounting principles, procedures and practices,
sufficiently and properly reflect all program costs expended in the performance of this Agreement. The records
shali be subject at all times to inspection, review, or audit by state personnel of the DEO, Office of the Auditor
General, Chief Financial Officer, Office of the Chief Inspector General, or other personnel authorized by EFl and
copies of the records shall be delivered to EF| upon request..

a) Grantee agrees to comply with the audit requirements of Section 215.97, Florida Statutes, and
those found in Exhibit D

b) Expenditures of State funds in accordance with this agreement shall be in compliance with laws
rules, regulations applicable to expenditures of State funds, including, but not limited to, the
Reference Guide for State Expenditures found at https:/apps fldfs com/fsaa ..

c) This agreement may be charged only with allowable costs resuiting from obligations incurred
during the term of the agreement. Any balance of unobligated cash that has been advanced or
paid that is not authorized to be retained for direct program costs in a subsequent period must
be refunded to EFI.

18. FLORIDA SINGLE AUDIT ACT.

The Grantee acknowledges that, by entering this Agreement, it is a "sub-recipient” within the meaning of the
Florida Single Audit Act, and it is subject to the provisions thereof, as well as the rules of the Executive Office of
the Governor of the State of Florida, the Comptrolier of the State of Florida, and the Auditor General of the State
of Florida related thereto. For that reason:

a) the Grantee shall allow EF!, the DEQ, the Comptroller, the Offices of the Chief Inspector
General, and the Auditor General access to the Grantee's records and the Grantee's
independent auditor's working papers as necessary o comply with the requirements of the
Florida Single Audit Act;

b) the Grantee shall notify EFI if it becomes subject to a state single audit or project-specific audit
pursuant to the Florida Single Audit Act; and
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c) the Grantee shall comply with the other requirements of the Florida Single Audit Act including
providing to EFI a copy of every fiscal year audit conducted during the term of this Agreement.

d) Grantee is subject to the requirements under Catalog of State Financial Assistance (CFSA)
number 40.014 per the Enterprise Florida, Inc. CSFA number. For information regarding the
Florida Single Audit Act, including the CSFA, Grantee should access https://apps.fldfs.comisaa

19. ACCESS TO RECORDS.

Pursuant to Section 287.058(1)(c), F.S., the Grantee shall allow public access to all documents, papers, letters
or other materials made or received by Grantee in conjunction with this Agreement, unless the records are
exempt from Section 24(a) of Article 1 of the State Constitution and subsection 119.07(1), F.S. Itis expressly
understood that EFI for the FDSTF may unilaterally cancel this Agreement for the Grantees refusal to comply

with this provision.

20. JURISDICTION.

With respect to its interpretation, construction, effect, performance, enfarcement, and all other matters, this
Agreement shall be governed by, and be consistent with, the whole law of the State of Florida, both procedural
and substantive. Any and alf litigation arising under this Agreement shall be brought in the appropriate State of
Florida Court in Orange County, Florida.

21. STRICT COMPLIANCE.
The Grantee agrees that alf acts to be performed by it in connection with this Agreement shall be performed in

strict conformity with ali applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations.

22. AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS.

EFI's obligations under this Agreement are contingent upon the continued availability to FOSTF of legislatively
appropriated funds in the amount known to FODSTF at the time this Agreement is executed, which amount may
be used in support of this Agreement. The determination whether funds are available for the purposes of this
Paragraph shall be made by EF! in its absolute discretion.

Within 30 days of its awareness of a funding shortfall, EF| will notify Grantee if there will be a shortfall in funding
which will impact payment of this contract.

23, FINAL AUDIT REPORT .
Grantee shall inform the Agreement Manager of the type of audit that will be delivered at the end of the
agreement. Within forty-five (45) days following the completion of all of the Activities or termination of the grant
agreement, the Grantee shall cause there to be prepared at the Grantee's expense and delivered to EFI a final
audit report of an independent certified public accountant (or a firm thereof) licensed to practice in the State of
Florida, stating the professional opinion that the Grantee has complied with this Agreement {the “Final Audit
Report’). In lieu of providing the Final Audit Report in such manner, if the Grantee has an annual audit by an
independent certified public accountant (or a firm thereof) licensed to practice in the State of Florida, or if the
Grantee has a state single audit or state project-specific audit pursuant to Section 215.97, Florida Statutes {the
“Single Audit Act"), prepared for the fiscal year in which this Agreement concludes, the Grantee may provide to
EFI at the time when such audit is completed (at any rate, within 120 days following the end of such fiscal year
of the Grantee) a report stating the professional opinion that the Grantee has complied with this Agreement.

24. RECORDS RETENTION.

The Grantee shall retain all grant records and shall ensure the retention of its independent auditor's working
papers for a period of five (5) years from the date of submission of the final project report. If any litigation,
claim, negotiation, audit, or other action involving the records has been started before the expiration of the five
(5) year period, the records shall be retained until completion of the action and resolution of all issues which
arise from it, or until the end of the five (5) years period, whichever is later. '

25. COORDINATION.
When reasonable, the Grantee shall coordinate with other components of the state and local development

systems of the State of Florida and avoid duplication of existing state and local services and activities provided
in Florida.
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26. SECURITY INTERESTS

To the extent required by Section 287.05805, Florida Statutes, if any part of the Funds shall be used for the
purchase or improvement of real property, the Grantee shall grant to the State of Florida a security interest in
the property at least equal to the amount of the Funds, such security interest to continue at least five (5) years
from the date of purchase or completion of the improvement. No separate instrument shall be required in order
for the Grantee to grant such security interest to the State of Florida.

27. PROMOTIONAL MATERIALS. . -
Advertisements, signs, and other promotional materials funded by this Agreement shall include reference and

credit to FDSTF and EFI after review by them.

