Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of this appropriation is to provide funding for the preparation of a Maritime Management Plan. A copy of the Scope of Services for the Maritime Management Plan is attached hereto as Exhibit 1. The City will seek reimbursement of up to $100,000 from the Florida Inland Navigation District for preparation of the Maritime Management Plan. Upon receipt of Grant reimbursement funds, the reimbursable funds will be returned to the Council Reserve Account. This Maritime Management Plan will replace the existing City of Jacksonville Boat Ramp Master Plan, dated January 11, 2002.


Section 3.

Authorization and approval.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to enter into all necessary agreements to obtain the grant funds related to this appropriation.  The City will be reimbursed its expenses after completion of the project.

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Scope of Services

Waterways Management Plan

Duval County's waterways are environmental, recreational, and economic
resources critical to the well-being of the community. These waterways provide
unique habitats for a diversity of plant and animal life. Access to these waters
provides citizens opportunities including, but not limited to, boating, sailing,
fishing, shrimping, paddling, and nature viewing. Commercial and recreational
water related businesses have been and continue to be vital to the overall
economy of Duval County.

Purpose:

The Jacksonville Waterways management plan is intended as a guide for the
City to protect and develop sustainable usage of the St. Johns River and its
tributaries. The plan will focus on the utilization of Duval County waterways to
improve the quality of life for all residents by maximizing opportunities for
waterway access and recreation, as well as protecting commercial marine
interests.
