ORDINANCE 2013-380
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $200,000 FROM COUNCIL SPECIAL OPERATING RESERVE TO FUND A MARITIME MANAGEMENT PLAN FOR THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE ($100,000 to Parks and Recreation Miscellaneous Grants and $100,000 to Maritime Management Plan); AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ALL NECESSARY AGREEMENTS FOR THIS PROJECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of this appropriation is to provide funding for the preparation of a Maritime Management Plan. The City will seek reimbursement of up to $100,000 from the Florida Inland Navigation District for preparation of the Maritime Management Plan.  This Maritime Management Plan will replace the existing City of Jacksonville Boat Ramp Master Plan, dated January 11, 2002.


Section 3.

Authorization and approval.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to enter into all necessary agreements to obtain the grant funds related to this appropriation.  The City will be reimbursed its expenses after completion of the project. 


Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
