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ORDINANCE 2013-385-E
AN ORDINANCE DECLARING THOSE SIX ASH-REMEDIATED PROPERTIES ON THE PROJECT NEW GROUND ASH-REMEDIATED PARCELS FOR SURPLUS SALE LIST (THE “LISTED PARCELS”) TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING THE REAL ESTATE DIVISION OF THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT TO MARKET AND DISPOSE OF THE LISTED PARCELS IN ACCORDANCE WITH CHAPTER 122, ORDINANCE CODE; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.429 (USES OF PROCEEDS FROM SURPLUS LAND SALES) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO ALLOW THE NET PROCEEDS FROM THE SALE OF THE LISTED PARCELS TO BE DEPOSITED INTO THE CONTAMINATION ASSESSMENT FUND (PWSW442CA 36403) FOR FUTURE APPROPRIATION TO OFFSET THE COSTS OF THE REMEDIATION EFFORTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, ash was dumped and/or used as fill in several areas of the City, including those areas surrounding Forest Street, Fifth and Cleveland Streets, Lonnie C. Miller, Jr. Park, and the former Brown’s Dump; and

WHEREAS, Project New Ground (the “Project”) is a long-term cleanup project administered by the Neighborhoods Department that requires the City to test and, where necessary, remove up to two feet of soil from properties that have ash deposits which may contain lead and other contaminants; and

WHEREAS, as a result of the Project, hundreds of properties will be remediated or will be deemed safe in their current state for return to private ownership; and
WHEREAS, authorizing the Real Estate Division of the Public Works Department, in compliance with Chapter 122, to market and dispose of six properties determined to meet the criteria of remediation completion by the Neighborhoods Department and approved by the Environmental Protection Agency, and declared to be surplus to the needs of the City will facilitate an expeditious return of these properties to private ownership and productive use; now therefore 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus.
The City hereby declares the six parcels of real property on the Project New Ground Ash-Remediated Parcels for Surplus Sale List (the “Listed Parcels”) to be surplus to the needs of the City. A copy of the Project New Ground Ash-Remediated Parcels for Surplus Sale List identifying the Listed Parcels is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised Parcels List, September 3, 2013 – Rules” and incorporated herein by this reference. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of all of the Listed Parcels, required by Rule 3.102(g)(1) (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. Certificates of remediation completion will be kept on file with the Remediation Program Coordinator with copies held by the Real Estate Division. 
Section 2.

Authority to market and dispose of the Listed Parcels.  The Real Estate Division of the Public Works Department is hereby authorized to market and dispose of the Listed Parcels in accordance with Chapter 122.
Section 3.

Waiver of Section 122.429, Ordinance Code, authorized.  The provisions of Section 122.429 (Uses of proceeds from surplus land sales) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, are hereby waived so as to allow the net proceeds from the sale of the Listed Parcels to be deposited into the Contamination Assessment Fund (PWSW442CA 36403) for future appropriation to offset the remediation effort.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
