AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 30.4( ACREs LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 5 ON LOSCO ROAD East of skylark drive (R.E. NO(s). 156443-0000, 156441-0010, 156442-0010, 156442-0650, 156442-0030, 156441-0250 and 156441-0100), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY kurt b kalfs, yi ju c kalfs, herman lindsey and shirley lindsey, and parkside lakes development, llc, FROM PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) and AGR (agriculture) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit single family dwellings, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE parkside lakes PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Kurt B. Kalfs and Yi Ju C. Kalfs and Herman W. Lindsey and Shirley L. Lindsey and Parkside Lakes Development, LLC, the owner(s) of approximately 30.4( acres located in Council District 5 on Hood Road, east of Skylark Drive (R.E. No(s). 156443-0000, 156441-0010, 156442-0010, 156442-0650, 156442-0030, 156441-0250 and 156441-0100), and as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) and AGR (Agricultural) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District and AGR (Agriculture) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated May 20, 2013, and written description dated June 3, 2013, for the Parkside Lakes PUD.  The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit single family dwellings, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Kurt B. Kalfs and Yi Ju C. Kalfs and Herman W. Lindsey and Shirley L. Lindsey and Parkside Lakes Development, LLC, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Hawley Smith, 1 San Jose Place, Suite 7, Jacksonville, FL, 32257, 904-268-9990.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

I. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

" The subject property, hereafier referred to as the “Property”, is legally described on
Exhibit 1-A, [-B. and |-C. The property is contained within Real Estate Numbers 156441-0010,
156441-0100, 156441-0250, 156442-0010, 156442-0030, 156442-0650, 156443-0000 of the
Duval County Tax Assessor’s Map.

The characteristics of the site have historically been rural single family residential along
with some accessory uses. The northern most portion is forested, and the rest of the site is a mix
of forest and cleared land. The rezoning is being sought to allow for a more efficient design than
would be possible through strict application of the Zoning Code and to allow for adaptive infill
of residential development in an area of compatible uses.

The property is predominately owned by Parkside Lakes Development, LLC, with
portions owned by Kurt and Yi Ju Kalfs and Herman and Shirley Lindsey. The Property
contains 30.4 acres located at the intersection of f.osco Road and Hood Road South. The
Property has a current PUD (2006-146) allowing for 100 units on 33.68 acres. An adjacent 3.13
acres of single family residential land zoned AGR is being added to the PUD, and 1.57 acres is
being removed from the PUD and rezoned back to RR. The existing single family uses and
accessory uses on the currently zoned AGR land shall be allowed to continue until development
activities have commenced on that portion of the Property.

How does the proposed PUD differ from the usual application of the Zoning Code?

The proposed PUD maintains the minimum lot width and area and increases the
maximum lot coverage of the existing PUD from 40% to 50%. The development criteria
in the PUD is the same as the RLD-70 Zoning District with the exception of the front
yard setback as it applies to everything except the front face of the garage. This allows
for larger homes and a maximum number of 99 lots. It also affords flexibility and
cfficiency in the design and layout to allow for and promote a better overall
neighborhood.

Describe the intent for the continued operation and maintenance of those areas and
functions described herein and facilities which are not to be provided, operated or
maintained by the City.

A homeowner's association will maintain common areas.

IV. USES AND RESTRICTIONS

A.

Permitted Uses: (1) Single Family
(2) Home occupations subject to the meeting the performance standards
and development criteria set forth in Part 4
(3) Existing single family dwelling units and uses shall be permitted to
continue until development of a subdivision occurs
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(4) Temporary sales center and temporary construction trailers for the

B. Permitted Accessory Uses and Structures: Accessory uses and structures are allowed as
provided for in Section 656.403 of the Zoning Code.

C. Permissible Uses by Exception: Home occupations are allowed subject to meeting the
performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

D. Land designated as LDR on the Site Plan will have all of the Permitted Uses, Accessory
Uses, and Uses by Exception as allowed by the current Zoning Code.
V. DESIGN GUIDELINES

B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:

(2) Vehicular Access. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of an improved
roundabout at the intersection of Losco Road and Hood Road South, substantially as
shown in the Site Plan. The final location of all access points is subject to the review
and approval of the Development Services Division.

(3) Pedestrian Access. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in
accordance with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.
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C. Signs:

(1) One (1) double faced or two (2) single faced signs not to exceed twenty-four (24)
square feet in arca on each face and twelve (12) feet in height shall be permitted.

(2) Temporary signs for the marketing of new home sales not to exceed twelve (12)
square feet in are and twelve (12) feet in height shall be permitted.

" (3) Real Estates signs (in compliance with Section 656.1306 of the Zoning Code) and
construction signs (in compliance with Section 656.1307 of the Zoning Code) shall be
permitted.

D. Landscaping:

The Praperty shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape Regulations of the
Zoning Code.

E. Recreation and Open Space:

The Property is located adjacent to Losco Regional Park, a 100 acre city improved and
maintained park with state of the art soccer fields, extensive playground equipment,
numerous lighted and unlighted multipurpose ball fields, restroom facilities and ponds.
Due to the proximity of this park to the Property, no additional recreational open space
shall be provided. The Property will still be developed in accordance with Section
656.420 of the Zoning Code, and a recreation and open space fee of $250 per lot shall be
~paid to the City to be used to improve, enhance, expand, or acquire recreation areas
within the same Planning District. Additionally, the development will have an internal
pedestrian walkway access to Losco Regional Park located adjacent to the north of the
Property subject to the review and approval of the Department of Parks and Recreation.

F. Utilities:

Water will be provided by Jacksonville Electric Authority.
Sanitary sewer will be provided by Jacksonville Electric Authority.
. Electric will be provided by Jacksonville Electric Authority.

G. Wetlands:

Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state and federal requirements.

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V. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION
FOR THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of Jacksonville
2030 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed project will be beneficial to
the surrounding neighborhood and community. The design and layout of the PUD varies from
the standard Zoning Code, and accomplishes the following:

C. Will promote the purposes of the City of Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan.
