Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission:
ORDINANCE 2013-397-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 307 (HISTORIC PRESERVATION), ORDINANCE CODE; DESIGNATING THREE STRUCTURES LOCATED ON THE NORTHEAST CORNER OF NORTH JEFFERSON STREET AND WEST CHURCH STREET (FORMERLY LOCATED AT 612, 614 AND 616 NORTH LEE STREET) OWNED BY THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9, JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA, AS LANDMARK STRUCTURES; DIRECTING THE ZONING ADMINISTRATOR TO ENTER THE LANDMARK DESIGNATIONS ON THE ZONING ATLAS; DIRECTING THE CHIEF OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO NOTIFY EACH APPLICANT, THE PROPERTY OWNER AND THE PROPERTY APPRAISER OF THE LANDMARK DESIGNATION AND TO CAUSE SAID DESIGNATION TO BE RECORDED IN THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville City Council (the “Council”) promulgated Chapter 307 (Historic Preservation), Ordinance Code, to facilitate the designation of landmarks and landmark sites, where appropriate; and

WHEREAS, the structures to be designated by this ordinance (hereinafter the “Subject Properties”) are three “shotgun” residential structures located on the property at the northeast corner of North Jefferson Street and West Church Street (formerly located at 612, 614 and 616 North Lee Street), Real Estate Number 074591-0000, in Council District 9, constructed between 1905 and 1912, and relocated to the subject site at North Jefferson Street and West Church Street by the City in 1999; and
WHEREAS, only these three houses remain of all the residential structures in the original LaVilla section of Downtown, and they are some of the few surviving examples of typical housing stock in many of Jacksonville’s earliest working class neighborhoods; and 
WHEREAS, “shotgun” houses were a common residential style in the South in the late 19th and early 20th centuries and are usually narrow, single-story framed buildings, narrow across the front and running deep on the lot and characterized by a long centralized hallway running the length of the structure such that one may “fire a shotgun from the front door and out the back door without hitting anything”; and
WHEREAS, the property owner is in favor of this landmark designation; and

WHEREAS, the property owners within 350 feet of the boundaries of the Subject Properties have been notified of the intent to designate the structures as landmarks; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to the requirements of Chapter 307 (Historic Preservation), Ordinance Code, the Council has considered the issue of designating the Subject Properties as landmark structures, taking into consideration their importance and historical value, as more fully set forth in the Designation Application and Report of the Planning and Development Department, a copy of which is on file with Legislative Services as Composite Exhibit 1, and incorporated by reference herein (the “Application and Report”); and


WHEREAS, public hearings have been held by the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission, the Council and its committees regarding the issue of designating the Subject Properties as landmarks; and

WHEREAS, on April 24, 2013, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed  and recommended approval of the designation of the landmarks (the minutes of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission are on file with Legislative Services as Exhibit 2); and

WHEREAS, by enacting this ordinance, the Council is exercising its power and authority to contribute to  the health, safety and welfare of the City of Jacksonville and finds that the Subject Properties should be so designated as landmarks; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Designation of Landmarks.  Pursuant to Chapter 307 (Historic Preservation), Ordinance Code, the Council hereby designates the structures located on the property at the northeast corner of North Jefferson Street and West Church Street (formerly located at 612, 614 and 616 North Lee Street), Real Estate Number 074591-0000, in Council District 9, which consists of three structures built between 1905 and 1912 and identified as three “shotgun” residential structures, as landmarks.


Section 2.

Satisfaction of Requisite Criteria.  The Council hereby finds that the Subject Properties satisfy at least two (2) of the requisite criteria set forth in Section 307.104(j), Ordinance Code, as more fully set forth in the Application and Report.

Section 3.

Landmark Designation on Zoning Atlas.  The Council hereby directs the Zoning Administrator to designate the Subject Properties as landmarks on the City’s Zoning Atlas.


Section 4.
Notice of Landmark Designation.  The Council hereby directs the Chief of Legislative Services to notify each applicant, the property owner and the Property Appraiser of the designation of the Subject Properties as landmarks.


Section 5.

Recording of Landmark Designation.  The Council hereby directs the Chief of Legislative Services to record this ordinance in the public records for Duval County, Florida.


Section 6.

Effective Date.  The enactment of this ordinance constitutes a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and therefore shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.
