RESOLUTION 2013-405-A
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND MOURNING THE PASSING OF VAN D. JENKINS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Van D. Jenkins was very well known in the Northside for his interest and involvement in youth sports; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Jenkins was an employee of CSX Railroad and coached softball at Raines and Paxon High Schools; and


WHEREAS, Van Jenkins was employed by the City Parks and Recreation Department for over 30 years, coaching sports and serving as the park director for Scott Park; and 


WHEREAS, over his decades of coaching and mentoring young people, Mr. Jenkins had the opportunity to coach many of Jacksonville’s best athletes, many of whom went on to careers in professional sports due, in part, to his coaching foundations; and


WHEREAS, the City Council was saddened to learn of Van Jenkins’ recent passing, and wishes to commemorate his life and accomplishments in the Jacksonville community; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and accomplishments of Van D. Jenkins and his many contributions to Jacksonville’s youth, and extends to Mr. Jenkins’ family and friends its deepest condolences at this difficult time.
