The Chief of Real Estate is authorized to execute a Master Tower Lease Agreement, as in a form approved by the enabling ordinance Office of General Counsel. The Chief of Real Estate may add more stringent terms and conditions to any lease for the protection of the City's interest, including conditions relating to additional setbacks, increased landscaping, time limits for completion of installation, additional safety measures to be adopted during installation, limitation on hours of nonemergency maintenance, etc. Any expenditures relating to conditions imposed by the Chief of Real Estate that require the applicant to construct, install or otherwise provide capital improvements for utilization by the City, such as recreational lighting, shall not be set off against lease fees imposed by this Subpart. If the terms and conditions imposed pursuant to this Section are not acceptable to the applicant, the application shall be considered denied.

Section 2.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage, pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is the need to have the Master Tower Lease Agreement in place before July 1, so that the City Real Estate Division and TowerCom III, LLC can enter into a lease for a communication tower at Alberts Field so that the uncovered areas of Mandarin can have cell phone coverage without further delay.
