A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE CITY’S SUPPORT FOR THE APPLICATION BY Guardian Catholic Schools, Inc. (St. Pius V, 2110 Blue Avenue, Jacksonville Florida, 32209 and Holy Rosary, 4920 Brentwood Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida 32206) TO PARTICIPATE IN THE FLORIDA COMMUNITY CONTRIBUTION TAX CREDIT PROGRAM FOR PURPOSES OF accepting charitable donations of cash and or property to assist in making the necessary improvements to the schools physical plant; PROVIDING FOR COMPLIANCE WITH THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; CERTIFYING PROJECT LOCATION WITHIN THE CITY’S ENTERPRISE ZONE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Guardian Catholic Schools, Inc. is a Florida not For Profit Corporation providing annual funding to support two inner city schools and works diligently to raise the operating funding every year at no cost to the tax payer; and

WHEREAS, collectively the schools provide education from VPK-3 through the 8th grade to up to 400 inner city youth and are rated as 5 star schools;
WHEREAS, both schools, St. Puis V, located at 2110 Blue Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida 32209 and Holy Rosary, located at 4920 Brentwood Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida 32206, are located within Jacksonville’s Enterprise Zone #1601; and

WHEREAS, Guardian Catholic Schools wishes to solicit charitable donations of cash and or property to assist with needed renovations and security infrastructure upgrades at both schools; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

City Council Support. The City of Jacksonville hereby supports the application by Guardian Catholic Schools, Inc. to participate in the Florida Community Contribution Tax Credit Program as a community action program.
