ORDINANCE 2013-414
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING Section 380.405 (Host fee; distribution formula; late charge for delinquent payment), chapter 380 (Solid waste management), ORDINANCE CODE, to add a new subsection (f), to allow a solid waste c & D disposal facility, which recycles material and disposed of residual materials out of the county, to receive credit for the host fees; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the host fee upon collection is divided into three sub programs:  contamination assessment and remediation programs at closed landfills; landfill closure; and landfill mitigation which benefits the surrounding properties in the neighborhood of the landfills; and

WHEREAS, the ordinance code change will allow those that take residual waste out of county and therefore would not contribute to any of those problems within Duval County; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Amending Section 380.405 (Host Fee; distribution formula; late charge for delinquent payment), Chapter 380 (Solid Waste Management), Ordinance Code, to add a new subsection (f). Section 380.405 (Host Fee; distribution formula; late charge for delinquent payment), Chapter 380 (Solid Waste Management), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to add a new subsection (f) to read as follows:

A solid waste C & D disposal facility which recycles material and disposes of residual materials out of the county shall be provided a credit for the host fees.
