ORDINANCE 2013-418
An ordinance appropriating $140,850 to provide funding FOR THE REPAIR AND REPLACEMENT OF THE FLOATING DOCK ALONG THE NORTHBANK RIVERWALK LOCATED NEAR THE END OF PEARL STREET, AS INITIATED BY b.T. 13-070; AMENDING THE 2012-2017 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2012-434-E TO REDUCE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “pARKS - UPGRADES/MAINTENANCE REPAIRS” AND TO INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLEd “NORTHBANK RIVERWALK – FLOATING DOCK REPAIRS”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS AND RECREATION; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the repair and replacement of the floating dock along the North Bank River Walk located near the end of Pearl Street.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2012-434-E, being the 2012-2017 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to reduce funding for the project entitled “Parks – Upgrades/Maintenance Repairs” and to increase funding for the project entitled “Northbank Riverwalk – Floating Dock Repairs”. The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because the current condition of the floating dock poses a safety hazard to the patrons utilizing it and such deferral would prolong the unsafe condition of the publicly accessible recreational docking facility. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2012-434-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2012-434-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Oversight Department.
The Parks and Recreation Department shall oversee the project described herein.
