Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates $48,500 from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, with no local match, to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office through the Florida Division of Emergency Management (FDEM) for the purchase of specialty team critical needs and sustainment equipment, as initiated by B.T. 13-072; it provides a carryover of funds into Fiscal Year 2013-2014; the ordinance approves and authorizes the  Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute the Federally-funded Subgrant Agreement between the city and the State of Florida, Division of Emergency Management.
Background Information: Appropriation concerns matters of homeland security.  The appropriation funds equipment that will be used to prevent, deter, preempt and mitigate potential attacks on the community.
