Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Sheriff:
ORDINANCE 2013-419
An ordinance appropriating $48,500 from THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY, WITH NO LOCAL MATCH, TO THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE THROUGH THE FLORIDA DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (FDEM) FOR THE PURCHASE OF SPECIALTY TEAM CRITICAL NEEDS AND SUSTAINMENT EQUIPMENT, as initiated by b.t. 13-072; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO FISCAL YEAR 2013-2014; APPROVING AND authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and the corporation secretary to execute AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE FEDERALLY-FUNDED SUBGRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE STATE OF FLORIDA, DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide federal funds from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, with no local match, to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office through the Florida Division of Emergency Management (FDEM) for the purchase of specialty team critical needs and sustainment equipment.
Section 3.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated by this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2013-2014.
Section 4.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Federally-funded Subgrant Agreement between the City and the State of Florida, Division of Emergency Management, in substantially the same form placed on file with the Division of Legislative Services.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
