AN ORDINANCE approVING, AND authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and corporation secretary to execute and deliver, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE AGREEMENT FOR MAINTENANCE OF IMPROVEMENTS BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (THE “CITY”) AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (“FDOT”) FOR THE CONVERSION AND MAINTENANCE OF A FISHING PIER ON HECKSCHER DRIVE (SR 105) AT SISTERS CREEK BRIDGE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS AND RECREATION; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.     
Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Agreement for Maintenance of Improvements (the “Agreement”) between the City of Jacksonville (the “City”) and the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”), in substantially the form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, for the conversion and maintenance of a fishing pier on Heckscher Drive (SR 105) at Sisters Creek Bridge. 
Section 2.

Purpose.

FDOT intends to discontinue use of the present Sisters Creek Bridge in order to build a new bridge. The purpose of this legislation is to allow the City to use part of the existing bridge as a fishing pier.
Section 3.

Oversight.

The Department of Parks and Recreation shall oversee the project described herein. 
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
