ORDINANCE 2013-425-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKERS; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION ON A SEGMENT OF WHITE AVENUE EXTENDING FROM THE INTERSECTION OF SAN DIEGO ROAD TO THE INTERSECTION OF ATLANTIC BLVD IN JACKSONVILLE FOR NATHANIEL S. WASHINGTON, SR.; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF TWO HONORARY ROADWAY MARKERS TO BE LOCATED IN APPROPRIATE LOCATIONS ON THE DESIGNATED ROADWAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4; HONORING THE LIFE AND LEGACY OF NATHANIEL S. WASHINGTON, SR., AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF NATHANIEL S. WASHINGTON, SR.; PROVIDING FOR CONFORMANCE WITH PART I (GENERAL PROVISIONS) OF CHAPTER 745, ORDINANCE CODE (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS); WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, WHICH REQUIRES THAT PERSONS BE DECEASED FOR 5 YEARS FOR HONORARY STREET DESIGNATIONS AS THE HONOREE IS STILL LIVING; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Nathaniel S. Washington, Sr., a Jacksonville native, earned his bachelor of science degree at Florida Memorial College, and a Master’s degree in Education at New York University; and
WHEREAS, as a college student, Washington competed athletically on the football, basketball, track and baseball teams in addition to partaking in Student Government, and the Dramatics Club; and 

WHEREAS, during his outstanding professional career, Nathaniel S. Washington worked for 58 years in several capacities as a physical education teacher, an athletic director and as a coach for numerous schools; and
WHEREAS, as a small business owner, Washington was the former owner of Patti’s Daddy’s Bar-B-Que Restaurant, and Patti’s Daddy’s Quick Stop convenience store; and 

WHEREAS, Nathaniel S. Washington, Sr. received several awards and recognitions for his exemplary service and devotion to the Jacksonville community; and
WHEREAS, for example, Washington was appointed by the Mayor as a charter member of the Jacksonville Children Commission where he served two (2) consecutive terms for a total of 8 years; and
WHEREAS, he was also appointed by the Governor to the State of Florida Long Term Care Ombudsmen Council, and also served there for 2 terms; and

WHEREAS, Nathaniel S. Washington, Sr. served as President of the Florida Memorial University National Alumni Association, and its local chapter; and

WHEREAS, having the opportunity to interact with the late track star, Bob Hayes, Nathaniel S. Washington, Sr. was intricately involved in the Bob Hayes Invitational Track Meet, the largest one-day track and field meet in the country attended by thousands of athletes; and

WHEREAS, as a community volunteer, Washington tutored students for the State Attorney’s Office, and also provided for Christmas parties for neighborhood children; and
WHEREAS, Nathaniel S. Washington, Sr. was a recipient of  many awards, including, but not limited to the 2006 DNYX Humanitarian Award; the 2002 Humanitarian Award, the 1996 J.M. Family African American Achiever Award; the 1994 WJXT Good For You Community Service Award; Jacksonville Sport Hall of Fame and the Florida Times Union Coach of the Year in Football (1961-1963); and

WHEREAS, in 2010, Nathaniel Washington, Sr. received the HandsON Jacksonville Unity in Action Award along with Principal Jackie Cornelius for combining the originally segregated Douglas Anderson High School and the present day Douglas Anderson School of the Arts into one united school; and
WHEREAS, a private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the roadway markers approved herein; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of Nathaniel S. Washington, Sr., are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and Nathaniel S. Washington’s family, friends and colleagues can share and celebrate in; to wit: the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of two appropriate honorary roadway markers on the segment of White Avenue extending from the intersection of San Diego Road to the intersection of Atlantic Blvd. in Council District 4; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Segment of White Avenue to receive an honorary street designation for Nathaniel S. Washington, Sr.  The segment of White Avenue extending from the intersection of San Diego Road to the intersection of Atlantic Blvd. in Council District 4 shall hereby be honorarily designated as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, for Nathaniel S. Washington, Sr.

Section 2.

Honorary Roadside Markers for Nathaniel S. Washington, Sr. to be installed.  Two honorary roadway memorial markers, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Nathaniel S. Washington, Sr. shall be placed in appropriate locations on a segment of White Avenue extending from San Diego Road to the intersection of Atlantic Blvd.
Section 3. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (e) (2). Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the approval of honorary designations only for persons who have been deceased for five years, is hereby waived to allow the honoree, who is still living,  the recognition that is long overdue.
Section 4.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage, pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the supporters are desirous of having the marker erected prior to the planned recognition celebration.

Section 5.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 6.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
