Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to assist River Region Human Services, Inc. with the costs of renovations to its facility at 2981 Parental Home Road. The facility, which provides transitional housing to citizens of Duval County recovering from alcohol and other drug addictions, is in need of repairs and upgrades, including external roof repairs, air-conditioning units, kitchen upgrades, bedroom furniture improvements, and foyer modifications. A copy of the project description and cost estimate are attached hereto as Exhibit 3.

Section 4. 
Exemption Applied.
  In accordance with Section 126.107(d) and (e) (Exemptions), Ordinance Code, an exemption from competitive bidding for supplies and services provided for in this ordinance is hereby being utilized as those subsections provide exemptions for services provided to persons with mental or physical disabilities by non-profit corporations, and for prevention services related to mental health, including drug abuse prevention programs, operated by non-profit corporations.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and River Region Human Services, Inc., in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Revised River Region Agmt, August 19, 2013 – PHS”, for the purposes described in this ordinance.

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this  day of , 2013,
by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation in Duval County,
Florida (the “City”) and RIVER REGION HUMAN SERVICES, INC., a Florida non profit
corporation (the “Recipient”), for funding assistance in the renovation of Recipient’s treatment
facility at 2981 Parental Home Road (the “Facility™).

WHEREAS, Recipient is a private, Florida non profit corporation and a provider of
supportive, transitional housing at the Facility for citizens of Duval County who are recovering
from alcoholism and other drug addictions; and

WHEREAS, the City has appropriated, pursuant to Ordinance 2013-  -E the sum
of $192,684.00 from the Duval County Alcoho!l and Other Drug Abuse Trust Fund to provide
Recipient with funding for the costs of renovations and upgrades to the Facility, including
external roof repairs, air-conditioning units, kitchen upgrades, bedroom furniture improvements,
and foyer modifications (collectively the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City to enter into an Agreement with
Recipient to assist Recipient with funding for the Project; and

WHEREAS, the undersigned representative(s) of Recipient are authorized to sign this
Agreement binding said Recipient;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the appropriation and
disbursement of funds by City now or hereafter made, and the mutual covenants herein, the

parties do hereby agree as follows:
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I Incorporation of Recitals:

The above-stated recitals are true and correct and by this reference are incorporated
herein and made a part hereof.
IL General Conditions:

Payment. City shall pay Recipient an amount not-to-exceed ONE HUNDRED
NINETY-TWO THOUSAND SIX HUNDRED EIGHTY-FOUR AND 00/100 USD
($192,684.00) to assist in funding the costs of the Project. Said amount shall be the City’s
maximum indebtedness under this Agreement. Payments shall be made to Recipient on a monthly
basis for work performed the previous month. All requests for payment shall be accompanied by
bills, invoices, and other documentation satisfactory to the Behavioral and Human Services
Division to allow release of payments and should be sent to:

Jacksonville, Florida 32207
Requests for payments shall be submitted to Behavioral and Human Services Division by the 15
day of any given month and City shall make payment if appropriate by the last day of the month
in which the request for payment has been received. City may withhold payment if it does not
agree with the documentation presented by Recipient. Such withholding shall be in effect until
such time as the payment request has been justified by Recipient. Existence of justification shall
be in the sole discretion of City; provided however, a determination of no justification for one (1)
month shall not affect payments for subsequent months if they are justified in the City’s opinion
by the required supporting documentation.

Recipient agrees to use the proceeds from this appropriation for costs of the Project as
follows:

A, To accept the appropriated funds in accordance with the terms of this Agreement

and Ordinance 2013-455-E.
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B. To use the funds solely for the Project and for no other purpose.

C. To provide all requested receipts and other documentation of all expenditures of
the funds herein and to provide a full accounting of the sources and uses of funds for the Project
in a report format approved by the Behavioral and Human Services Division. Recipient must
submit such documentation and accounting to the Division Chief of the Behavioral and Human
Services Division, or designee, at ninety (90) day intervals from the day and year first above
written to the date of termination of this Agreement. Recipient shall submit a final accounting
within thirty (30) days after the termination of this Agreement.

D. Return to City within fifteen (15) days of demand therefor all City funds paid to
Recipient under the terms of this Agreement upon the Behavioral and Human Services Division’s
finding that the terms of any agreement executed by Recipient or the provisions of any ordinance
appropriating funds to the Recipient have been violated by Recipient.

E. Return to City any funds which are unspent on the Project within sixty (60) days

of the completion of the Project or by , Six (6) months after the day

and year first above written, whichever occurs first.

