
Introduced at the request of the Transportation, Energy & Utilities Committee:

ORDINANCE 2013-459
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS), ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING BROAD STREET WHICH EXTENDS FROM WATER STREET TO 5TH STREET WEST IN COUNCIL DISTRICTS 4, 7, AND 9 TO “BROAD STREET NORTH”; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, there are currently three streets in Jacksonville that share the same street name of “Broad Street”; and

WHEREAS, the first and original “Broad” Street is located in the Village of Mayport having its origin identified on a Mayport plat dated June 13, 1888; and

WHEREAS, the second “Broad” Street is located in the downtown area where it had an original name of “Bridge” Street, and later changed to “Broad” Street during the time period between 1903 and 1913 as indicated on the Sanborn Maps 1913 addition; and

WHEREAS, the third “Broad” street is located on the Northside of Jacksonville having its original plat recorded in February 1914; and

WHEREAS, duplicate street names, along with an overlapping of address ranges, cause the 911 and Jacksonville Fire and Rescue’s Computer Aided Dispatch system (CAD) to eliminate valid road segments; and 

WHEREAS, any attempt to locate a property from an incorrect road segment may cause confusion, and create a delay in emergency response; and

WHEREAS, due to the duplicate street names, the second Broad Street name located downtown, which extends from Water Street to 5th Street West, should be changed to include a “North” designation because the “North” designation is already recognized and utilized by data systems that are used in emergency response, and this type of change will have minimal impact on existing address assignments; and 

WHEREAS, the re-naming of the second Broad Street located downtown eliminates confusion, and allows for precise location of properties; and

WHEREAS, on January 31, 2013, the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee determined, and made a recommendation that the public street name “Broad Street” which extends from Water Street to 5th Street West should be changed to “Broad Street North” in order to eliminate the potential confusion and delay in emergency response.  The Recommendation and a copy of the minutes of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee are on file electronically in the City Council Legislative Services Department as Composite Exhibit 1; and

WHEREAS, the street name change affects the street addresses of nineteen (19) parcels including 12 commercial buildings, 9 businesses and two (2) Jacksonville Housing apartment buildings containing 264 units; and

WHEREAS, on January 22, 2013 the Planning and Development Department staff invited the property owners of the affected properties to attend the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee meeting to participate in the discussion concerning the duplication of the Broad Street road names.  A copy of each letter is on file electronically in the City Council Legislative Services Department as Composite Exhibit 2; and 

WHEREAS, on February 19, 2013 and February 20, 2013, a letter and an appeal form were mailed to the property owners and residents of the affected properties to notify each owner and resident of the decision by the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee to change the name of “Broad Street” located downtown to “Broad Street North”, and, if necessary, an opportunity to appeal the decision. A copy of each letter is on file electronically in the City Council Legislative Services Department as Composite Exhibit 3; and

WHEREAS, on April 24, 2013, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed the recommendation of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee, and made a determination that there was no historical impact.  A copy of the minutes and the approval of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission is on file electronically in the City Council Legislative Services Department as Exhibit 4; and 
WHEREAS, a copy of the map of “Broad Street” is on file electronically in the City Council Legislative Services Department as Exhibit 5; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Chapter 745, Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change the street name of the applicable segment of “Broad Street” to “Broad Street North”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Segment of “Broad Street” Renamed.  The name of that segment of “Broad Street” which extends from Water Street to 5th Street West in Council District 4, 7, and 9 is hereby renamed “Broad Street North”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed segment of “Broad Street” is on file electronically in the City Council Legislative Services Department as Exhibit 5.
Section 2.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
