LUMB, CRESCIMBENI & BROWN FLOOR AMENDMENT

Council Members Lumb, Crescimbeni and Brown offer their floor amendment to File No. 2013-464:
(1) Proposes to fund all programs that had Journey Funding Oversight in FY 2012/13 at the FY 2013/14 Mayor's proposed levels with two exceptions, as more fully described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto. The Juvenile Assessment Center and the Ex-Offender Re-Entry Portal (JREC) will remain funded at the Finance Committee agreed upon levels ($384,767 and $545,197, respectively). Additionally, JCC would still maintain direct oversight of the Early Literacy, TEAM UP and Summer Camp programs. Neighborhood Code Compliance Division would still maintain direct oversight of the abatement funding. The Sheriff would still maintain direct oversight of the Juvenile Assessment Center and the Ex-Offender Re-entry Portal (JREC). This amendment will also restore 30,000 part-time hours for the Mayor's Summer Jobs Program. 
(2) Change part-time hours
(3) General Counsel and the Council Auditor’s Office are authorized to make all changes to titles, tables of content, Ordinance Code, journal entries, schedules, attachments, editorial and text changes consistent with the changes set forth herein to 2013-464 to effectuate the Council’s action.

(4) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence, title and table of contents to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