28. NON-DISCRIMINATION; ANTI-HARRASSMENT.

The Grantee shall not discriminate unlawfully against any individual employed in the performance of this
Agreement because of race, religion, calor, sex, physical handicap unrelated to such person’s ability to engage
in this work, national origin, ancestry, or age. Grantee shall provide a harassment-free warkplace, with any
allegation of harassment to be given priority attention and action.

29. PUBLIC ENTITY CRIME LIST; DISCRIMINATORY VENDOR LIST

To the extent required by the Florida Statues 287.134(3)(a), the Grantee acknowledges notice of the
requirements of Sections 287.134(2)(b), Florida Statutes. To its knowledge, the Grantee has not been placed
on the discriminatory vendor list described by Section 287.134, Florida Statutes. To the extent required by
Florida Statutes 287.133(2){a), the Grantee affirms that it is aware of the provisions of Florida Statutes
287.133(2)(b). Grantee affirms that at no time has it been convicted of a Public Entity Crime and agrees that
any such conviction during the term of this Agreement may result in termination of this Agreement.

30. UNAUTHORIZED ALIENS.
Grantee shall consider the employment by any Grantee or subGrantee of unauthorized aliens as described by
Section 274A(e) of the Immigration and Nationalization Act cause for termination of this Agreement.

31. LOBBYING.
Grantee shall not use any funds received pursuant to this Agreement for lobbying the Florida Legislature, the

judicial branch or any state agency.

32. FAILURE OF SATISFACTORY PERFORMANCE,

EFI's obligation to pay the Funds to Grantee hereunder is contingent upon FDSTF's receipt when due and
approval of all Reports, Invoices, and other reports required under this Agreement, the Grantee’s satisfactory
completion of the Activities, and the satisfactory performance of the Grantee’s obligations under this
Agreement, as determined by FDSTF in its reasonable discretion. EFI may terminate this Agreement, or
reduce the amount of the Funds, at any time for the Grantee's breach of any term herein or failure to provide
satisfactory performance hereunder, as determined by FDSTF, without warning or notice.

33. TERMINATIQON.

This Agreement may be terminated without cause by Grantee with 30 days' notice in writing to the Chairman of
the FDSTF. This Agreement may be terminated by FDSTF/EFI at any time, with or without cause, in a written
notice provided by EFI to Grantee. In the event this Agreement is terminated prior to the expiration of the term,
EFI shall pay the Grantee for work completed and any obligations and expenses incurred by the Grantee that
could not reasonably be canceled.

34. WAIVER.

No failure or delay on the part of FDSTF in exercising any power or right under this Agreement and no course of
dealing or course of performance between FDSTF and the Grantee shall operate as a waiver thereof, nor shall
any single or partial exercise of any such power or right preclude any other or further exercise thereof or the
exercise of any cother power or right. No notice to or demand on the Grantee in any case shall entitle it to any
notice or demand in similar or other circumstances.

35 COMPLETE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement, with ail exhibits hereto, constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes
all agreements representations, warranties, statements, promises and understandings, whether oral or written,
with respect to the subject matter, and neither party shall be bound by any oral or written agreements,
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representations, warranties, statements, promises, or understandings not specificaily set forth in this
Agreement.

36. COUNTERPARTS

This Agreement may be executed in counterparts and shall be of the same force and effect as if all parties had
executed one copy of the Agreement. In addition, to facilitate completion and execution of the Agreement,
faxed signatures shall be of the same force and effect as original signatures.

SPECIAL AUDIT REQUIREMENTS

The administration of funds awarded by the FDSTF to Grantee may be subject to audits and/or monitoring by
EFI, as described in this section.

MONITORING

By entering into this agreement, GRANTEE agrees to comply and cooperate with any monitoring
procedures/processes deemed appropriate by EFI. In the event EF| determines that a limited scope audit of
the recipient is appropriate, GRANTEE agrees to comply with any additional instructions provided by EF! to
GRANTEE regarding such audit. GRANTEE further agrees to comply and cooperate with any inspections,
reviews, investigations, or audits deemed necessary by the Chief Financial Officer, Auditor General, or Chief
Inspector General. GRANTEE shall permit access to the GRANTEE's records and independent auditor's
working papers as necessary to comply with the requirements of this Agreement.

AUDITS

1. In the event that GRANTEE expends a total amount of State awards (i.e., State financial assistance
provided to the recipient to carry out a State project) equal to or in excess of $500,000 in any fiscal year of
GRANTEE, GRANTEE must have a State single or project-specific audit for such fiscal year in accordance
with Section 215.97, Florida Statutes (the Single Audit Act); applicable rules of the Executive Office of the
Governor and the Chief Financial Officer, and Chapter 10.650, Rules of the Auditor General. In determining
the State financial assistance expended in its fiscal year, GRANTEE shall consider all sources of State
awards, including State funds received from EFI, except that State financial assistance received by a non-
state entity for Federal program matching requirements shall be excluded from consideration. The CSFA
number for GRANTEE is 31.003, Rural Community Development is 31.008, Rural Infrastructure Fund is
31.030, Local Economic Development Initiatives is 31.027, Military Base Protection and Defense Support
Task Force are 31.044, and International Business Advocacy is 31.04640.016. Beginning October 1, 2011,
the CSFA number for GRANTEE is 40.003, Local Economic Development Initiatives is 40.012, Military Base
Protection and Defense Support Task Force are 40.014, and International Business Advocacy is 40.016.

2. In connection with the audit requirements, GRANTEE shall ensure that the audit complies with the
requirements of Section 215.97(8), Florida Statutes.

3. if GRANTEE expends less than $500,000 in State financial assistance in its fiscal year, an audit
conducted in accordance with the provisions of the Single Audit Act is not required.