F. Return to City any funds which are unspent upon receipt of a written contract
termination given pursuant to Article III of this Agreement. Such unspent funds must be returned
within sixty (60) days of the written notice of contract termination.

11I. Effective Date:
This Agreement shall become effective on the day and year first above written and shall

terminate on the day of , 20, six (6) months after the

day and year first above written, unless sooner terminated with or without cause by either party
by giving fifteen (15) days’ prior written notice of such termination to either party unless a lesser
time is mutually agreed to upon fulfillment and conclusion of the terms of this Agreement. The

City’s representative shall be the Division Chief of the Behavioral'and Human Services Division
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and the Recipient’s representative shall be the President of the Board of Directors. Notice shall be
by certified mail, return receipt requested.
IV. Indemnification:

Recipient and without limitation its officers, directors, employees, members, partners,
agents, affiliates, contractors, subcontractors, and representatives (individually or collectively the
“Indemnifying Parties™) shall indemnify, hold harmless, and defend City, including without
limitafion its officers, directors, members, representatives, affiliates, agents, employees,
successors, and assigns (the “Indemnified Parties”) from and against:

1. any and all claims, suits, demands, judgments, losses, costs, fines,
penalties, damages, liabilities, and expenses (including all costs for investigation and
defense thereof, including but not limited to court costs, reasonable expert witness fees,
and attorney’s fees) arising out of or incidental to Recipient’s, its employees’, agents’
and/or contractors’ negligent acts or omissions in the performance or lack of perfdrmance
under this Agreement or work performed hereunder; and

2. any and all claims, suits, demands, judgments, losses, costs, fines,
penalties, damages, liabilities, and expenses (including all costs for investigation and
defense thereof, including but not limited to court costs, reasonable expert witness fees,
and attorney’s fees) arising from, allegedly arising from, or based upon the violation of
any federal, state, or municipal laws, statutes, ordinances, resolutions, rules, or
regulations by the Indemnifying Parties or those under their control; and

3. any and all claims, suits, demands, judgments, losses, costs, fines,
penalties, damages, liabilities, and expenses (including all costs for investigation and
defense thereof, including but not limited to court costs, reasonable expert witness fees,
and attorney’s fees) arising directly or indirectly out of

(a) any breach of any representation or warranty made by any of the

Indemnifying Parties in connection with this Agreement or in any certificate,
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document, writing, or other instrument delivered by any of the Indemnifying

Indemnifying Parties set forth in this Agreement or any other certificate,

4, any and all claims, suits, demands, judgments, losses, costs, fines,
penalties, damages, liabilities, and expenses (including all costs of cleanup, containment,
or other remediation, and all costs for investigation and defense thereof, including but not
limited to court costs, reasonable expert witness fees, and attorney’s fees) arising from or
in connection with

(a) the Indemnifying Parties’ actions or activities under the

Agreement that result in a violation of any environmental law, ordinance, rule, or

regulation or that leads to an environmental claim or citation or to damages due

to the Indemnifying Parties’ activities or
(b) any environmental, health, and safety liabilities arising out of or
relating to the operation or other activities performed in connection with the

Agreement by the Indemnifying Parties at any time on or prior to the effective

date of the Agreement or

(c) any bodily injury (including illness, disability, and death
regardless of when such bodily injury occurred, was incurred, or manifested
itself), personal injury, property damage (including trespass, nuisance, wrongful
eviction, and deprivation of the use of real property) or other damage of or to any
person in any way arising from or allegedly arising from any hazardous activity
conducted by the Indemnifying Parties. City will be entitled to control any

remedial action and any legal proceeding related to an environmental claim.

B. All indemnification agreements contained in this Article IV are separate and
apart from, and are in no way limited by, any insurance provided pursuant to this Agreement or
otherwise. This Article IV relating to indemnification shall survive the term of this Agreement
and any holdover and/or extensions hereto whether such term expires naturally by the passage of
time or is terminated earlier pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement.

V. Insurance:

A. Without limiting its liability under this Contract, Recipient and its contractors,
subcontractors, laborers, materialmen, and suppliers, as applicable, shall procure and maintain
prior to commencement of work at their sole expense during the life of this Agreement insurance
of the types and in the minimum amounts stated below and provide, on a form that is acceptable

to City’s Division of Risk Management, a certificate evidencing the following required coverages

to the City:

required by the State of Florida, or any restrictive NCCI endorsements which, under an NCCI
filing, must be attached to the policy (i.e., mandatory endorsements).

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Liability Act and any other applicable federal or state law where appropriate. If Recipient is not
required to carry workers’ compensation coverage as defined under Chapter 440, Florida Statutes,
the above requirement may be waived.

or authorized representative of Recipient).

Such coverage will include bodily injury,
sickness, disease, mental anguish, or shock sustained by any person, including death, property
damage, including physical injury to or destruction of tangible personal property, including
resulting loss of use thereof, cleanup costs, and the loss of use of tangible personal property that
has not been physically injured or destroyed; defense, including costs, charges, and expenses
incurred in the investigation, adjustment, or defense of claims for such compensatory damages;
and, coverage for losses caused by pollution conditions arising from the operations of Recipient,
including transportation. City shall be named as an additional insured.

If the services provided require the disposal of any hazardous or non-hazardous material off the
job site, the disposal site operator must furnish a certificate of insurance for Pollution Legal

The Umbrella Liability policy shall be in excess of the above limits without any gap. The
Umbrella coverage will follow from the underlying coverages and provide on an Occurrence

basis all coverages listed above.

The City and City’s members, officials, officers, and employees shall be endorsed as an

additional insured under all of the above Commercial General Liability and Automobile Liability
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coverages. Such insurance shall be endorsed to provide for a waiver of underwriter’s rights of
subrogation in favor of the City.

B. The deductible amounts for any peril shall be deemed usual and customary in the
insurance industry. The insurance provided by Recipient shall apply on a primary basis to, and
shall not require contribution from, any other insurance or self-insurance maintained by the City
and City’s member, official, officer, or employee. Recipient shall be responsible for payment of
its deductibles. Depending upon the nature of any aspect of the Project and its accompanying
exposures and liabilities, City may, at its sole option, require additional insurance coverages in
amounts responsive to those liabilities, which may or may not require that City also be named as
an additional insured.

C. Compliance with the insurance requirements of this Agreement shall not limit the
liability of Recipient or its contractors, subcontractors, employees or agents to City or others. Any
remedy provided to City and its members, officials, officers, or employees shall be in addition to
and not in lieu of any other remedy available under this Agreement or otherwise.

C. Said insurance shall be written by an insurer holding a current certificate of
authority pursuant to Chapter 624, Florida Statutes. Such insurance shall be written by an insurer
with an A.M. Best Rating of A- VII or better. Prior to commencing any work on the Project,
Certificates of Insurance approved by City’s Division of Risk Management demonstrating the
maintenance of said insurance shall be furnished to City. Recipient shall be responsible for
providing continuation certificate of insurance 30 days prior to each renewal policy for the length
of the Agreement. Recipient shall provide to the City of Jacksonville thirty (30) days’ prior
written notice of any change in the above insurance coverage limits or cancellation, including

expiration or non-renewal.

D. Anything to the contrary notwithstanding, the liabilities of Recipient under this

Agreement shall survive and not be terminated, reduced, or otherwise limited by any expiration or
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termination of insurance coverage. Neither approval of, nor failure to disapprove, insurance
furnished by Recipient shall relieve Recipient or its sub-contractors or sub-subcontractors from
the responsibility to provide insurance as required by the Agreement. In case any class of
employees engaged in hazardous work under the Agreement is not protected under the Workers’
Compensation statute, Recipient shall provide, and cause each subcontractor to provide, adequate
insurance, satisfactory to the City, for the protection of employees not otherwise protected. For
any insurance coverage required hereby, Recipient may use a self-insurance program, provided
such program has received prior written approval from the City’s Risk Management.

VI Non-discrimination:

A. Recipient warrants that it has adopted and shall maintain a policy of non-
discrimination against an employee or applicant for employment on account of race, religion, sex,
color, national origin, age, or handicap and that such policy applies to all areas of employee
relations throughout the term of this Agreement.

B. On written request, Recipient shall permit access to its records of employment,
employment advertisements, application forms, and other pertinent data and records by the
Executive Director of the Community Relations Commission of the City for the purpose of
investigation to ascertain compliance with the non-discrimination provisions of this Agreement.
Recipient shall not be required to produce for inspection any records covering periods of time
more than one (1) year prior to the date of this Agreement.

C. Recipient agrees that if any of the obligations of this Agreement are to be
performed by a subcontractor, then the provisions of the above two paragraphs shall be
incorporated into and become a part of the subcontract.

VII. Agreement Overview:

The Behavioral and Human Services Division shall ensure compliance of Recipient with

this Agreement and with all applicable laws, ordinances, rules, and regulations relative to receipt

and expenditure of the funds provided herein.
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VIII. Compliance with State and Other Laws:

In addition to other laws, ordinances, rules, and regulations cited in this Agreement,
Recipient must comply with any and all applicable federal, state, and local laws, rules,
regulations; and ordinances as the same exist and may be amended from time to time. Such laws,
rules, regulations, and ordinances shall include, but are not limited to, Chapter 119, Florida
Statutes (the Florida Public Records Law) and Section 286.011, Florida Statutes (the Florida
Sunshine Law). If any of the obligations of this Agreement are to be performed by a
subcontractor, the provisions of this section shall be incorporated into and become a part of the
subcontract.

IX. Independent Contractor:

In the performance of this Agreement, the Recipient shall be acting in the capacity of an
independent contractor and not as an agent, employee, partner, joint venture, or associate of City.
Recipient shall be solely responsible for the means, methods, techniques, sequences, and
procedures utilized in the full performance of this Agreement.

X. Entire Agreement:

This Agreement contains the entire agreement by and between the parties with respect to
the appropriation, receipt, and expenditure of the funds for the Project. No statement,
understanding, agreement, course of action, or course of conduct of either of the parties or by the
authorized representatives of either of the parties shall be binding unless it is in writing and part
of this Agreement. Any revision, amendment, or other change to this Agreement must be in
writing and signed by the parties hereto by their authorized representatives.

XI. Construction:

Both parties acknowledge that they have had meaningful input into the terms and

conditions contained in this Agreement. Any doubtful or ambiguous provisions contained herein

shall not be construed against the party which physically prepared this Agreement.
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XII.  Order of Precedence:

In the event of any conflict between the provisions of this Agreement and those of the
exhibits attached hereto or amendments, the priority shall be, in decreasing order of precedence:
1) fully executed amendments, 2) the provisions of this Agreement, and 3) exhibits.

XIII. Amendments:

This Agreement may be amended only by written instrument specifically referring to this
Agreement and executed with the same formalities as this Agreement.

XIV. Severability:

Should any provision of this Agreement be deemed unenforceable or not legal by a court
of competent jurisdiction, the remaining provisions of the Agreement shall remain in full force
and effect.

XV.  Counterparts:

This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts, each of which shall be deemed
to be an original, and all such counterparts together shall constitute one and the same instrument.
XVI. Governing Law and Venue:

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Florida. Venue for any
litigation of or under this Agreement shall be in courts of competent jurisdiction located in

Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida.

Project Purpose; We are requesting funding from the Duval County Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse Trust Fund (Sec.
111.230) for facility upgrades to our Residential Treatment Building located on The Derya E Williams Campus,
2981 Parental Home Road. The monies in this fund are for the support of Duval County based substance abuse
programs like this that meet the Florida Department of Children and Families standards of qualifications in order
to assist with the planning, developing, evaluating, providing or enhancing/expanding services for the residents of
Duval County. Currently our very active facility is in need of much needed repairs and renovations that fall outside
of the scope of our current funding obligations (which pay for direct services provided) but would assist in the
providing and enhancing of our services. As such, we would like to request funding to help upgrade this
building according to the purpose of Sec. 111.230 so that we may continue to effectively serve the ever-growing
substance abuse needs in our community. Specifically, the facility is in need of facility upgrades (including external
roof repairs, air-conditioning units, kitchen upgrades, bedroom furniture improvements, and foyer modifications —
amounting to $192,684.

Programmatic Background:

At this location, we currently have 52 co-occurring Residential Treatment Beds and we provide 24-hour/7
days-a-week Substance Abuse and Mental Health treatment services to over 400 clients annually.

Furthermore, we provide a therapeutic community which includes a wide variety of much needed services such as:

* Individual group and family counseling as well as treatment and education that includes life skills training
(i.e., anger management, parenting, problem solving, relapse prevention, recovery training, employability
skills, decision making, relationship skills and symptom management);

* Medication observation and disease education through an onsite LPN;

* Coordination of community based medical services and co-occurring services to include individual and group
counseling,

* Numerous ancillary services to assist with the holistic view of the client: such as healthy meals,
transportation, wrap around services (case management), housing and employee referrals.

* Specialty area expertise in serving the needs of pregnant ladies or individuals with chronic medical

conditions - clients that are typically unable to receive services at other facilities in the area.

Despite the constant challenges that we may face in providing these services, such as: client recidivisms,
coordination of inter-disciplinary services, dealing with high risk consumers, and balancing reintegration from
treatment to recovery, RRHS continues to operate a strong and effective program that annually
demonstrates improved success rates,increased prenatal care linkages, expanded evidenced based
programs, successful reintegration, and established peer to peer mentoring, We are also unique in offering
medication assisted treatment with a trauma informed staff. Lastly, we offer unique programming that meets the
needs of pregnant women and their young children as our residential programs allow them to say on-site,
therefore providing a safe, secure, home like and healthy environment along with treatment.
